While the
government advanced the first
money for capital, a'l of this gov
ernment money has been repaid,
and now ecvery dollar invested in
the Houston Land Bank is owncd
by th farmers of Texas.

In fact, in|
the fiscal year of 1946, the Federal |
Govejnment ¢) fropha\d $51,-
000,000 and for some time the
Federal appropriations have aver-
aged about $40,000,000 per year.

Prior to the passage of this Act,

the School Lunch Program had
been on a year-to-year basis. It
was thought that by establishing
a perman nt program under which
the States would know what they
were going to get that we cou'd
improve the helpfulness of this
Program to safeguard the health
and well being of theN ation’s
poorcr children.
,The amount appropriated to each
state is based on the number of
children in school in a given state
and the need for assistance in the
state as indicated by the r lation
of the per capita income of the
entire United States the per cap-
ita income in that state.
