DENTON. September 30— “ Just 
plain old vegetables” need not be so 
plain, if the chief cook and bottle 
washer really wants them to be oth­
erwise. They can be experimented 
with just as other foodstuffs.

Here are a few suggestions for 
cooking vegetables in a different 
way. Many housewives have learned 
that they can turn the most unpopu­
lar vegetable into one of the family 
favorites by a little Juggling of sea­
sonings and methods of cooking. It 
is important that none of the nutri­
tive value of such vegetables be lost 
through cooking.

BAKED BLACK-EYED PEAS: <8 
servings) Soak 2 cups of dried peat 
over night. Drain and bring soaking 
water to boiling. Add peas and sim­
mer until almost done. Heat two ta­
blespoons bacon fat in frying pan. 
Add one medium-sized onion, and 
one green pepper < both chopped 
finely); also. ‘/2 cup salt pork cubes. 
Cook, stirring constantly, until on­
ion is lightly browned

Arrange peas and salt pork mix­
ture in water in which peas were 
cooked. If not enough to cover, add 
enough more water to cover Bake in 
moderately hot oven until peas are 
done. Fresh peas may be used, omit­
ting the soaking and shortening timo 
for cooking according to maturity of 
the vegetables
