To Be Commemorated
At JTAC Stadium

Ralph B. Hartgraves and Nor-
man E. McDonald of Jonesboro,
former students of John Tarleton
who lost their lives in
Wor'd War 11, are among the 184
ex-student war dead who will be
ccmmemorated by the erection of
a Memorial Stadium. Ralph at-
tended Tarleton in 1937-39 and
Norman attended in 1938-41.

Sponsored by the Tarleton Ex-
Students Association, a three-year
fund raising plan, now in its sec-
ond year, has raised approximate-
ly $55,000 toward its $100,000 goal.
The college recently acquired a 33
acre tract west of the present
campus for the location of the sta-
dium. A football field has been
leveled and sodded in the new
area and games will be played
there next fall. Plans for the sta-
dium include a seating capacily
of 8,000 with dressing rooms,
showers, and other facilities lo-
cated beneath the stands. Thesta-
dium is designed to accommodate
agricultural fairs, livestock shows
and for general community use as
well as to provide a place for the
athletic contests.
