WASHINGTON, D. C., April 7. 
(/Pj—Secretary o f A griculture 
Brannan outlined today before a 
joint meeting of the Senate and 
House Agricultural Committees 
the new adm inistration farm  pro­
gram offered to give consumers a 
“real break on food prices and 
farm ers a fa ir income”.

They would use many devices 
no>v employed but would make 
m ajor changes to  put more meat, 
milk and other dairy products, 
poultry and eggs in stores at low­
er prices.

Prices on these foods, making up 
7.5 percent of the farm  output, 
would be allowed to move freely, 
instead of holding up a m arket 
price w ith parity. When prices 
dropped below present level, the 
government would m ake up the 
difference with cash paym ent to 
farm ers.

Hamilton-Coryell Soil Conserva­
tion District.

W. L. Penny, Work Unit Con­
servationist, of the Soil C onser\a- 
tion Service, assisted Mr. Fergu­
son in developing this plan. .Mr. 
Ferguson’s plan consists of clear­
ing cedar and establishing cleared 
areas to native grasses; terracing 
a ll fields; contour farming all 
fields; pl.inting each cultivated 
acre to a legume crop for soil-im­

provement once every third year; 
establishing a w aterway to perm- 

; anent grass before terracing one 
field and plowing so as to leave 
crop residue on or near the su r­
face of the land. Mr. Ferguson 
has approxim ately 40 acres plant- 
e J  to clover and vetch this year. 
Which is looking good. He is bu.sy 
clearing 10 acres of cedar now. 

[Terracing will start in the near 
future as Soil Conservation Serv­
ice personnel have already run 
him I I 2 miles of terrace lines.

He has his pasture divided so 
as to rest one while grazing the 
other. He realizes the importance 
of resting a pasture after planting 
glass seed and intenls to protect 
his grass seedlings until they b e­
come perm anently established.

Vernon Wright of the Pearl 
group has completed his terracing 
sy.stem. The new terraces are of 
channel type and were construct­
ed with heavy equipm ent belong­
ing to the county under the super­
vision of County Commissioner 
Certis Smith. Mr. Wright said, 
“that although his terraces had 
just been completed they withstood 
the big rain of a couple of weeks 
ago in fine shape.’’ He stated h.-> 
had lots of w ater capacty to spare.

1 Dear Friends:
Every other Monday is District 

Day in the House. On those days 
the House sits as a kind of board 
of alderm en or city commission for 
the District of Columbia. There 
is no city, county or state govern­
m ent here. The District performs 
the duty of all of these govern­
ments. Like all other governments. 
The District has trouble in getting 
enough taxes to meet its expenses.

In my opinion the basic trouble 
is that property has never paid 
enough taxes her. The rate is S2. 
That is less than the City rate 
in Waco and most any other city 

I of any considerable size. It must 
I also be remembered that this Is 
all the tax any property pays in 

j the District. It escapes entirely 
’ the school tax. the county tax, a n d , 
j the state tax that most other peo­
ple pay. ;

The federal government m^kes I up some of the deficit by a direct 
' contribution which accounts for 
about one-eighth of the cost of 
running the District. I can sec no 
justification in this and have a l­
ways opposed it because I believe 
th a t the City of Washington gets 
benefits from its tax free Federal 
Buildings in exactly the same pro­
portion that our other cities do 
from the post office building and 
other federal offices that may be 
located there. Monday a bill im ­
posing a sales tax in the District 
was again brought before the 
House. I have repeatedly expross- 
my opposition to this kind of tax. 
I think it is the most unfair type 
of tax. The man with a family 
of nine has to pay nine taxes while 
the single person escapes with 
very little tax . I voted against 
the bill, but it carried and is now’ 
pending in the Senate.

Early in the week we pa.ssed 
the In terior Departm ent Approp­
riation Bill. This measure con­
tains the appropriations for t!ie 
Reclamation Projects in the West 
and the Southwest Power Adm in­
istration which controls and dis­
tributes the power from Denison 
Dam (and will control the power 
at W hitney Dam unless Congress 
changes the law as Governor J e s ­
te r asks so as to  allow this power 
to  be sold to the highest bidder). 
There was a determ ined effort to 
deny funds to the Southwest Pow­
er Adm inistration for the construc­
tion of transmission lines to con­
nect the Denison Dam with the 
dam s owned by the Federal Gov­
ernm ent in Oklahoma and A rkan­
sas. I think we should tie these 
dam s together and make their 
combined power available to the 
people at the lowest possible 
figure. I voted for the bill which 
carried  without serious am end­
ment

This afternoon (April 1st) we 
have just voted, and by an over­
whelming m ajirity, to pass my bill 
to remove the unfair taxes and 
regulations against the use of 
m argarine. This is a good ex ­
am ple of the difficulty .of putting 
through a change in the law even 
w here a large m ajority favor it. 
Bills to remove these taxes have 
been coming before us ever since 
I have been in Congress. Last year 
the Hiuse passed a bill to repeal 
the taxes. Many people complain- 

I ed that that bill did not protect I the customers at a public eating 
! place. The Senate did not act on 
the m easure last year. The first 
day of this session I introduced a 
bill, H. R. 3, repealing all taxes 
and other restrictions on m argar­
ine, w hether white or yellow. 
However, my bill required all yel- 
liw m argarine sold in public eat-

ing places to be identified as sudi. 
The Committee defeated my bill 
by a 14 to 13 vote, and reported a 
bill by Mr. Andresen, of Miniic- 
sota, and Mr. Granger, of Utah, 
which repealed the taxes but for­
bade the sale of colored m argar­
ine in in terstate commerce. Mr. 
Rivers, of South Carolina, offered 
a bill to remove the tax and re ­
quiring no identification. After 
two days of debate we got the 
House to vote down the Rivers bill 
and to substitute my bill for the 
G ranger bill, and then to finally 
pass my bill, by a vote of 287 to 
89. I feel that we have vindicated

the right of the people to decide 
for themselves what food they 
will buy, and in what form they 
w ant it.

I am leaving for Texas tom or­
row. I speak at the Texas Gin- 
ners Convention in Dallas on Mon­
day, April 4, but I must re tu rn  to 
Washington tha t night, so, as much 
as I would like to, it will be im­
possible for me to visit any of my 
friends this trip .
