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HISTORY OF CORYELL COUNT'T
(Continued From Lust Week)

CHAPTHR XI
PIONEER INDUSTRIES AND CUSTOMS

In the pioneerimi times of Cor\ell (Aninty the people 
had to ctillect the'»* wits and ins^emiit\ to contrive to pro­
duce tor themselves the articles that commerce and man- 
iifacturier could not brin? them. They arose to the oc­
casion, and many and ' aried were the articles needed in 
the home, that were produced of materials at hand.

For VS or 4() years lumber was an important article 
manufactu,red in the settlements. The lumber was mas­
sive and heavy. If one placed an order for 4x4 studs, 
they were sawed in full dimensions, as were all measures. 
An old house that we have examined, which was Iniilt in 
I8.S4 had for rafter places 6x10 rafter plates supported 
by 4x4 oak studs, and these in turn were set on 12x12 
oak sills. All joints were made by mortiseins: the ends, 
and then keying oaken pins driven thru an augur hole. 
W hen I last saw this old house it had been standing So 
years and tliere was not a decayed piece of timber in it.

A saw mill was set ur at Gatesville by Mr. Grant in 
1SS4. Shortly afterward, a Mr.  Q^x set ilp a saw mill at 
the place now known â  Straws .Mill. These mills con­
tinued to operate until the railroad entered O rvell Coun­
ty in 1882. Some operated until 18'>0. Above the

Before the Civil W ar, a tloiir and grist mill was set up 
on the house, 1̂/2  miles abiive Pidcoke by R. S.j 
(Uncle Bob) Rogers.' fhe river was dammed to furnish, 
water power to operate the mill. It is said that people! 
drove as far as loo miles to have their tlour ground 
High water washed away the greater part of the mill in 
lOoS after which time’operation was never renewed.j 
There were a numl''er of other grist mills at various lo-l 
cations. Old Captain Graham had a grist mill at the| 
mouth of Station O eek. j

Before the railroad penetrated the county builders who, 
wanted tine tinishinv lumfer had it freiyhted in by wagon 
from East 'I'exas. For cabinet and tine tinishin.g, native 
ash, oak and walnut, and often cedar was turnished hVj 
local mills.  ̂ !

The leather processed was used for the making ofj 
boots, shoes, harness, saddles and stout belts that support­
ed the ever present six-shoote.r. Jess Kerhy, who came 
to Ft. Gates as a four month old boy. told how his father 
made a tanning vat of a cottonwood log. The log wasj 
scooped out similar to a boat. In this, the hides were, 
placed, packed in lime and ashes. When the hair had 
loosened so it would slip, the hair was scraped from the 
skins. Thev were then returned to the vat and cove.red 
with an ooze secured In boiling cedar foliage until the 
ooze was about the consistency of thin syrup. The skins, 
were allowed to remain in this until they were “properly 1 
cured”. This is but one of the many processes used. ¡ 

Urne was needed for mixing mortar for the erection 
of stone chimneys and houses, and for sand, gravel and, 
small stone for building what was called concrete houses, j 
The ruins of the O. T, Tyler home, near Mound, is a fine, 
example of this kind of construction. 'j

To manufacture lime a suitable stone was found. At| 
a location convenient to the stone a layer of logs was¡ 
placed, on this a layer of the limestone, then, more woodi 
and stone in alternating layers. On and around this was 
placed a large pile of logs, and the whole thing fired. 
\ \  hen the wood burned out, a good quantity of fine lime 
had been burned in this crude manner. In the hillside 
just across the .river from Gatesville is the remains of an 
old lime kiln. This was the first commercial lime produc-j 
tion in Coryell County, and I am told it was owned hyj 
that enterprising man, Ren Friend.

Charcoal burning w\as practiced until the late l890 ’s. 
The early smithy required coal, so the charcoal burner 
furnished it. Cedar and elm were the favorite woods | 
for burning coal. Good wood was cut in about cord| 
lengths. This was stood together in the form of a grain', 
shock. This was fired, but in the process it was covered, 
with dirt to prevent a blazing fire. The fire was closely! 
watched and kept in smouldering condition until all the 
wood was thoroughly charred. The close watching was 
kept day and night, for if the fire broke into a blaze the 
wood would be reduced to ashes and all the labor lost.

When properly charred, the kiln was thoroughly wet 
with water and every spark of fire extinguished. The¡ 
coal was then drawn out and ready for market. Coal,

and it was expected of the women of the county to card 
and spin quantities of cotton cloth for the Confederate 
Armies. Several hundred pairs of ca,rds were bouj^ht 
from the j^overnment stores in Austin.

There were many neijs^hborly acts of kindness amont 
the settlers. 1 found two old pioneers sitting on a bench 
sunniiii;:, and talking over old times. They both were 
born in Texas in 1854. Thev were Uncle Jess Kerby 
and Uncle Matt Leonard. They talked of when there
was a death in the community how preparations were sisters Mrs. w. a .
made for burial. In those days there w^re no morticians, 
so preparations were made at home. Mr. Leonard re­
lated that a man died in the community, and there was 
no coffin to be bou;e:ht, and no extra lumber with which 
to make one. Mr. Leonard’s father removed the floor 
from his house and made a coffin in which the man and Mrs. c. l . '
buried. There were a number of deaths that winter, andĵ "̂ '̂ ®'’' 
three times the elder Leonard removed the floor from his 
house to make coffins. Mr. Kerby told of how his fath­
er, Andrew Kerby, once removed the wall from his house 
house that a neije^hbor mij?ht have the lumbe,r to build a 
coffin.

