Plan Propooe'ci For

Prevention of War

Dallas --- 'Playing the role of good
neighbor in world affairs, and coop-
erating actively in international ef-
forts to promote peace should be
recognized by the United States as
the most effective means to prevent
war. economic anthoroties concluded
Saturday after a five-day meeting
of the Institute of Public Affairs.

The Institute sponsored by Sonth-
ern Methodist Univeraity as an ed
ueational highlight of the Texas Cen-
tennial vear. and underwritten by the
Carnegie Endowment for Internat-
fonal Peace, presented during the
week such names as Clark W. Eichel-
werger, director of the League of
Nations Association. W. E. Dunn,
asgistant dirvector of the Bureau of
Foreign and Demestic  Commerce,
Poter Molyneaux, editor of the Texas
Weekly, and nearly thirty others,

Recommended strongly by the
Institute were downward revision of
the tariff structure, affilintion with
the World Court and League of
Nations in a concerted effort to pre-
vent war, and general restoration of
world trade to bring back prosper-

ity. It was pointed out that Texas
2% the nation's leading exporting
state, was more vitally affected

than any other state by world eco-
nomic tendencies.
