Look at the Label
A lot of persons, who like to think 

that they think, are bandying about 
a couple of terms that mean less 
than a whole lot to a whole lot of 
people. I refer to the terms; "lib­
eral’’ and ' ‘reactionary." May I 
put in my two cents worth in hopes 
that you may know these modem 
labels better?

Vt’hat 1 mean is that armchair 
commentators and soapbox spell­
binders throw these terms at you, 
without any apology. Sure, you can 
get their meaning, whether they 
are for it or against it, by the way 
their lips are curled and their 
epithets hurled. But that’s not 
enough. We need to know what the 
labels mean. A man can’t think 
stiaight unleia he can know his 
ifteet as he picks them up.

The Real Test
Jesus said of false teachers: "By 

their fruits ye shall know them." 
That Is still the best way to size 
up a man and hii idea. It Is even 
possible to put that test to labels. 
That way, a man cannot call him­
self one thing and be another.

The word liberallam comes from 
the same basic word that gave us 
the term liberty. The ancestors of 
this label, therefore, are of the best 
blood. The term has the finest pos­
sible background, tor it Implies all 
torts of freedoms and puts strong 
stress upon human liberty. Then 
how is it that those who claim lib­
eralism as their doctrine are found 
waving the banner for the very 
worst enemies of all liberty?

State Supreme
We Americans declare that we 

hold sucrel the right to life, lib­
erty, and the pursuit of happiness. 
We have said that man is to be as 
free as possible, while also being 
responsible. The nation’s founding 
fathers clearly insisted that govein- 
ment must be set up to serve man, 
and not man to serve the govern­
ment.

But here and now we have the 
sorry mess of the liberals today 
wanting to change all this. They 
propose to improve this arrange­
ment by “ planning” us into either 
a socialist or a communist or a 
fascist society in which all signs 
of human freedoms must certainly 
vanish. These planners and plot­
ters would have the society (gov­
ernment or state) to be supreme 
In aU things. Even God they would 
replace by the State.

A New Serfdom
What need would we then have 

to guarantee personal rights and 
freedoms, if the state Is to assume 
all the responsibility for every­
body? No need, at all. if Uie State 
is supreme. These liberals (1 am 
now applying the label test to their 
works) care nothing for the Con­
stitution. They are all totalltarians 
at heart. Their aim is political pow­
er to suppress the personal liberty 
that belongs to the Individual. Here 
we have the strange spectacle of 
dangerous "liberals."

What else is the explanation, when 
those who love to call themselves 
liberals denounce as "reactionary" 
anybody who distrusts the police 
state and would halt the trend to 
totalitarianism? A “ reactionary," 
strictly speaking, is one who ob­
jects to progress and desires to turn 
back the clock. We must conclude 
then, that the real reactionaries of 
today are those liberals who would 
return us to the slavery of the State 
They would make the coming eep- 
tury a new Dark Age.

There­
fore, at longer distance«, the bul­
let i« likely to fall «hört of the 
target unie«« (1) you deliberately 
aim high, or (2) you adjust your 
«ighU to compensate for the drop

The same thing applies to Hori­
zontal (or sideways) movement of 
the bullet due to wind while shoot­
ing outdoors. Particularly with 
small caliber bullets, wind I« cap­
able of blowing the bullet inches 
off course. Again it is necessary 
to compensate for this action.

I f  your rifle is equipped with an 
adjustable rear sight you need only 
to determine the amount of adjust-

ment needed and the direction, and 
then turn the adjustment knobs 
the necessary amount There is 
one basic rule to follow: M OV! 
THE REAR SIGHT IN THE 
SAME DIRECTION YOU WANT 
TO MOVE YOUR SHOTS

Don’t try sight adjustment until 
you have learned to put all your 
shots in a tight little group on the 
target Then, if the group is not 
in the center you can correct the 
rifle’s point of impact by adjusting 
the sights. Remember that a rifle 
is only as good as its sights—put 
the beat ones you can afford on 
your gun.

The Texas Poll
The Statewide Survey of 

Public Opinion
fir JOE BELDEN.

AUSTIN—The rank and file of 
Texas adults still tend to favor 
the poll tax as a requirement for 
voting, even though feeing among 
the state’s political leaders is that 
it shoud be abolished.

Research b.v The Texas Poll in­
dicates there has been little or 
no change in public opinion on t'le 
|)oll tax during the past six months 
(If a statewide cross section cf 
adults questioned in May, 51 pei 
cent said they thought Texas 
should keep the tax. Exactly tr" 
same percentage voted in favor 
of the tax in a comparable survey 
last December.

In its latest survey. The Texas 
Poll asked persons favoring the 
poll tax why they thought it 
shoud be kept. One out of every 
three said they felt the state need­
ed the revenue. Some of these 
pointed out that the tax now helps 
to finance the public school sy­
stem, and a few were worried 
that other taxes might be raised 
if the poll tax were abolished.

Another important reason why 
people favor the poll tax, they 
confess, is because it “ keeps the 
por and ignorant from voting.” 
Only two per cent, however, ad­
mitted they backed the poll tax j  
because they feel it keeps Me-i 
groes from voting. |

Most of those who want the po'l 
tax abolished criticize it general-

ly as being undemicratic. Their 
sypica comment is that “ voting is 
a privilege everyone should have 
without paying for it” .

In its May survey, The Texas 
Poll asked these questions:
