Interested teachers will make 
it possible for children to find se­
curity  and joy in the pupil.teach- 
er relationship.

The playground is called the 
tra in ing  school of childhood. It 
is here that his behavior patterns 
a re  established. I t calls for wise 
adult supervision with a minimum 
of interference.

Emphasis on academic achieve­
m ent can destroy a first-grader’s 
confidence. Grades or m arks 
should not be mentioned, but each 
child should be helped to read and 
w rite and do num bers when he is 
ready, and not all first graders 
are ready at the same time.

Mrs. H ite’s three points of view 
on guidance show us why parents, 
teachers, the P.-T. A. should work 
together.

Every teacher is a counsellor, 
but the class room teacher, the 
trained counsellor, and the home­
making teacher all approach the 
problem from different angles.

The purposes of any teacher are 
to build character, prepare the 
students for citizenship and help 
them to acquire health and suc­
cess.

The trained counsellor is a 
“trouble shooter”. She must de­
pend on the teachers for inform a, 
tion on problem children, her 
case records are private, many 
cases can not even be discussed, 
and her contut with the P.-T. A. 
is most im portant. She an help 
the parents help their children 
to emotional security.

The Homemaking teacher has 
the advantage of being both a cla.ss 
room teacher and a counsellor. 
She sees the students in class, and 
because of the nature of the voca­
tional program, she sees them in 
their home environm ent.
