Spain contended It did not- 
extend west of Los Adaes, a 
Spanish mission on the site of 
present day Robeline, La.

As a result U.S. troop» moved 
into Louisana, drove the Span- 
i~h from Lcs Adaes and made 
general preparations for war.

Again local men of war ham­
mered out an agreemant. The 
Spaniards would keep west of 
the Sabine River and the Ameri­
cans east of the Arroyo Hondo.

“ This created the famous 
‘Neutral Qroutid’ , a strip be­
tween Arroyo Hondo and the 
Sabine, responsible to no one,’’ 
Wilson points out.

“ Overgrown with dense pine 
fore.st this was a natural refuge 
for some wild characters—adven­
turers, fugitives and outlaws. 
They played for kcep.s.’’

“ The wildness is gone now but 
the old neutral groimd has gener­
ated a tradition all its own and 
a breed of independent people 
whose names and deeds wrote 
Texas history.”

“ Today trees cut from the old 
neutral ground arc used to make 
paper for Time, Inc., a national 
weekly magazine with its own 
tart brand of independence. The 
natives grin and say that the 
.spirit of those first Texas tour­
ists seem to soak right through 
the paper into the print of Time.”

Kinsmen of these neutral 
ground settlers “ borried’’ a can­
non from the .Mexicans. When 
they demanded its return, the 
Texans loaded it with powder 
and the undisputed authority of 
horseishoes, raised the flag with 
the dare “ come and Take It,”  
and fought the battle of Gonzales.

In 1819 diplomats signed a 
treaty settling the boundary be­
tween the United States and 
Spain— the western banks of the 
Sabine to its intersection with the 
32nd paralled and then due north 
to the Red River.

Congress in 1848, moved the 
line from the river bank east­
ward to the Sabine River’̂  mid­
dle channel where it lies to this 
day.

However, Wilson observes:
“ Before this line was moved 

to the middle of the river it ran 
along the western bank of the 
Sabine to a- point near South­
east of Carthage, went north 
overland until it reached the 
Red River.

“Congress moved the river 
running portions of the line east­
ward to mid-.stream with no pro­
vision as to what cour.se it would 
take northward from the Carth­
age area overland to Red River.

“ Consequentlv there is a strip 
of land about 150 feet wide and 
some 70 miles long between Tex­
as and Louisana th.at the turn of 
events has left shadowed with 
doubt,”  Wilson point» out.

amounted to $92,334,000, the Notional Board of Fire 

Underwriters has reported.

According to Lewis A. Vincent, NBFU 's general m an­

ager, this $82,334,000 loss represents an increase of 1.9 
per cent over losses of $80,782,000 reported for July, 
1958, and an increose of 5.7 per cent over losses of $77,- 
867,000 for June, 1959. Losses for the first seven months 
of 1959 now  total $643,200,000, a decrease of 2.8 per 
cent from the first seven months of 1958, w hen they 
amounted to $662,017,000.

These estimated losses include an allowance for un­

insured and unreported losses. — FACTS and TRENDS.
