We recommend this industry as 
offering above average value in 
today's market and believe se­
lected issues should be bought 
Among those that appear attrac­
tive are: Food Fair (both the 
common and the convertible de­
bentures), >Ta(ionai Teo and Winn- 
Dixie.
, Last year the food chain stocks 
were excellent market perfonnera 
and by the year-end, moat were 
making new highs. It is this tact 
probably more than any other that 
has caused this year’s poorer than 
average market performance. By 
the end of 19S8, many of these 
Jssues had outrun their near term 
market objectives and based on 
historical price earnings and yield 
relationships, stocks in tha group 
looked high. Therefore, In 19&9

SCREWWOR.M DECISION

IX'spitc an outstanding job in 
eradicating screwworm infesta-
tio in Southwestern states—
Florida, Georgia, Alabama and 
part of South Carolin—the U, S. 
Department of Agriculture has 
decided against th esame type of 
all-out campaign in the Southwe.->t 
and adjacent Mexico at this time.

The main reason for the decis­
ion is the lack of atural barri­
ers against the .screwworm fly in 
the vast infested areas o f South­
western states ad their Mexican 
neighbors just across the Rio
Grande and the international 
boundary. The decisio was con­
firmed in a survey recently com­
pleted by USDA personnel work­
ing in cooperation with the Re­
public of Mexico.

The eradication method used 
successfully in the Southwc.st was 

, ha.sed on the relea.se of vast num- 
‘ hers of .sexually sterile screw- 
worm fi'os to mate with native 
feinal'.s of the .-.necios to profhico

The .survey established that 
screwworms were able to live 
through the winter in about 7(k- 
000 squaer miles in Arizona, and 
1,000 square miles in New Mexi­
co. By contrast, the average ovm"- 
wintoring area in the .southeast­
ern U.ted Slate sis less than 50,-
00 square miles.

Efforts to protect the United 
States and adjacent areas o f 
Mexico fronv ifestation from far­
ther south would necessitate es­
tablishing some type of perman­
ent buffer zone. On the basis of 
present knowledge, it was indi­
cated that .sterile flies would have 
to be continuallly reared and re- 
lea.'ed in this zone with constant 
inspections and cotrol of livestock 
movements.

The .screw-worm fly, a little 
larger than the house fly, attacks 
only the Ho-sh of living, warm­
blooded animals. The fly lavs eggs 
in nva.sscs around the edges of 
wound.', ho maggots or screw-
