This joint enterprise of the Dom-
inion of Canada and the US.A.,
already has indicated that the
huge cost involved in its build-
ing, will turn out to be a sound
investment.

In the current navagation sea-
son up to September 30, some
14,200,000 ons of cargo were car-
ried hrough he St. Lawrence Sea-
way (from Monteal to Lake On-
tario) . This represents an in-
crease of 67 percent over the
tonnage that passed through the
old St. Lawrence canals for the
time period of 1958.

For5 the month of September
cargo carried though the Reaway
between Montreal and LaFe On-
tario amounted to 2,600,000 tons,
81 percent above September 1958.

Rivers usually flow along in a
series of loops rather than a
straight line.

The Rio Grande is no excep-
tion. In times of flood the riv-
er will cut staight ahead, rejoin-
ing the channel further down
down stream, leaving an exposed
loop which becomes a dry bed.

Inside this loop is a plot of

dry ground which has, by ac-'

tion of the river, changed its po-
sition from one side of the river
to the other. These tacts of land
are called “Bancos”.

“These ‘bancos’ created even
more complicated legal questions
to add to th stockpile of Texas
boundary disputes,” Attorney
General Will Wilson comments.
