'The Ringgold-T e r r e I free 
bridge operatt'd without incident.

At Denison, however. Alfalfa 
Bill’s action defied both the State 
of Texas and the federal judiciary. 
Governor Ross S. Sterling Prom­
ptly .ordered the bridge closed 
Texas Rangers r u s h e d  to the 
scene, ordered barriers rebuilt of 
heavy logs and beams to be 
guarded indefinitely.

Alfalfa Bill responded by 
throwing up a barrier acroSiS the 
Oklahoma side and ordered hi"h- 
way workers to plow up 200 feet 
of the road approaching the toU 
bridge. He then declared the 
bridge under martial law.

The Texas legislature passed an 
urgent resolution exhorting re - ' 
prest'ntafive Sam R a y b u r n  to 
press for passage of Fetleral Itigis- 
lation aimed at breaking the dead- 
IcK'k.

..Meanwhile Gov. Murrav moved 
tr(M>|>s to the l>nison bridge and 
appeared in person from time to 
time to review his men, wearing 
a campaign hat and packing an 
old pistol.

After a b ’W days, an uneasy 
truce was effected.

Bv fall a fhirry of legal .ictions 
w«‘re under way. Tht' toll bridge 
company obtained an injunction 
aiminst further interference with 
the opcTution of their briclpe.

The Bridge War was brought 
to a final end when the toll 
bridge company’s suit against the 
State of Texas was won by the 
state, represented by the late 
James V. Allred, then Attorney 
General.

So Texas bad fought over 
practically all of her boundaries- 
with Lauisiana, Oklahoma, New 
Mexico and Old Mexico. But the 
most persistent and aggressive of 
the land biters had b e e n  the 
federal government.
