Yo u r  home and car may be the source of deductions th at  
will lower your federal income tax. It is important to  

check all possible deductions because of the savings involved. 
If you are in the lc?<obt ta x  bracket —  20 per cent —  each 
$ 5 ' you can find in deductions will mean a dollar in your 
pockeL Fo r persons of higher income the possible savings 
are even greater. «

The interest on a mortasvge is 
deductible on your federal tax 
return. In most cases, payments 
to a bank Include both interest 
and principal: as the mortgage 
is reduced the interest Is less, 
and a larger portion is applied 
to the principal. Only the amount 
you pay as interest Is deductible 
in the case of your residence.

Real Estate Taxes
Sometimes the monthly pay­

ment also includes an additional 
amount which the bank holds for 
the payment of taxes, insurance, 
and so on. In this case the bank 
is acting as your agent in pay­
ing tax on your properly. Real 
estate taxes paid for you by the 
bank are deductible as if you 
had paid them directly. The im­
portant point here Is that you 
can only deduct the amount v.̂ Id 
by the bank. For example, you 
may give the bank $360 over 
the year toward the payment of 
taxes, but the tax bill may or.ty 
come to $341. In this situation 
you can only deduct $341.

Deductible Auto Expenses 
From the time you buy 

automobile, you begin to hate 
other expenses which are deduc­
tible on your federal income tax 
return. Any state or local sales 
tax you paid on the car purchase 
is deductible. So are the cost of 
your license plates and interest 
on an auto loan.

A common deduction in many 
taxpayers' returns is for state 
gasoline tax. It is best to keep a 
record of your gasoline pur­
chases during the year, but if 
you don’t have such a record 
you can still make a reasonable

A R oof Over Dependents
To determine whether or not 

you contribute more than half o f  
the support for a dependent (on«' 
of the tests for claiming an ex­
emption for a dependent), yon 
must consider the value of the 
roof over the dependent's head. 
For example, if you provide a 
room in your house for your 
mother-in-law, you can consider 
the rental value of the room as 
part of your support contribu­
tion. This is the amount yon 
could get for the room if you 
acre renting it rather than al­
lowing your mother-in-law to use 
it 'r«c.

I: your mother-in-law lives In 
n«i ov/n home, the situation may 
be quite the reverse. To deter­
mine the percentage of her sup­
port provided by you, you must 
consider the rental value of the 
one In which she lives. The 
amount she could have rented 
the home for is considered a con­
tribution toward her own sup­
port. For example, suppose your 
mothcr-ln-law has an income of 
$500 a year.

protect the scientific instruments 
from extreme heat caused by fric­
tion with the atmosphere.

The plating is only .00001th of 
an inch thick and costs 60 cents 
a square foot to apply.

Because the parts of the stage 
are so large, the modern methods 
of plating by electrolysis and va­
por deposits are not practical.

So the technicians and scien­
tists reverted to a meUiocl cen­
turies old. A form of gold dissolved 
in pine oil is sprayed on the part 
to be coated. This then is baked 
twice in ovens and the coating 
turns to pure gold.

Gold also has another possible 
value for military aircraft, which 
radiate considerable infrared rays. 
Some antiaircraft missiles are 
based on the missile's ability to 
zero in on anything emitting in­
frared rays.

Company scientists say that by 
preventing structural h e a t i n g  
through use of gold coatings on 
the internal hull of the plane, heat 
radiated from the engine through 
the plane's fuselage can be re­
duced substantially.
