WASHINGTON. Dec. 24. (A P I- 
West Texas Rep. J. T. Rutherford, 
a World War II combat Marine, 
says the high cost of maintaining 
U. S. forces abroad could be great­
ly reduced without sacrificing se­
curity.

One way, he says, would be to 
keep Army and Air Force wives 
and children at home — a policy 
followed by the Marines with re­
spect to its personnel overseas. 
Another would be to cut down or 
eliminate what he called ’ ’luxury 
frills and teen-age canteens.”

” We are required by our own 
people to keep up these costly 
practices,”  he said.

Although not a member of the 
House Armed Services Committee. 
Rutherford, a resident of Odessa, 
keeps himself informed on the 
military situation. A captain in 
the Marine reserves, he attends 
a weekly reserve meeting when 
Congress is in session. He recently 
returned from a two-week active 
duty tour which took him to Am­
erican military bases in Germany, 
Spain and Turkey.

A consistent foe of foreign aid, 
Rutherford said he saw nothing 
abroad which would cause him to 
vote for such appropriations next 
year.

■’That isn’t in my field of study, 
however,”  he continued. “ I did 
not go into expenditures of Europe­
an countries with military aid 
money we appropriate. My tour 
was limited to operations at our ; 
own bases.”

Acknowledging that the idea of 
requiring families of Army and 
Air Force personnel to remain at 
home would stir protests, Ruther­
ford suggested this objection could 
be partially met by reducing the 
length of time a man is required 
to serve abroad.

Under the present order of things 
he said, location of a large Air 
Force or Army base abroad re­
sults also in creation of a virtual 
American city. . .housing for their 
families, schools for the children, 
hospital care, and services found 
in any community.

He said si ill another reason for 
the high cost of maintaining Am­
erican forces overseas is because 
“ foreign powers where we locate 
requires us to spend much more 
than we should. We over build and 
we fake up lands in excc.ss of 
our needs,”

Ho said still another reason for j 
(he high cost by putting more ‘ 
money into combat-ready naval

units, such as the Mediterranian 
fleet.

“ The seas are free,”  he declared 
“ We would have to ask permission 
of NO one, pay NO rent.

“ There are also some other ad­
vantages in addition to economy. 
A moving fleet would NOT be 
near the target as is a fixed in­
stallation. Yet, with missile launch­
ing ships it constitutes a powerful 
striking force.”

FEED LOTS GROWING
The day may not be far off 

when nearly all of the heavy beef 
eaten in Texas will have been fat­
tened, finished and processed in 
Texas — which is a complete re­
versal of a condition that has pre­
vailed generally in the past.

Until recent years practically all 
of the heavy beef consunted in 
Texas, the nation’s No. 1 cattle 
producing state, has come from 
feed lots in the mid-western corn 
belt. Texas cattle were sold as 
feeders to be shipped to the com 
belt for fattening and processing, 
then shipped back at fancy prices 
In t ^  form of U. S. Good, U. S. 
Chorn and U. S. prime beef.

But the University of Texas 
Bureau of Business Research now 
reports a tremendous growth in 
Texas feeding operations during 
the past four years. On Jan. 1. 
1955, there were only 61 listed 
commercial operations in Texas 
with* a feeding capacity of 1,000 
head or more each, carrying an

aggregated capacity of 160,000 head 
On Jan. 1, 1959, there were 94 such 
feed lots on record, with an ag-! 
gregated capacity of 240,000 head 
developing an increase of 50 per 
cent in capacity in the four years.

This growth is still going on. 
An example is the Luck T. Cattle 
Co. which operates Just west of 
San Antonio in the Eklwards Pla­
teau, now e xpanding its capacity, 
from around 8,000 head to 13,000 
head, including a completely auto­
matic feed mill capable of turning 
out from 250 to 300 tons of feed 
a day. Another is provided by 
Lewter, Inc. of Lubbock, which 
has expanded itg feed lots to take 
care of 25,000 cattle at a time, 
along with a milUon-dollar beef 
slaughtering and processing plant. 
Construction is scheduled in 1960 
in Houston of a $2 million livestock 
feeding plant to supply the new 
Armour and Co. beef processing 
plant there with from 400 to 1,000 
cattle weekly.
