if it is to be fully effective in
correcting deep-seated social prob-
lems that create cases of family
dependency. The report reveals
that policies shaped by statutes
under which the Department of
Public Welfare is required to op-
erate the ADC program have
caused it to fail generallly in
reaching and correcting factors
that underlie immediate reason
why families usually become ADC
recipients. It is found that the
failure to meet the social problems
this welfare program should cor-
rect is not a reflection upon its
administration by the Department
of Public Welfare, but that the
department actually is doing a
creditable job within limitations of
both number and quality of staff
and outmoded laws.

Payments for aid to dependent
children of Texas totaled $21 mil-
lion in 1959, of which 80 per cent
was from federal funds. ADC as-
sistance was received by 80,000
children in 1958, an increase of
200 per cent over the 26,600 in
1942, when the program was start
The study discloses that only 25
per cent of the white and 20 per
cent of the Negro families were
selfsustaining prior to recelving
ADC assistance and that welfare
workers are seeing more and more
second and third generation cases.

The Research League states that
the overhauling of state statutes
proposed in thi? report would
place emphasis of the federally-

STAY AWAY FROM
LIGHT |WIRES

“Kite flying is lots of fun but
it can be dangerous of the rules
of safety are not followed, es-
pecially around electric  wires.”
This reminder comes from H. A.
Biffle, District Manager for Com-
munity Public Service, in an ap-
peal or ecaution directed to chil-
(]n 'n and parents alike.

“The windy season brings kite-
flying time and this traditional
sport is lots of fun for children if
it is done sufv],\'," Mr. Biffle
pointed out. “Many youngsters
don’t realize the dan;_,('rs in this
innocent pi astime if certain wfety
rules are not observed. The most
important thing is never to fly
kites where there is a possibility
of the-ir getting tangled in elec-

tric power lines.”
Other dangerous practices in
connection with kite {lying in-

clude using metallic cord or wire
for the kite string, making the
kite frome of metal, flying kites
in the rain when even a cotton
string can become a dangerous
conductor of electricity, and try-
ing t oretrieve a kite if it becomes
entangled in electric wires.

“Locally we've had no mishaps
in several years, but each year
over the nation, there are many
cases of injury to kite-flyers,” Mr.
Biffle said. “If kites are made-
right and lown carefully, kite-
flying is an enjoyable and whole-
some sport.”

To help impross children fur-
ther that safety is all-important
in kite-flying, Community Public
Service is providing posters for
school bulletn boards.
