political philosophy, and in doing 
so. tell you why 1 entered the 
race for Mayor.

What is a political philosophy? 
To me, one’s political philosophy 
is the set of principles he uses 
to guide and govern him in per­
forming the duties, and in making 
the decisions, of his public office. 
From this set of principles he 
must never budge or waver. Any 
official, if he is to be of any 
real service, must be ever ready 
to compromise, but at the same 
time, he should be ever conscious 
of the fact that tliere is a bar­
rier, or a point reached, where 
there can be no compromise. Many 
of our public officials do not have 
such a set of principles to guide 
them, and to me, that is the reason 
we have been reading about so 
many resignatioas from public of­
fices and positions of trust.

The people of this country, you 
and I, are experiencing a rea­
wakening. For many years now 
we have lapsed into an attitude 
of “more power to him if he can 
get away with it.” and “what of 
it, everybody does it.” But now, 
we the people are beginning to de­
mand, and rightly so, that those 
who serve us in places of trust 
guard against the misuse of their 
power for their own personal gain, 
and also, we are demanding that 
their every action be free from 
public suspicion All over our na­
tion the public’s spotlight is swing­
ing. It has focused on segments 
of our private industry, and ex­
posed corruption. It has focused 
on officials in our national govern­
ment and exposed unethical con­
duct. At the same time smaller 
spotlights are being turned on the 
administrations of our state and 
local governments. Can our local 
government stand the glare of the 
spotlight?

If I am elected your mayor. I 
publicly pledge to never use the 
power of the office, or the public's 
money, for my own personal gain; 
nor will I ever engage in any 
activity, nor seek the public's ap­
proval of any project that is not 
for the overall betterment of Gates 
ville.

Perhaps, one may ask, “What, 
then, do you expect to gain by 
being Mayor.” Frankly, I expect 
to gain much. My sole aim in 
seeking this office is the de.sire 
to make Catesville a better place 
for all of us to live and raise 
our families in. Whatever is Gates- 
ville’s gain will lx  my gain. In 
this way, and this way only, do 
I propo.se to gain if elected Mayor. 
Any man who seeks a public of­
fice, if he dosire.s to be of any 
real service, must bs willing to 
place the people’s interests above 
his personal interests He who 
seeks public office can not hope 
to win if he seeks the office for 
spite, for personal gain, or for 
petty reasons.

It also came as no surprise when 
the USDA reported that the total 
value of all livestock — Cattle, 
hogs, sheep, horses and mules, 
poultry — had gone down in spite 
of increased numbers in most cate­
gories. The total valuation at the 
start of 1960 was placed at 816,-
236.408.000 compared with $18,092,-
870.000 a year ago.

Nationally, the livestock and
poultry population figures showed 
these comparisons: Cattle, 101.520,- 
000 this year and 96,6.')0,000 last 
year; milk cows, 21,331,000 and 
21,488,000; hogs. 58.464.00 and 
56,924.00; sheep, 33.621.000 and 
32,945,000; horses and mules, 3.-
089.000 and 3,142,00; chickens, 368,-
859.000 and 383,529,000, and turkeys,
5.673.00 and 5,923,0. Horses and 
mules declined two per cent, 
chickens fell off four per cent in 
numbers, and dairy cows eased 
off one percent.

At the same time, the USDA 
estimated a sharp drop in value 
per head of livestock, as follows: 
Cattle, $136 this year and $153 last 
year; milk cows. $28 and $219; 
hogs, $16..50 and $20.30: horses and 
mules, $112 and $101: chickens, 
$1 05 and $1.26, and turkeys, $4 91 
and $4 65. Only horses and mules 
and turkeys showed a slight in- 
crc.isp in price.

Release of the figures reemnha- 
sized the attitude of most author­
ities in their outlook jn  the 1960 
cattle market, which is tha the 
time has arrived for caution in 
planning any further increases of 
the livestock population of Texas 
ranges. Good range conditions in 
general continue to entourage the 
trend toward taking full advantage 
of the conditions, but authorities 
agree that extreme care should be 
exercised before any further heavy 
expansion Ls developed.

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Dear Friends.
The “extended echicational dis­

cussion” of Civil Rights has been 
transfoired from the Senate to the 
House, but it is evident that un­
der our rules of strictly limit ,d 
debate there can be nothing ocm- 
parable to the Senate filibuster. 
On the contrary, the bill was 
brought before the House on 
yesterday. A rule was adopted 
allowing fifteen hours of general 
debiito. I voted against it be­
cause, as I have jx>inted out be­
fore, I feel that the best way lo 
protect e\erv-l)ody’s civil rights is 
to pn>tect our time-honored judi 
cial procedure which this bill sets 
aside.

I The debate will continue throu-
I gh tomorrow and most of Monday, 

b n  Tuesday, and possibly Wed­
nesday, of next week, amend- 
nH*nts to the bill will be consider­
ed. Although I expect to voce 
against it, it is a foregone con­
clusion that the bill kill pass. We 
can only hope that the House 
may adopt a more reasonable bill 
than the one now pending in the 
Senate, and that the Senate may 
then accept the House hill.

Our Agriculture Commit t;3

continues daily hearings on my 
geiu'ral farm hill anl on various 
wheat bills. The Farm Bureau 
pro]>oses that we take off all re­
strictions on the prodnetion of 
wheiit and let the price sink to 
the le\el of corn. I fear that this 
would result in a terrible flood of 
wheat which not only would de­
stroy wheat gnnvers but which 
woukl demoralize all livestock and 
livestock ft*ed prices as well. All 
of the other national farm organi­
zations propose to establish effeo- 
tive cxMitrols on the amount of 
w'heat which can bo sold for food 
and keep the price high enough 
that it will pay the producer a 
resonahle return. I cannot believe 
that the taxpayers should be ex- 0 
pocted to support unlimited pro­
duction. The hill I introduced 
w’ould allow farmers themselves 
through their elected committeas, 
to work out the program Aey 
wanted— so long as it Is one which 
the Secretary of Agriculture savs ^  
will balance supniv and demand, 
and will not build up any new 
surpluses nor cost more than 5 
per cent of the value of the crop.
