The amateur rule prohibits the ' — =•*-
acceptance of cash or valuable 
consideration for participation in 
athletics and it also says that a 
bov cannot compete on an athletic 
team with a paid player or for val 
liable consideration allows his 
name to be used for the promo­
tion of any product, plan or ser­
vice.

Baseball, basketball, bowling, 
boodng, football, golf, rodeo event 
softball, swimming and dmng, 
tennis, track and field, weight lift­
ing and wrestling are sports cov­
ered by the amateur rule.

Violation of the rule results not [ 
from participating in a nxleo c- 
vent but in accepting valuable 
consideration for it. -A Ixiy may 
enter a nxleo contest as an indi­
vidual eiitrv and win the event 
withmit violating the am.ntcur 

i rule -  but if he accepts cash or 
v'aluable consideration he violates 
the nile.

A boy mav play summer lyase- 
ball must not be on the same 
team with a paid player although 
he c-an plav against other tciuns 
th.at have paid players.
