Of what use then, many people
ask, is a family fallout shelter?
Some give this doubt as a reason
for doing nothing.

But the fact is you have one to
several hours to assemble your
family, to have wour children run
home from school, ynless you are
in the immediate blast area. Neith-
er you nor I can predict whether
we will be right under a bomb,
and so hawe relatively little or no
chance at all.

If children are in school, should
they really run home if the locality
has not been severely damaged,
or is some distance from the blast?

Home The Only Refuge

My unequivocal answer is YES.
Provided you have a fallout shelt-
er at your home. The realy shock-
ing fact is that practically no
schools in the land have provided
fallout shelters. Children have no
place else to go but home, or to
public shelters. Distraught parents
would be wondering whether they
were safe.

Many hospitals have done little
more than schools about
for their patients.

School fallont shelters are ar-
gently needed. School basements,
or shelters beneath playgrounds,
woulg offer a haven. Such facilit-
ies might normally for
play, for clubs, for school activitics
or community aclivities.
