'le Albany Lions gave the 
Bulrd Bears a good, sound lick­
ing in a District 10-A football 
game played in Albany Friday 
night to win undisputed pos 
session of the district crown and 
the right to meet Burnet, win­
ner of the District 9-A title, for 
the Bl-Dlstrlct crown.

The game was better than  the 
50-0 score Indicated. The under­
manned Bears h it hard, fought 
hard, but were never able to get 
their attack going.

Albany had a  quartet of bet­
ter than  average backs behind 
a  better than average line and 
deserved to win, but the Bears 
deserved better than they re- 
< I t  is seldom th a t a team 
w.*.i:n played as hard as the 
Bears played Friday night gets 
beaten by so topheavy a score.

Facing a 36-0 deficit a t half­
time, Coach Vernon Townsend 
decided to give Baird’s next 
years team some playing exper­
ience, and most of his first 
team sat out the final two quar­
ters. Albany’s Coach Barrett 
rested his first team less than a 
quarter. The Baird reserves look­
ed good against the Potent Al­
bany starters and more than 
held their own against the Al­
bany “B” team — the short time 
the Albany reserves were kept on 
the field.

The Bears received the open­
ing kickoff on their 12 yard line 
and carried back to the 25. They 
made three fjuick first downs 
and were on the move when Al­
bany’s Gary Hlse intercepted a 
Barnes aerial attem pt at his own 
40 yard line and returned It to 
Baird’s 17 before he was chased 
out of bounds. Albany worked to 
the Baird 5 yard line and Full­
back Jack Lyncy bulled his way 
over the double stripe to put his 
team ahead 6-0.

Albany took full advantage of

line traps to score most of its 
points. A trap play broke Jim 
Wood, Albany's all state con 
tender, Into the clear on Al­
bany’s second score. He traveled 
71 yards for the six points.

Wood scored two additional 
touchdowns during the contest 
One was on a 5 yard pass play 
f r o m  Quarterback Johnny 
Woodward late In the second 
quarter, and the other on a 12 
yard slant over tackle with less 
than a minute remaining In the 
game.

In other scoring for the Lions, 
Fullback Jack Lynch scored 
from the 11; Halfback Hlse scor­
ed on a 76 yard scamper and Earl 
Wayne Balllew scored on an 8 
yard pass from Woodward.

Game statistics were more ev­
en than the score. In  the first 
down department Albany led 15 
to 13 and in yardage gained 
rushing led 330 to 156. About 
half of Albany’s yardage was 
made on 71 yard and 76 yard 
scoring plays.

Baird closes out its season Fri­
day night in Ranger In a contest 
with the Ranger Bulldogs. It 
will close out the high school 
careers for many of the Bear 
regulars. Playing their last game 
will be Cotton Barnes, Tencil 
Scott, Tommy Higgins, Robert 
Martin, Tommy Vines, Johnny 
Higgins, Jud Gilliland, Ervin 
Bates, Ronald Robbins and Phil­
lip Garcia.

New Petition 
In Circulation

A new petition calling for the 
,'alc of all alcoholic beverage 
for off premises consumption 
was being circulated In Baird 
this week following action by the 
Callahan County Commissioners 
Court Monday In rejecting a pe­
tition because of a lack of suf­
ficient qualified signers.

A check of the petition by Mrs. 
C h a r l e s  Robinson, Callahan 
County clerk, revealed that sev­
en individuals who signed the 
petition had requested that their 
names be removed from the pe­
tition, and th a t there were eight 
other names on the sheets which 
she could not legally qualify.

The questioned names were 
ones signed by the husband for 
the wife or by the wife for the 
husband. The law requires, ac­
cording to officials, that the pe­
titions be signed personally by 
the individuals. With the strik­
ing off of the 15 names, there 
remained only 144 approved sig­
natures, six less than the requir­
ed 150.

Facts and figures secured in 
this survey are the basis for the 
Texas and National pig crop re­
port and inventories of livestock 
and poultry on farms as of the 
first of the year. Stockmen and 
many others use this Informa­
tion In making business decis­
ions.

Survey results will be widely 
distributed through Texas Crop 
and Livestock Reporting Ser­
vice releases, newspapers, farm 
magazines, radio and television.

Check Up On Your 
Social Security

By Pay Ford

| As the social security repre­
sentative who comes to B&lrd 
every quarter, I want to give you 
an Important reminder.

