The New Etiquette O f Silver Service

Once upon a time, it  waa the 
custom fo r  brides to tndc away 
their wedding silver soon after 
the thank-you notes had bera 
written and bring it  out only 
on formal or very festive oeea- 
aions. This custom h u  happily 
disappeared; ^today’s etiquette 
(another name fo r  common 
sense) permits, and even in­
sists, that anything as lovely 
and as durable as silver be Used 
often and in a s ‘many ways as 
the o^vner’8 talents and Imagi- 
nation can suggest.

The one unbreakable rule for 
using silver, either flatware or 
the hollow ware serving dishra, 
is that silver must shine. This 
is best and < most easily ac­
complished by frequent to daily 
use which prevents the accumu­
lation o f tarnish that is silver’s 
worst enemy (and no friend to 
the  ̂homemaker^ either, as it 
indicates careless housekeep­
in g ). Silver in day-to-day use 
needs touching up with polish 
not more than two or three 
times a year. It also develops 
the patina that is so treasured 
in heirloom pieces.

Silver is ‘ ‘correct”  the dock 
around. Flatware, o f course, is 
to be used only when and where 
food is served. Silver smving 
dishes, on the other hand, have 
no limit as to the occasions imd 
places they might properly ap­
pear. They lend dignity and 
graciousness not only to the ta­
ble but to home decor as well. 
The bowls, trays and vegetable 
dishes can be used as containers 
to enhance and mirror the 
beauty o f flowers, foliage or 
fruit arranged in or on them.

And, since the current trend 
in home decoration is to “ mix 
or match”  style periods, pieces
