SPRING IN THE A IR ; 
DAD’S IN THE WORKSHOP

Spring is in the air, af>d Dad ia 
in the workshop. Once again, it’a 
time for the annual project —  tun­
ing up the faithful kicker.

Like most things, tuning up your 
outboard motor can be done easier, 
faster and more efficiently if you 
have a step-by-step checklist. Bill 
Spaeth, manager of engineering for 
Evinrude Motors, has come to our 
aid with this nine-point guide:

(1) Fouled spark plugs cause 
more headaches than everything else 
combined. It’s faster and easier to 
replace worn plugs at the start of 
the sea.son. This insures a hot, c.tan 
spark for quick starts.

(2) Spark plug connectors and ig­
nition wiring should receive a tbor- 
ough going-over. Cracked or frayed 
wires can cause hard starting and 
create a potentially dangerous situa­
tion. Use electrician's tape for a tem­
porary repair but plan to replace 
damaged wdres.

(3) Follow your owner’ s manual 
carefully when adjusting the car­
buretor. When in doubt, consult a 
qualified marine mechanic.

(4) The entire fuel system — fuel 
bowl, filter and tank — should be 
drained and cleaned. Gummy de­
posits can be removed with acetone 
and lacquer thinner. Stale fuel — 
left over from last year — should 
be thrown away.

(5) The lubricant in the lower 
unit should he changed. When drain­
ing it, check lor traces of water. This 
indimtes a leak in the housing that 
could lead t > serious problems and 
a big repair bill. W'hen refilling the 
liousiti!', use the lubricant rgeom- 
men«!cd by the manufacturer.

(6) A damaged propeller can 
cause performance problems. Minor 
nicks or l)cnt blades ran be repaired 
by your marine dealer. Better yet, 
purchase a new prop and carry the 
old one as a spare.

(7) Consult your owner’s manual 
for lubricating fittings and connec­
tors. Remain ing  metal surfaces 
should be covered with a light coat 
of oil.

(8) Give your engine a “ brand 
new look”  with touch-up paint. 
Matching colors are available in 
spray cans. After it drys, bring it to 
a high gloss with regular automotive 
type waxes.

(9) Give the entire engine a close 
look. Make sure all screws are tight­
ened down and wires properly con­
nected. Don’t ruin a gocid job by 
making a careless mistake.
