Four men on the outpost had 

limbs partially pahalized. All the 
Marines, including Corporal Rol­
lo, fully recovered within, an 
hour.

“ I was really scared and I 
know there were nine other scar­
ed people wLh m e.”  said the 
Corporal. “ Everything that was 
metal seemed to get h it.”

The blade of a stainless steel

Spanish Brocade is a bicolored marigold of golden yellow, 
each petal tipped in red. Both plants should be seen close-up.

It really is necessary to look at these two new flowers close 
up to see their interesting patterns. Impatiens A-Go-Go is the 
first bicolor impatiens ever offered to gardeners. While you 
may call this plant Impatience or sultana, you'll find it equally 
useful under any name.

in sunny places. The 2-inch­
wide flowers last well when cut 
for use indoors.

Seeds of Spanish Brocade 
should be planted directly in 
the g a r d e n  V» inch deep, 
no deeper, as soon as the soil 
has warmed. Water well after 
planting and keep soil moist 
until seedlings are established. 
Thin plants to stand 12 inches 
apart when an inch or two 
high. They’ll soon fill the 
spaces between them.

Impatiens seeds are minute 
and need close contact with 
moist soil to sprout, so press 
them down with the palm of 
the hand rather than covering 
them. Sow indoors or in a 
cold frame in April, keeping 
temperature as close to 60 
degrees as possible. Trans­
plant inch-high seedlings to 
pots and set outdoors a foot 
apart in June.

“Farmers cannot pay 1967 
costs for the thins they buy,” he 
declared, “when today they re­
ceive lesgs for their products 
than they did twenty years aio; 
and without the use of new but 
expensive techniques they simply 
cannot increase production.”

Leaving Washington Thursday, 
the Chairman, accompanied by 
Reps. O’Neal of Georgia, de la 
Garza, Tex., Goodlkig, Penna , 
Mayne, Iowa, Zwach, Minn , and 
Kleppe, N D ., traveled throu^  
Iowa, Minnesota and Nwth Da­
kota, meeting with farmers, busi­
ness leaders in farm communi­
ties and educators.

“The primary purp>cse of our 
trip,” Poage said, “was to give 
the Members of our Committee 
an opportunity to see the agri­
culture in this great farming 
region. It is my intention to try 
to cover the agricultural regions 
throughout the nation by such 
trips, because I  firmly believe

each Committeee Member should 
know somefthing about agriculture 
in areas other than his own.

“Such a knowlede of the prob­
lems facing farmers in other 
regions does a great deal to 
promote mutual understanding 
and cooperation among us all.
I want to know more about the 
problems facing the farmers in 
the great com and wheat pro­
ducing areas of the United States 
— even though my farmers in 
Central Texas are primarily en­
gaged in porducing cotton and 
grain sorghum. On the other 
hand, I want Members of the 
Agriculture Committee from that 
region to know something about 
the problems facing the cotton 
farmers of Central Texas ”

The Committee in August made 
a similar tour of eleven North­
eastern states. *

“On this last visit into die 
upper Midwest,” Poage said, "ft 
became increasingly clear that, 
although our farmers have the 
technical Know-how to continue 
to advance the quality and quan- 
ity (rftheirproduction, the Ameri­
can consumer cannot expect 
them to do so as long as the 
farmr gets less for his products 
than he did two decades ago. The 
fertilizers and complex machinery 
our farmers use today cost money 
and a lot of it. ‘

‘T do not want to see our 
farmers economically forced to 
leave the land and go to the big 
cities and their slums. Nor do 1

will see why it is vital that our 
farmers be given a fair return 
on their investments aud their 
work.”

Poage said he h(^es to visit 
some of the Southwestem States 
before Congress adjourns.

Turn soil uphill: a two-way 
plow can move 12 tons of soil 
uphill per acre. Rougher fur­
rows can save up to 15 per 
cent more soil in fall plowing. 
Two-way leaves no dead fur­
rows to start erosion, good for 
maintaining some terraces.

Rough edge on waterway: 
no extra work—just pull up  
plow at different places, leav­
ing fingers of sod to pull run­
away water, soil into water­
way.

Field strips: lay them out 
with your eye; they work best 
on broad, regular slopes. Set 
up when field is in hay. Then  
put corn, hay in one field; 
grain, hay in other; rotate.

Furrow openers: a planter 
attachment, when planting 
corn on the contour, mrlies 
each row a water trap. In a 
dry year, this can be worth 
10 extra bushels to you.
• Plow on contour: leave fur­
rows rough and each becomes 
a dam. Operating on level 
saves gas, too.

Cut up stalks: shredded 
cornstalks cover more soil 
thanwhole ones. When they’re 
spread evenly on soil, stalks 
prevent up to half the usual 
soil loss over winter. Cover 
crop of rye is sometimes used.

Buffer strips: doesn’t take 
you a  minute to skip 20-foot 
strip of sod cm contour when 
you plow. Water’s slowed and 
soil's trapped in strip o f 
close-growing crop. Kelocato 
strips eadi time you plow.
