The present 4H Clubs move-
ment in Texas is an outgrowth of
boys’ “Corn Clubs” and girls’
*Tcmato Clubs.

In 1908 the first boys Corn Club
in the state under the Supervision
©of a County Agent in Jack County
by the Agent Tom Marks, It was
started as a result of the failure

" ©of an adult corn show held the
previous year.

He enrolled 25 boys and using
the demonstration method of
teaching, showed them the latest
corn producticn practices. Marks
followed up his demonstration
with individual helps on the farm.
At harvest time the club had its
first achievement exhibit in a
train caboose in Jacksboro. Here
skeptics could see for themselves
the results of teaching farm
youths the latest research meth-
od of farm products.

The first “beef calf” club was
organized in Coleman County in
1910 through the support of the
Jate J, E. Boog-Scott a prom-
inent Cattleman of Coleman,
Sam L. Mathews. a member of
the 1910 Southwestern Exposition
and Fat Stock Show in Fort
Worth.

The first 4-H' Club emblem
mdopted Nationally about 1911 had
only three H’s one each for the
head, hart and hands, some years

later another “H” fecr health was
added to make the four - leaf

SAFE BOATING ONLY
USE OF COMMON SENSE

Safe boating doesn’t require expert
knowledge of a rigid set of rules or
even years of experience. It's simply
a matter of using common sense, ac-
cording to the Evinrude News Serv-
ice.

The first common sense rule is a
thorough Knowledge of your boat.
How does it handle and perform?
When possible, put it through its
paces. Does it slide or skid on sharp
turns? Does-{t.broach or wallow in
heavy &eas? When caught in a sud-
den summer storm, you’ll know what
, to expect from yeur boat. You'll be

able to safely maneuver it to shore,
. Respect the weather, You don't
have to be a meteorologist to know
when a summer storm is possible,
When planning a boating holiday,
pay close attention to weather fore-
casts, When in doubt, consult a com-
petent authority, If this isn’t possi-
ble, it's best to stay safely ashore.

Carry the pzoper boating equip-
ment. In addition to items required
by the U. S. Coast Guard and local
or state regulations, carry any “rec-
ommended” items as well,

Too many boatmen think there are
only two speeds — stop and full
throttle. Don’t ask for trouble. Reg-
ulate your speed taking into consid-
eration the weather, winds and pos.
sible congestion.

Stay dlert. This is the simplest of
all rules of the waterway, and, un-’
