Formers Union To Receive Charles E. Paul To Be 
Charter May 14 Tried Monday May 13

Masonic Lodge  ̂197 Holds 
Ground-Breaking Ceremonies

Roland Wright and Tump 
Grady of Oglesby, co-chairmen 
of the newly organized Coryell 
County Farmers Union, have 
announced that the organization 
will receive its official char­
ter at a meeting to be held in 
the Civic Room of the First 
National Bank building in Ga- 
tesville, 8:00 p.m. on Tuesday, 
May 14.

Texas Farmers Union Pres­
ident Jay Ñaman of Waco will 
officiate at the charter pres­
entation and will discuss the 
Farmers Union program and 
legislation of Interest to far­
mers and ranchers which is 
now being considered by the 
Congress in Washington. Ña­
man says that he is particular­
ly anxious for Coryell County 
brm ers and ranchers to know 
what Farmers Union is doing 
to get them the legal authority 
to bargain for a price.

Ñaman has been state pres­
ident of Farmers Union since 
1961 and serves on the Nation­
al Farmers Union Executive 
Committee.

Waco, a marketing cooperative 
and served as its president 
for four years. Ñaman has 
served as assistant steer sup­
erintendent at the Heart o f Tex­
as Fair in Waco since 1953.

In 1957, Ñaman was select­
ed the Outstanding Young Far­
mer in McLennan County in the 
Waco Jaycees sponsored con­
test. He is past president of 
the Waco Farm and Ranch Club 
and past chairman of the Ag­
riculture Committee of the Wa­
co Chamber o f Commerce.

He serves on the seven mem­
ber Executive Committee of 
National Farmers Union, of 
which the Texas organization is 
an affiliate, and serves on sev­
eral boards which manage the 
business entities o f the National 
Farmers Union.

Ñaman resides in Waco with 
his wife and two sons.

Farmers Union is well organ­
ized in most Central Texas 
counties and there have been 
a few members in Coryell 
County for a number of vears. 
It is considered the fastest 
growing general farm organ­
ization in Texas.

The CO - chairmen for the 
meeting Tuesday night are in­
viting all Coryell County for­
mers, ranchers aiKl business­
men to attend the meeting 
whether or not they are mem­
bers.

'Dud' Shells Found 
Near Spot 
Where 2 Died

FORT HOOD — Unexploded 
40mm rocket shells found near 
the bodies of Lee Bryan Veit 
and Charles Anthony Taylor 
may help to explain their 
mysterious deaths Sunday at 
Fort Hood.

Officials at Fort Hood con­
firmed Wednesday a report that 
40mm rocket lay around the 
bodies and that there were 
enough rockets to make armfuls 
for two men.

“ Dud”  40mm rocket rounds 
are sensitive enough to be ex­
ploded by a small temperature 
change, such as being held close 
to a human body, an Army 
spokesman said.

The referendum will decide 
only the question of whether 
1969 upland cotton allotments 
may be transferred by sale or 
lease to another farm outside 
the county during the next year. 
In no case may transfers be 
made outside the State.

transfer of upland cotton al­
lotments by sale or lease from 
one farm to another within the 
same county. This is already 
provided by law. Neither will 
the vote affect transfers by a 
farm owner from one farm to 
another owned or controlled by 
him, as provided by regula­
tions. These transfers may be 
made across county lines with­
in the State without regard to 
referendum results.

I f  at least two-thirds of the 
growers of upland cotton, vot­
ing in the county, mark their 
ballots "Y e s ” , new transfers 
of allotments outside the coun­
ty may be made during the 
authorized transfer period for 
the 1969 crop. (A  lease is for 
a specified number of crop 
years; a sale, of course, is a 
permanent transfer of allot­
ment.)

I f  more than a third of the 
growers voting mark their bal­
lots "N o " , new transfers of 
cotton allotments outside the 
county cannot be made for the 
1969 crop year. This is the 
final crop for which the Fowl 
and Agriculture Act of 1965 
authorizes such a referendum.

Is the economy size pack­
age a savings or a waste? The 
size of the family, refrigerator 
and cupboard storage family 
preference and cost per serv­
ing determine the economy of 
a food purchase.

Buying larger containers may 
lead to using more o f an ex­
pensive item thanisnecessary- 
simply because you feel a lar­
ger amount is on hand, says 
Gwnedolyne Clyatt, Extension 
consumer marketing q>eciiUist.

The container serving the 
family without left-overs, al­
though perhaps more expensive 
per unit, is more economical 
than a larger one which leaves
food, according to the Texas 
A & M specialist. Lack of 
proper storage for ten pounds 
of potatoes, apples or per­
ishable products may cause a 
greater loss in money than the 
pennies saved at the time of 
the purchase.

