C o r y e l l  County Com­
missioners held a Public Hear­
ing on the county budget for 
1969., Monday morning at 10 
o’clock in the Commissioners’ 
Court room.

The proposed $599,045.23 
budget was approved with no 
alteration. The new budget is 
a 3.1 % increase over the 1968 
budget.

The 1969 budget was based 
upon a $22,000,000 property e- 
valuation. County Tax Col­
lector Jack Whigham complet­
ed final tabulations on the of­
ficial tax roll, Friday, August 
23rd.

The actual property evalua­
tion totaled $21,989,735.00 and 
will create r e v e n u e  of 
$208,902.48 for the county.

Judge Norman Storm repor­
ted Monday that even though the 
1969 budget was figured on a 
higher base than the actual 
evaluation, the difference is In- 
sign*ficant.

A breakdown of revenue for 
the county, shows that approx­
imately 40% of the county op­
eration is financed by ad va­
lorem taxes; 30% by vehicle 
registration; 15% by fees of 
office; 8% state refunds; 4% 
by fines and court cost and 3% 
miscellaneous revenues.

The 1969 budget estimates 
an overall e lec ted  availaUe 
resources of $608,252.00 from 
all sources.

The primary item in the 
county budget is the road and 
bridge fundC t^ ing  aijmroxi- 
m afeT r55 .2r& fli!r5§ ti^  
budget.

The road and bridge fund is 
divided five ways, each com­
missioner receives an equal 
part of the fund with a fifth 
account set up for join use by 
the four commissioners.

Court and Court of Criminal 
Appeals judges by the governor 
from a nominating commis­
sion slate of three.

"Easier access to courts for 
taxpayers protesting assess­
ments.

Recommendations agreed on 
by the revision commission 
must TO to the legislature next 
year. Legislature then can sub­
mit all or any part of the 
recommendations to the vo­
ters - - o r  reject them entire­
ly.

Aside from Its recommen­
dations of minor controversial 
nature, commission has made 
a good - faith effort to tighten 
and streamline the consltutlon 
and chop out long-recognized 
dead wood.

GARDEN FENCE

In this area fresh vege­
tables can be enjoyed for sev­
eral more months by die use 
of a fell garden, l i ^ y  vege­
tables do much better during 
the cooling nights of fall than 
in the spring. Broccoli, cab­
bage, brussel q;>routs, turnips, 
beets, spinach and lettuce are 
among those.

Radishes, carrots, corn and 
potatoes may also do well in 
the fell.

When the ground isprepared, 
as for a spring mrden and the 
furrows are made, they should 
be filled with water and allow­
ed to soak. Then the seeds 
are scattered and covered with 
a thick layer of soil. This 
will give the seeds e n o u g h  
moisture to sprout. If the fell 
rains do not come at fairly 
regular intervals the little 
p lw ts will need to be watered.

The veTCtables of the cab­
bage femUy may be seeded di­
rectly in the rows and later 
thined out to stand about a foot 
apart or they may be set out 
as plants. If plants are set, 
they will need to be shaded for 
several days until the new root 
system develops. Ordinary 
brown paper bags may be plac­
ed over the plants and weighed 
with d irt or a cardboard box 
with the top and bottom cut out 
and placed around them to pro­
vide the shade needed.

Radishes and carrots are 
good companion crops. Mix the 
seeds together before dropping 
in the furrow. The quickly w r-  
minating radishes will mark the 
row until the slower carrots 
appear. And as the radishes 
are pulled for the table, the car­
rots will be left at properly 
spaced intervals with very lit­
tle thinning necessary.

With garden pests diminish- 
mg as the days grow cooler 
and a little pampering to see 
the young plants through the 
hot days of August, there might 
be fresh vegetables for Christ­
mas dinner.

Often times He 
went up into the mountainside 
and there taught; sometimes 
down by the sea shore, where 
He called the fishersmen to 
follow Him; He didn’t even have 
his own boat to cross the Gal­
ilean Sea; He had to use an­
other man’s boat to sit in, as 
He preached to the throng on 
the seashore.

It was from the mountain­
side that He gave the sermon 
on the mount, from which are 
all the basic rules for living 
a Christian life, and the word 
of God says He taught as one 
having authority, and not as the 
scribes.

