Pecan Weevils 
Could Be Dannaging 
Coryell County 
Pecan Crop

Pecan Producers are urged 
to check their trees for the Pe­
can weevil, said Don Callahan, 
County Agent. Some producers 
in Coryell County have checked 
emergences in their pecans, 
after the recent rains.

The pecan weevil is a late 
season pest of the pecan. The 
weevil will emerge after each 
rain, durliu the months of Au­
gust and October. The adult 
is a brownish weevil, which is 
about three-eights of an inch 
long. The female has a snout 
which is as long as the body, 
the male's is somewhat shor­
ter.

After the nut kernels have 
hardened, the female chews s 
hole in the shell and deposits 
her egg In little pockets in the 
center of the nuts. A good way 
to check your trNS are to hit 
■omt of the limbs of the trees 
with s padded pole and n s  If 
the weevils will fall from the 
trees on a sheet or tsrp.

Check trees that weevil da­
mage has occured in over the

Rst years. For control, use 
0 pounds of 80% Sevln to 

100 gallson of water or two 
unds of Guthlon per 100 gal- 

ongs of water. If Guthlon is 
used, all livestock must be re­
moved tor two weeks, said Cal­
lahan.

Many 
other companies offer add-on 
units for cars, b o a t s ,  and 
planes, home playback equip­
ment, either with speakers or 
with jacks for existing stereo 
record players, and portable, 
go-anywhere cartridge players.

the best reproduction of sound 
and because the widest selec­
tion of recorded music on tape 
Is available in 8-track.

The 8-track tape cartridge is 
a closed p l a s t i c  container, 
about the size of two decks of 
playing cards (5-‘>4-inches by 
3-44 by % ), enclosing a contin­
uous l o o p  of tape. The tape 
comes off the inner edge, or 
core, of the reel, moves past 
the magnetic pick-up head of 
the player at a speed of 3-i4 
inches per second, and returns 
to the outer edge of the reel.

The system is called 8-track 
because the tape has eight sep­
arately recorded sound tracks 
— four stereo bands. Since the 
tape is on a continuous loop, 
the bands play In succession 
without stopping and at the 
end, the pick-up automatically 
shifts back to the beginning. 
Most 8-track units have selec­
tor switches to move the pick­
up head from one band to the 
n e x t .  Eight - track cartridges 
provide up to 80 minutes of un­
interrupted music.

The equipment and car­
tridges are available in appli­
ance stores, music and record 
stores, automobile accessory 
stores and departments, and in 
specialty stereo shops. Costs 
for h i g h  quality equipment 
range from about $80 to $150.

Lower cost systems adapted 
from “ voice recording” type 
equipment operating at slower 
speeds are available, but et a 
sacrifice in sound quality.

When considering tape sys­
tems, the prospective buyer 
should follow two main guide­
lines; determine the speed of 
the machine, because the faster 
the tape moves past the pick­
up head, the higher will be the 
quality of the sound; and de­
termine how broad the library 
of your favorite type of music 
is to be assured the widest pos­
sible selectivity.

"Unity" Mtg the unofficial 
theme of both Democratic and 
Republican state conventions, 
and each party expects to carry 
that concept on to a victory 
on election day, November 5.

Democrats at Austin passed 
the torch to Lt. Gov. Preston 
Smith, their nominee for gover­
nor, and heard ringing cries to 
support the party’ s ticket from 
courthouse to White House. Ben 
Barnes, the youthful lieutenant 
governor nominee, and Smith 
literally joined hands to dispel 
all rumors that they would not 
work towther.

State Democrats also adopted 
a 16-polnt platform, emphasiz­
ing need for law and order and 
Improvements to education at 
all levels. They elected both 
liberals and conservatives to 
the new State Democratic Ex- 
eecutive Committee (with only 
13 holdover members) headed 
by Dr. Elmer C. Baum of Aus­
tin as chairman, Mrs. Ralph 
O’Connor of Houston as vice- 
chairman and H.H. Coffield of 
Rockdale as secretary.

Gov. John Connally broke the 
Ice on the national ticket front 
by endorsing Hubert H. Hum­
phrey and urging Democrats 
to band together in his behalf. 
And the convention was read a 
telegram from President Lyn­
don B. Johnson saying Hum­
phrey is his man.

In Fort Worth, Republicans, 
full of optimism over Richard 
Nixon’ s chances to sweep the 
state and nation and hopeful 
of statehouse gains as well, 
heard go-go speeches.

GOP leader Jack Cox of Aus­
tin told fellow Republicans, "If 
you are more liberal than lam, 
or if one of us is more con­
servative than the other. It 
does not mean one of us should 
be read out of the Republican 
Party." Shouts of affirmation 
went up throu^ the hall, and 
every shade of Kepublicanism- 
u l t r a  - conservative through 
progressive-decided to devote 
every effort to a Nixon-Agnew 
campaign.