According to these old gentlemen some of the lumber 
used in the community was sawed in the following man­
ner. A suitable log was found and mounted high enough 
so that one man above and one below the log used a 
crosscut saw wth an up and down stroke until a board 
was sawed off. 'This was kept going until enough lum­
ber was sawed to till tlie immediate need.

.Mr. Kerby told how W yatt Hall, who was killed in 
1875, at his home 5 miles below Oglesby, made a ploughj 
to break the stubborn blackland turf. He built a heavy’ 
shear and mouldboard. This was fastened to a 6x8 oak 

, beam. The beam was mounted on the front truck of an 
old “tarpole wagon”. It was a heavy, clumsy plow, and 
6 to 8 yokes of oxen were .required to draw it thru the! 
stubborn turf. In this manner, many of the fields in the! 
immediate communitv were broken in.

In those days. Mr. Kerby related, many men wore 
clothes made of buckskin. Old Man Jonathan Diltz had 
made a new buckskin suit of which he was very proud.
He wore it to Gatesville. There were saloons there then, 
and Mr. Diltz went round and got likkered up and went 
to the grocery store to buy some goods. It was a cold 
day and he ordered the merchant to build a fire in thej 
store. The merchant told him the stove was hot. Diltz 
retorted with an oath, that there was not a coal of fire in 
it. To prove his statement, Diltz sat down on the stove.
In a moment, the seat of Mr. Diltz’s buckskin trousers 
were singed brown. Diltz took it good humoredly and 
served drinks to the crowd.

Freedom of enterprise is a strong 

and dynamic principle. It continues 
to work us wonders despite the 
many ways we have hedged it 
about. The sorry plight of our time 
Is that we have found such a fine 
way of life, proved that it works 
so well, then cared so'little to pro­
tect and cherish it. Yes, a lot ot 
us pay first-rate Up service to free 
enterprise.

But when it’s time for the crucial 
test, what happens? We let the 
poUticians (who ought to become 
statesmen when elected) spread the 
death-web of bureaucracy far and 
wide. We seem to agree that gov­
ernment can do it—oh, just almost 
anything—so much better! We tax 
industry and incumes until capital 
Is too scared to have any enter­
prise left. In short we back en­
terprise right up to the precipice, 
and seem not to realize what we 

I have done.

I have said that free enterprise 
still works us wonders. One of the 
most amazing examples of free­
dom of business enterprise has been 
working miracles right before our 
eyes now for five years, and we 
have scarcely noticed it. (Jne of the 
nation’s top science writers, J. D. 
RatcUff, has outlined the miracle- 
story of pcniciUin manufacture in 
the January Issue of “Nations Busi­
ness." Ratcliff says this great med­
icine is now the biggest seUing item 
in the drug trade, saving 50,0(X) 
Uves yearly from pneumonia alone.

Just a few short years ago pen- 
icilUn was made in laboratory flasks 
and sold for a fancy price. But, 
then, American industry tackled the 
job of producing penicillin. At first 
the quoted market price was $20 
per 100,000 units, but today a dol­
lar’s worth of peniciUla will rout 
dreaded pneumonia.

Courage and Vision
How did all this happen? Well, it 

took enterprise and lots of it. Pen­
icillin manufacture was pretty 
much a guessing game—at first. It 
took courage to invest and to plan. 
According to Ratcliff, one small 
company in the chemical industry 
had this courage and vision.

It seems that a man namefi John 
L. Smith, president of Charles 
Pfizer tc Company, Brooklyn, gets 
the main honors for penicillin man­
ufacture. Smith was an immigrant 
to this country at the age of two 
years, and worked his way up to 
an education in chemistry. After he 
became president of that small 
firm, specialists In microbes and 
fermentation processes. Smith heard 
of penicillin. ’Then Smith took a 
chance, made possible by America’s 
system of enterprise.

A Real Test
This man Smith made plans to 

spend million dollars for a giant 
new penicillin plant. That was big 
money, for his company was do­
ing only about twice that amount 
of business annually. Besides, sci­
ence was not certain about what 
penicillin could do. But Smith had 
seen It save lives, and he intended 
to produce it. He did, in vats as 
large a r  tank cars. ’The demand 
was great. ’Then others began to 
make it. StiU, the Pfizer company’s 
sales jumped to 50 million dollars 
a year. ’The country had its pre­
cious penicillin.

This is a grand success story. But 
it is not a new one. The same kind 
of story has been repeated count­
less times in the building of Amer­
ica. Freedom of enterprise has 
helped make our land into a land of 
plenty. It would be well if we should 
test every bill in Congress, every 
national policy, with the question; i 
will it encourage, or will it hinder, 
private enterprise?