All of us are interested in our 
financial standing; therefore, 
we are always checking on our 
bank accounts, saving accounts, 
and on our other assets.

The Sc.-ial Security Adminis­
tration would like to remind you 
of another account — one that 
should be checked from time to 
time. This, of course. Is your so­

cial security account. This is 
especially Important if you have 
more than one employer in the 
course of a year.

If you are one of the 0 out of 
10 working Americans with a so­
cial security card, the Social 
Security Administration is keep­
ing a record of the earnings re­
ported to your account. Tear af­
ter year for as long as you work 
In employment covered by the 
social security law, regular re­
ports of your earnings ara sent 
to the Social Security Adminis­
tration In Baltimore, Maryland, 
to be added to your own person­
al social security record. It Is 
this personal work history that 
will be used to figure the 
amount of social security bene­

fits payable to you and your 
' family in the future.

Have you checked your social 
I security record in recent years? 
Do you know whether all your 

| earnings have been correctly 
credited to your social security 

l account? If your answer is “no" 
to either of these questions, you 
should take action now.

Your Abilene social security 
office has a post card form with 
which you can request a sta te­
ment of the earnings credited to 
your social security account or 
yoa can get one from me on my 
next visit. You need only fill it 
out, sign, stamp and mall It. 
When you receive the statement, 
check It carefully.

If your own records, such as 
payroll slips, forms W-2, do not 
agree with the amounts shown 
on your social security earnings 
statement, you should write or 
visit your local social security 
office immediately. The time In 
which corrections can be made 
is limited.

I will be at the County Court 
House on Wednesday, November 
28, a t 10 o’clock and will be glad 
to talk with you about your own 
social security account and Its 
worth to you and your family.

1968 WHEAT PROGRAM
The voluntary diversion pro­

gram for the 1963 wheat crop 
“gives wheat farmers an oppor­
tunity to make needed adjust­
ment’s In the wheat production 
level and thus protect the gain 
made this year under the 1962 
wheat stabilization program," 
Secretary of Agriculture Orville 
L. Freeman said in announcing 
the special 1963 wheat program.

“The voluntary acreage reduc­
tion provisions — provided an 
Interim basis to help keep wheat 
supplies down until the long- 
range program Included In the 
legislation Just passed can be 
voted on by farmers for the 1964 
crop," he declared.

“As a losult of the 1962 pro­
gram, wheat production this 
year Is at the lowest level In 5 
years. This will mean a sub­
stantial reduction In wheat car­
ryover stocks.

“The long-range wheat pro­
gram which Is authorized for 
1964 and subsequent crops is a 
major step toward a permanent 
solution of the long-time wheat 
problem."

zatlon program provides wheat- 
diversion and additional price- 
support paypients which supple­
ment the marketing quotas and 
price support previously In ef­
fect for the 1963 wheat crop.

The wheat-diversion payments 
are similar to those in effect for 
the 1962 wheat crop. They will 
be made to wheat fanners who 
reduce their wheat acreage by 
a t least 20 percent and put the 
diverted acreage to an approved 
conservation use. As in 1962, 
farmers may receive half of 
their acreage-diversion payment 
at the time they sign up to par­
ticipate In the program.

A new feature for 1963 pro­
gram will be an additional price- 
support payment of 18 cents per 
bushel, times a normal yield es­
tablished for 1959-60, times the 
1963 planted wheat acreage of 
farmers participating In the 
wheat-diversion program, pro­
vided they are also In compli­
ance with their wheat allotment. 
This Is a separate payment from 
the regular price-support loans 
and purchase agreements which 
will be available to growers who 
comply with their wheat acre­
age allotments. The regular price 
support will be based on a na­
tional average of $1.82 per bus­
hel.

The Chairman cautions farm­
ers to be sure to divert the full 
acreage for which they sign up 
In the 1963 wheat stabilization 
program. A change from the 
1962 program provides that If a 
farmer does not divert the full 
slgncd-up acreage, he will not 
be eligible for price support nor 
will he receive acreage - diver­
sion or wheat price-support pay­
ments.

The signup period for the di­
version program for winter 
wheat will continue through 
December 14. Farmers are urged 
to get In touch with the local 
ASCS county office regarding 
any questions they may have 
about the program.