Be sure it is really a sav­
ing to buy the large economy 
package. Read labels to learn 
the quantities the different sizes 
contain then compare the price 
per unit (pound, ounce, etc.) 
before you buy.

ments that are made to my 
former for land retirment or 
participation in the program. 
Of course, the theory of this 
is that we should only spend our 
tax money on increasing the in­
come of the so-cafled small 
former. This is, as I see it, 
based on a misunderstanding 
of the whole program.

We are trying to balance 
supply with demand so that 
economic law will assure a 
folr price structure for ev­
eryone. Certainly this can 
only be done by encouraging 
the larger operators to par­
ticipate in the retirement pro­
gram. I think we need the 
cooperation of all formers, 
large or small. I voted a- 
against the proposed amend­
ment, which foiled.

This morning our Commit­
tee completed its hearings on 
an extension or modification 
of the existing form programs 
which will expire next year. 
While there is much criticism 
of our laws and certainly many 
changes need to be made, I 
don’ t believe that there was 
a single witness who stated he 
felt that it would be wise to 
wipe out all our form laws and 
go back to the old policy of 
unlimited production with no 
floor under prices. To me 
it seems clear that our pro­
grams should be continued. I 
would like to see some changes 
bu t right now it is probably 
more important that we have 
a program that formers know 
they can rely on tha n that we bold 
things up while we argue about 
relatively minor amendments. 
There is, however, certain to be 
considered “ politics" in the 
consideration o f this bill. No 
one knows vrbo will be in charge 
of the Congress next year. Some 
members would like to put o ff 
any decision in the hope that 
they will be in a better position 
to Influence action at that time. 
I think the bes^ "p o litic s " as 
well as the best interests of our 
country is to give our formers 
assurance that they will have a 
continuing program and then 
consider the changes that 
various noups feel should be 
made. We don’ t make our la­
bor laws expire in one or two 
years. We don't provide three 
year subsidy programs for our 
airlines and I don’ t know of 
any reason why we should sub­
ject our formers to the uncer­
tainty of short-term legislation.

There is still no agreement on 
a tax-appropriation program, 
but inflation n ts  more critical 
each day. As I have repeat­
edly said, I feel that we stwuld 
restore the income tax cuts 
which were made three year sa­
go, and that we should agree 
to reduce all appropriaUons 
(by as much as we cut the agri­
cultural appropriation Mil).

With all the moisture we 
have had this year, the arri­
val o f warmer weather has 
brought a multitude of bugs and 
worms to our gardens. There 
are many commercial prepa­
rations guaranteed to get rid 
of these pests, but the funny 
thing about this stuff, it can't 
tell a helpful bug from a bad 
one. I f  we kill all the Insects 
there will be none left to pol­
linate our beans, tomatoes, etc. 
so they will set fruit. One 
answer to this problem is the 
use of herbs in our gardnes. 
These strong smelling plants 
are usually obnoxious to harm­
ful bugs and yet very attractive 
to bees.

Some herbs seem to go es­
pecially well with certain other 
plants. Basil, the Dark Opal 
variety, is good with tomatoes, 
not only to protect them from 
pests but a few leaves added 
when cooking the tomatoes is 
also very good. Summer sa­
vory and beans also form the 
"go  together" combination, 
both in the garden and the cook­
ing pot. Any plant of the mint 
family is good protection for 
the cabbage family. Flies do 
not like spearmint and plants 
of this by the kitchen door and 
around dog houses and chicken 
pens wili keep your life more 
tree from flies and ants this 
summer.

Many flowers are also good 
insect repellents. One of the 
best is the strong smelling 
marigold, not only for above 
ground pests, but also for men- 
atodes which attack potatoes 
and other root crops. Nas­
turtiums are disliked by cu­
cumber beetles and may be 
planted in the hills with all 
your vine crops as added pro- 
tection. The pyrethrums or 
painted daisy can be grown in 
the garden or the dried flowers 
may be ground ig> with water 
and used as a ^ ra y . This is 
so effective that a commercial 
insecticide is made from these 
flowers.

Memters of the oinion fam­
ily will protect roses and fruit 
trees from aphids and other 
pests but the best one to use 
for this is the garlic. I f  this 
plant is too untidy for the rose 
garden, chives will do fairly 
well. These methods will not 
destroy all the insects you have 
but anything that will m i^ t get 
you too!

1 pint fresh strawberries 

f/t cup sugar

1 tablespoon com starch 

Vi cup water
Red food coloring, optional 

Vi teaspoon lemon Juice
Wash and hull berries. Cut 

up e n o u g h  to make ^  cup; 
mash, mix with sugar and then 
with com syrup. Blend com 
s t a r c h  and water. Combtoe 
with itMshed berries in sauce­
pan. Cook over medium heat, 
stirring constantly, until mix­
ture is thickened and clear. 
Add a few drops food coloring, 
if desired. Cool. Cut about half 
the remaining berries in two. 
S p r i n k l e  lemon Juice over 
whole and halved berries; add 
to cooled mixture. Chill until 
serving time.