He had no one to introduce 
Him, nothing but Himself; Je ­
sus had no place to lay His 
head. We have our good, com­
fortable places to rest at night. 
But not Jesus - He often abode 
in the Mount of Olives and was 
after He had s ^ n t  the night 
up there, that He was hungry 
and saw the fig tree, and be­
cause it had no fruit on it. He 
cursed it, and it died; He 
went through the cornfield and 
ate fresh corn. He often vis­
ited with Martha, Mary and La- 
zarul - But all of this was to 
fulfill a purpose and to bring 
us our salvation, that through 
His poverty, we become rich.

When He made His tri-
umphant entry into Jerusalem,

Coryell County Newt,
He had to borrow a mule to 
ride on. When He ate the Pass- 
over feast with His disciples; 
then set up the Lord’s supper 
and washing of feet. He had to 
borrow the Upper Room to have 
it in.

Even as He stood in Judg­
ment Hall, He made no defense, 
only that He was the Son of 
God; the people asked, "Can 
anything good come out of Na­
zareth?’’ His own people re ­
ceived Him not - a prophet 
without honor in His own coun­
try - wasn’t He just the ca r­
penter’s son? Matt. 13:55

He died the most humiliat­
ing death, given the lowest of 
criminals, yet without sin; He 
was even compelled to carry 
His own cross. John 19:17. 
He was laid in a borrowed tomb 
yet, all this was for us. He 
bore poverty that we might be 
rich. He became man that he’d 
know how to sympathize with 
us and to know our problems. 
We’ve never seen anyone who 
had simply nothing of this 
world’s goods, like Jesus did. 
But He said His kin^om  was 
not of this world. His death 
was the end of his humilia­
tion; He said on the cross, 
“ It is  finished’’. Man had done 
his worst to Him, rejected Him, 
mocked Him, every cruel treat­
ment, smote Him. falsely ac­
cused Him, everytning that we 
could bear. He has borne it 
for us - He knew what man 
needs, so He prayed the Fa­
ther to give us another com­
forter, Jesus knew we’d need 
it.

He knew the need for a re s t­
ing place, so He said: “ I
go to prepare a place for you, 
that where I am, ye may be 
also.’’

When He comes again, it will 
not be on a borrowed mule, but 
on a beautiful white horse. He 
will not have a crown of thornes 
on His head, but a golden crown; 
He will not have to declare to 
a jeering, unbelieving mob that 
says He is blaspheming when He 
leclared He was the Son of God, 
but will have on His vesture, 
dipped in blood, a name writ­
ten, "King of Kings and Lord 
of Lords’’, no king above Him, 
no Lord above Him. Rev. 19: 
16.

He will not have to stand in 
man’s judgement all, falsely 
accused and there make no ap­
peal for Himself, for He will 
be the Judge! He will not have 
to disappear from among the 
people to keep them from kil­
ling Him, for He will come to 
reign with a rod of iron. The 
word of God says He is  coming 
with ten thousands of His saints 
and His reward is with Him.

Bottom defoliation of cotton 
can prove to be worth the time 
and expense, as it may increase 
both the yield and quality of the 
crop, says Fred C. Elliott, Ex­
tension cotton specialist at Tex­
as A M University.

Timing of defoliant applica­
tion to the entire plant for high 
yields has to be a compro­
mise between top crop matur­
ity and bottom crop deterior­
ation. Thus, while the top 
bolls are maturing the bottom 
bolls may rot, and open cotton 
will be exposed to four to six 
weeks of weathering before it 
is finally picked.

Little benefit is obtained 
from bottom defoliation if there 
is a small bottom crop. But 
in the case of a heavy bottom 
crop, there is a consistent ad­
vantage of prej»ring for early 
bottom harvesting, says Eiiiot.

Best time for application and 
height of spraying depends on 
the purpose of the application. 
Bottom defoliation to prepare 
for early bottom harvesting 
should be delayed until 20 per­
cent of the cotton opens and the 
green bolls are firm and ma­
ture up to a height of two feet. 
For boll rot control the best 
time is just before the early 
bolls start to open if humid 
conditions exist in the lower 
plant zone. Spray should be 
confined to zone of mature, firm 
bolls.

Speed in rank cotton should 
be slow, otherwise you will 
break plants with resulting loss 
in yield, cautioned the ^ c i a l -  
ist.