Governor Spiro Agnew was 
the hit of the convention, there, 
telling the 2,500 what they want­
ed to hear, and telling it well. 
It was a warm first meeting 
between the vice-presidential 
nominee and his fellow party 
members of this state.

Republicans adopted a plat­
form of their own and Peter 
O’ Donnell J r. of Dallas remains 
at the helm ol the GOP execu­
tive committee.

George Wallace supporters 
turned out for the Dallas con­
vention of the American Party, 
and In short order endorsed 
Wallace and former Georgia 
Governor Marvin Griffin for 
places on the November 5 gen­
eral election ballot as candi­
dates for president and vice- 
president. No motions were 
accepted to nominate new state 
party officers, although there

Is some discontent in the ranks.
A relative handful of dele­

gates walked out in protest to 
what they termed John Birch 
Society control of the party’ s 
state committee. But th^ were 
solid In their backing of George 
Wallace for President. Wallace 
himself was at the convention, 
exhorting his followers to work 
hard on his behalf.

O n Tour With Farm 
Bureau Members

TOKYO, Japan-For Texas 
farmers not yet accustomed 
even to daylight savings time, 
the long jet Right from Texas 
to Tokyo-crossing nine time 
zones enroute-can be downright 
devastating to the human “ in­
ner clock.”

What this means-in plain 
language-is that many of the 
farmers and ranchers and their' 
wives on the TFB-sponsored 
world tour get awful sleepy in 
the daytime-when its* bed-time 
back home-and wake up hours 
before breakfast-just because 
their "inner clocks”  are set to 
Texas time. But, de^ite being 
a little bleary-eyed, the 64 
Texans on the tour are becom- 
ina oriented to the Orient.

What they see in Japan is an 
aMresslve. hardworkingpmple 
with a rising standard of ' l iv­
ing. They observe an Island 
nation of 100 million people 
with less land area than Cal­
ifornia, a mountainous country 
of delicate beauty where only 
16% of the land is capable of 
agricultural production. What 

, this would seem to add up to 
is a growing market for Texas- 
produced grain sorghum, wheat, 
rice, cotton, poultry and live­
stock products. The tour mem­
bers will have a clearer pic­
ture of market potential when 
they are briefed by U.S. em­
bassy officials later on. They 
expect also to meet with buy­
ers tor a large import firm 
here.

The Texas Farm Bureau tour 
group-comprised mostly of far­
mers and ranchers and their 
wlves-ls on the first leg of 
a 31-day, around-the-world 
market-inspection, sightseeing 
and goodwill tour. After Japan, 
they are scheduled to visit Hong 
Kong, the Philippines, Thailand, 
Indi^ Lebanon, Isreal, Greece 
and Rome.

In our journey thus far, we 
have witnessed first hand some 
of the startling improvements 
made in transportation in re­
cent years. We were whisked 
by jet to Tokyo via Los An­
geles and Honolulu in just 16 
hours flying time-an unthink­
able feat just 15 years ago. 
And yet the big, sleek jets cross 
the ocean now with the casu­
alness of a bus ride across Cen­
tral Texas.

Here in Japan, we have seen 
what may be the forerunner 
of rapid surface transportation- 
especially between populous ur­
ban areas. I’m speaking of 
the super-swift. 130-MPH KO- 
DAMA (Echo) trains that travel 
at 30-minute intervals, both 
ways, between Osaka and To- 
kyo.

Imagine travelling by train 
between Dallas and Houston- 
a distance of some 300 miles- 
in just 2 hours and 50 mi­
nutes! That’ s the equimalent 
of what we did on one ride 
from Kyoto to Tokyo. The
“ silver bullet” -as it is some- 
sometimes called-makes only 2 
stops between Osaka and To- 
kyo-and Kyoto, where we stayed 
the first two and a half days 
in Japan-and Nogoya. The
“ bullet”  runs on a tight sche­
dule, and only stops about three 
minutes at each place to take 
on and dlscharK passengers. 
As a matter of fact, we had 
to send our heavy luggage a- 
head the night before by truck 
so we could board with only 
our small hand luggage. The 
“ bullet”  waits for no one.

The train trip from Osaka- 
Kyota to T o k y o  t a k e s  you 
through a fairyland of rural 
lovliness. For mile after fleet­
ing mile you view an unfolding 
panaroma of rural Japan. It is 
a country of verdant hills, rice 
paddies and row upon row of 
manicured tea plants, And 
yet, you are never out of sight 
of human habitation. The farm 
houses in the small villages are 
only seconds apart, and you rush 
through many, many towns and 
cities. There are 25 million 
Japanese living along the 300- 
mile route of the Kodama train. 
This is one fourth of the total 
population of this teeming is­
land. When you arrive in To­
kyo and step from the train 
into the vast labryinths of To­
kyo Station, it is like being e- 
mersed in a sea of humanity- 
a veritable ant hill of scurrying 
figures. For this is Tokyo- 
city of more than 11 million 
people-largest metropolis in- 
the world. Of this you have 
no doubt.