Bottom harvesting can be 
done within 12 to 20 days or 
as soon as bolls in the treat-

Anaplasmosis
Reported

^  Anapttisfnosts, r  -severe 
blood disease in cattle, has 
been reported in wide - spread 
areas of Texas by veterinar­
ians. Dr. Milton Risinger of 
Kaufman, near Dallas, and Dr. 
Joseph Bitter of Edna, on the 
Gulf Coast, both reported nu­
merous cases in their area of 
the state. Other veterinarians 
are seeing cases of anaplas­
mosis, including instances in 
east and central Texas coun­
ties, a Texas Veterninary Med­
ical Association spokesman in 
Austin said.

The disease causes extreme 
anemia and death, if not de­
tected early. The most effec­
tive safegwrd against anaplas­
mosis is immunization vríth a 
r e c e n t l y  released vaccine. 
Veterinarians are also able to 
use medication and blood trans­
fusions for severely affected

ed zone open. Harvesting may

Youths To 
Recoivo 
Awards

By Ocrober 15, youths from 
50 states will be named 1968 
award winners and delegates to 
the National 4 - H Congress in 
Chicago, December 1 - 5 .  More 
than 4,000 will earn the county 
safety medal. The top 10 clubs 
in the state will receive safe­
ty certificates.

The big national prize is a 
$1,000 educational scholarship 
which will be awarded to eight 
of the state 4 - H winners who 
have compiled the most excep­
tional records of safety pro­
jects conducted over a period 
of years.

To be eligible for either a 
state or national safety award, 
the boy or girl must be over 
14 years old.

CASES OF BLIND 
STAGGERS REPORTED

The Texas Veterinary Med­
ical Association, citing fidn- 
ings by a veterinarian in West 
Texas, r e p o r t s  that equine 
(horse; encephalomyelitis has 
been discovered. The cases 
were reported in West Texas 
near Seminole by Dr. A.J. Ma­
bry, a large animal practition­
er in that area.

The disease, sometimes cal­
led sleeping sickness and Blind 
Staggers, is a virus perpetua­
ted by small birds that carry 
a high concentration of the vi­
rus in their Uood. The culex 
mosquito transmits the disease 
from the birds to horses and 
can also transmit it to man. 
Horses do not transmit the dis­
ease the Veterinary Medical 
Association says.

Encephalomyelitis is often 
fatal and may cause permanent 
damage to the brain to surviv­
ing animals. The T.V.M.A. 
said horse owners should vac­
cinate their animals and take 
mosquito control measures. Au­
gust and September are es­
pecially critical months for the 
disease in all of Texas since 
high mosquito population are

found during these months. 
Vaccination of horses now and 
immediate mosquito control 
measures will help keep the 
disease from reaching epidem­
ic proportions as was the case 
in 1967, the Veterinary Medi­
cal Association said, .

Two years ago be 
developed a new method of us­
ing radioisotopes to determine 
which vital nutrients are void 
in North Dakota small grains.

WIRES CROSSED?

If your farm or home wiring 
system has not been up dated 
within the past ten years, give 
this remodeling t^sk a top pri­
ority in your plans for the year 
ahead, suggests W.S. Allen, Ex­
tension agricultural engineer 
of Texas A & M University.

Allen points out that elec­
trical loads have more than 
doubled on most farms and in 
most homes during this period. 
‘‘Neglect this task and you im­
prove your chances for having 
some serious electrical prob­
lems,”  he says.

F irst, but not necessarily 
the most im p o r^ t, is  the fire 
hazard caused S y  inadequate 
wiring, the eng^eer specialist 
adds.

Second, inadequate wiring 
can be even more expensive 
than a rewiring job in the long 
run, he points out. Studies show 
that 10 percent of the electri­
city you buy can be lost in the 
wiring system. While that may 
not be so bad in term s of the 
cost, the effect this has on e- 
lectrlcal appliances can be a 
real drain on the pocketbook.

Research shows that a 10 per 
cent drop in voltage has the 
following effect on your ap­
pliances:

— 10 percent less heat from 
heating devices.

— 30 percent less light from 
lightbulbs

— 10 percent less starting 
torque from a motor

— 11 percent more current 
needed for motor windings

— 23 percent more heat pro­
duced in motor windings.

And, Allen notes that motor 
windings operating 18 degrees 
F. warmer than normal last 
only half as long.

How can you tell if your 
wiring is  outdated? The agri­
cultural engineer suggests that 
you watch for dimming lights, 
sluggish motors that overheat, 
slow heating devices, blown fu­
ses, or electrical shocks from 
small appliances (that’s a real 
danger sign).