The Ancyrocephalus attaches 
itself to the skin or gills of 
the Ash.

The yellow grub embeds it­
self to the skin or gills of the 
Ash

The yellow grub embeds it­
self in the muscle tissur along 
the base of the dorsal fin, and 
the black grubs appear as black 
cysts on the fins or under 
the skin of most pond fish.

Both the black and yellow grub 
have a complicated life cycle 
which begins with the adult 
grub in the oral cavity of the 
Great Blue Heron. Aquatic 
Snails and fish are only inter­
mediate hosts for the parasite 
which eventually winds up in 
the Great Blue Heron again.

Toole says usually when yel­
low or black grubs are found 
encysted along the dorsal mus­
cle tissue of Ash, they can 
be removed by cutting off a 
little muscle tissue.

Two types of parasites may 
be found in the body cavity- 
nematodes and tape worms.

These parasites are removed 
when the fish is dressed and 
do not affect the condition os 
the Ash. Thorough cooking 
willl kill any parasite that have 
not been removed by the dres­
sing process, biologists said.

Putting the Rio Grande river 
back where it belongs would 
appear to most people to be 
much too formidable a task to 
undertake. But not for Mexico 
Compañía Constructora S. A., 
a leading Mexican contractor 
headquartered in Mexico City.

With a fleet of six giant AUls- 
C h a l m e r s  earthmovers, the 
contractor has done just that 
— digging a new channel In the 
right place to put the river 
back.

Nearly one million c u b i c  
yards of moist, heavy sand, 
deposited over the decades by 
the Rio Grande river (Or Rio 
Bravo, in Mexico), are being 
moved In the process of form­
ing the new A d o l f o  Lopez 
Mateos Canal, which will slice 
between Juarez, Mexico, and 
El Paso, T e x a s .  By fall, the 
contractor hopes to be ready 
to switch the Rio Grande into 
the new canal, where, as the 
international b o u n d a r y  be­
tween Mexico and the United 
States, it properly should be.

For more than a century, 
Ciudad J u a r e z  and El Paso 
have been in this precarious 
position, situated on opposite 
sides of the border at the ex­
treme northwestern tip of Tex­
as where the Rio G r a n d e  
snakes its way down from New 
Mexico. Since 1853, the two 
cities watched the river gouge 
out three completely different 
channels.

Result: by 1962 the meander 
Ing s t r e a m  had bequeathed 
some 4(X) acres of land, called 
"El Chamlzal," to El Paso.

But in this age of earthmov- 
ing behemoths, even intangible 
things like i n t e r n a t i o n a l  
boundaries can be set aright, 
especially between friendly, un­
derstanding n e i g h b o r s  like 
Mexico and the United States.

Loaded to the gills and lined up Indian file, this fleet of Allis- 
Chalmers earthmovers tote away more than 25 tons of sand and 
dirt from the new river bottom forming the relocated channel of 
the Rio Grande.

At an official ceremony la.st 
October, President Diaz Ordaz 
of Mexico accepted return of 
the land from President John­
son in Juarez, m a r k e d  by 
cheering crowds and fluttering 
blizzards of confetti.

(3oal of the project — divert­
ing the w a t e r  of the Rio 
Grande, or Rio Bravo as it is 
known south o f the border, to 
mark the new boundary — is 
a matter of m o v i n g  earth 
and m o v i n g  It fast. The 
earthmovers provide an im­
pressive s i g h t  coming down 
the excavation slope Indian 
file, kicking up tons of dust as

they approach the new Paso 
del Norte bridge still lined up 
perfectly despite their speed 
and the rough terrain. They 
disappear under the bridge and 
then reappear at the other end 
on their way to pick up yet 
another load.

Other crews stream out of 
the batch plant nearby to han­
dle the 130,000 cubic yards of 
concrete lining for the canal.

A bird’s-eye view clearly re­
veáis the strip marking the ex­
cavation for the new c a n a l  
around the pie-shaped wedge 
comprising El Chsunlzal, just 
west of Cordova Island. Vis­
ible, too, is the gap formed by 
houses tom  down in the pre­
vious housing p r o j e c t .  But 
even more apparent is the fact 
that the new border Is a gigan­
tic step forward, due in large 
measure to the efforts of the 
industrious crews working on 
the project under the leader­
ship of Ing. Schroeder.

larger than in 1966, says Par­
ker. Agriculture in the United 
States, he says, is increasing­
ly de^ndent on the non-form 
sectors of the economy for pro­
duction inputs. The record 
high volume of purchased in­
puts in 1967 was 24 percent 
greater than in 1957-59. The 
volume of non-purchased inputs 
has decreased 19 percent since 
1957-59. Inputs used in agri­
culture in 1967, however, were 
more productive than in 1966. 
Farm output per unit of input 
in 1967 was about 2 percent 
greater than in 1966 and 8 

rcent greater than in 1957- 
9.
