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Taylor Drops Hornets 
In Season Finale
The Gatesville H o r n e t s  

finished out a disappointing sea­
son in an appropriate manner 
last Friday night as they bowed 
to the Taylor Ducks 42-6, The 
Gatesville defense should have 
had to pay to get in; they re­
sembled spectators more than 
players as they stood around 
and watched the quick Duck 
b a c k s  dart through them for 
three touchdowns in the first 
quarter and three more before 
the game was over. The Hor­
net offense was similarly inef­
fective, picking up only 51 net 
yards on the ground. The 
passing of Mike Barr was er- 

iratic, but he managed to hit 
his receivers eleven times out 
of twenty-two attempts for a 
total 127 yards. Almost half 
of that yardage came on a 50 
yarder to halfback Larry Mc- 
Cutchen which set up the Hor­
net's only score of the night. 

The opening quarter wasdis- 
asterous for Gatesville as the 
Ducks scored the first three 
times that they got their hands 
on the ball. Gatesville kicked 
off to Taylor to open the game. 
Ten plays later, the Ducks had 
moved for 67 yards and their 
first score of the night. The 
big play was a 26 yard burst 
by James Schroeder which set 
the stage for Calvin Schaefer’ s

one-yard scoring plunge. Ed­
die Jinkins kicked the first of 
six extra points he was to kick 
this night, and with 8:27 left 
to play in the first quarter, 
the Ducks held a 7-0 lead.

Starting from their own 38 
after a Hornet punt it took the 
Ducks only two plays to reach 
the Hornet end zone. Quarter­
back Tommy Oliphint fired a 
pass to end Arnold Cuba who 
carried it all the way to the 
Gatesville two yard line, for a 
60 yard gain. The next play 
was another pass from Oliphint 
to Cuba which put six more 
points on the board for the 
Ducks. With 41 seconds left 
in the first quarter, Taylor 
already had the game on ice 
with a 21-0 lead.

Early in the second quarter, 
Taylor once again got the ball 
after a Hornet punt. Starting 
at the Gatesville 45, Schroeder 
ran for five yards, and then 
Ricky MaCuk darted for 25 
yards to put the ball on the 
Hornet 15 yard line. MaCuk 
then carried it the remaining 15 
yards into the end zone but 
the play was nullified by a 
penalty. Undaunted, MaCuk then 
passted for 13 yards, ran for 
four yards, and then scored on 
a three-yard plunge to put the 
Ducks ahead 28-0 with 7:46

left in the second quarter,
Gatesville took the ensuing 

kick off, ard for the first time 
in the game looked like they 
might go somewhere. The Hor­
nets picked up three first downs 
before being stopped on a fourth 
and one play at the Taylor 21. 
The Ducks took over on downs 
and began relentlessly moving 
down the field again. They 
had a first down on the Hornet 
28 when the half ended. An 
interesting fact to note is that 
the Gatesville defense did not 
stop the Ducks a single time 
during the whole first half. 
Taylor got their hands on the 
ball five times and scored four 
times. The fifth time, the Ducks 
had a first down deep in Hornet 
territory and undoubtedly would 
have scored again if the clock 
had not run out on them. Even 
so, they left the field with a 
very comfortable 28-0 lead.

In the second half, the Ducks 
were “ given”  a touchdown by 
the Hornets to increase the 
Taylor lead to 35-0 with only 
four and a half minutes of play­
ing time elapsed in the third 
quarter. It happened when a 
bad snap from center flew over 
Chris ^ n e ’ s head while he was 
in punt formation deep in Hor­
net territory. Bone chased the 
loose ball and fell on it at the 
Gatesville four. Taylor took 
over from there and scored on 
four piays. Qliphant Uiiledoves^ 
from the one on fourth down 
for the TD.

The Taylor reserves and 
moved-up B-teamers then took 
over and the Hornets were more 
evenly matched against them. 
A f t e r  exchanging punts, fum­
bles, and interceptions for the 
last half of the third and first 
half of the fourth quarter, the 
Hornets finally came up with a 
big play. With the ball on 
his own 45, quarterback, Barr 
tossed a [»ss  to Larry Mc- 
Cutchen who carried it all the 
way to the Duck five yard line, 
the play covering 50 yards. 
Taylor was penalized half the 
distance to the goal and then 
McCutchen crashed over from 
two yards on» to give the Hor­
nets their only touchdown. Barr 
attempted a pass to Wiggins for 
the extra points but it was in­
complete. With 6:47 left in 
the fourth quarter the score 
read 35-6,

On the ensuing kickoff, MaCuk 
returned the ball to the Taylor

1969 Cotton Allotments 
Approved For Coryell County

“ The 1969 Cotton Allotments 
lor Coryell County have been 
approved", reported ASCS Of­
fice Manager, Clois Stone,

The 1969 A l l o t m e n t s  to­
tal 18,422 acres for cotton and 
202,5 acres for peanuts. The 
two crops were approved at the 
same time.

Stone noted that the acreage 
for cotton in 1969 is the same 
as the 1968 total, however, 
the cotton per acre yield is 
up 12 pounds. This increase

in yield is estimated to mean 
almost $40,000 in production 
figured at $.18 per pound.

“ The cotton and peanut allot­
ments will be m.ailed out by 
this office to 666 cotton farmers 
and seven peanut farmers on 
November 27” , reports Stone.

Farmers will receive infor­
mation concerning the Cotton 
and Peanut Referendum which 
will be voted on from Dec. 2 
through Dec. 6. The Referen­
dum ballots will be mailed to

the farmers on November 29, 
1968.

The 1969 program does not 
feature Acreage Diversion and 
diversion payments will not be a 
provision of the 1969 program, 
reports Stone.

To be in effect the Cotton 
and Peanut Referendum must be 
approved by 2/3 of the farmers 
voting in the December election.

Stone cautioned that referen­

dum ballots for Peanuts and 
Cotton will be mailed separately 
and mus t  be returned sep­
arately. The voting deadline 
is midnight, Decembe 6.

Further information about the 
referendum, cotton marketing 
quotas, acreage allotments, and 
price support program may be 
obtained from your Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conservation 
(ASC) c o unt y  and community 
committeemen.

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Breakfast Test Hard to Pass For People 

Over 65 Years of Age

Can you pass the breakfast 
test? Many people 65 years 
old or more fail.

A three point test of a good 
breakfast is:

1. It gives you protein, vi­
tamins and minerals needed 
to build and repair the body 
and to keep you healthy.

2. It provides energy fuel 
for the body.

3. It tasted good.
A breakfast of coffee and 

a sweet roll fails the test on 
the first step. Such a break­
fast leaves too many nutrients 
for other meals to pick up.

Juice and coffee go part­
way in step one but fail num­
ber two.

A fourth of the day’ s food 
value should be gained through 
a good breakfast. To get it, 
include a good source of pro­
tein (eggs, meat), a cereal pro­
duct (enriched hot and cold ce­
reals, breads), a fruit (Juice, 
fresh, cooked)and milk. These 
foods contribute to the over­
all good health of the older 
American.

Lacking adequate supplies of 
calcium, found in milk products, 
causes the senior citizen’ s bone 
to become porous and, there­

fore, break more easily.
Vitamins A and C faun fresh 

and cooked fruitsandvegetabir-s 
contribute to healthy gums and 
skin. When oldsters fail to eat 
fruits and vegetables, the gums 
become red and inflamed and 
bleed easily, and dentures often 
are uncomfortable.

Lack of Vitamin C found in 
citurs fruits causes a weaken­
ing of the walls of the blood 
vessels. Thus, apersonbruises 
m o r e  easily. In addition. 
Vitamin C builds resistance to 
Infections such as colds and 
viruses.

A breakfast without protein 
c a u s e s  slower healing after 
surgery, a cut or a flesh wound. 
With protein in the diet body 
sores will heal faster because 
body tissues are more rapid­
ly replaced and repaired.

To older persons additional 
weight gain can be attributed to 
poor selection of foods, rather 
than over-eating.

LUBBOCK (AP) - -  The history 
of earthquake activity in Texas 
may tell us something about its 
future, says Oeskin Shurbet Jr, 
director of the Texas Tech sei- 
mology laboratory.

The Geological Survey is 
spending thousands of dollars 
trying to develop methods of 
predicting earthquakes, partic­
ularly in the frequently hit 
southern half of California.

Finding out when, where and 
why earth shocks have hit a 
certain region may help fore­
cast when such activity may be 
renewed, Shurbet said.

He pointed out that the seis­
mic stations established by the 
Coast and Geodetic Survey have 
saved many lives by predict­
ing the time of earthquake- 
triggered tremors and tidal 
waves.

“ There is not much doubt 
that almost as many lives have 
been lost to these tidal waves 
as to the earthquakes them­
selves,”  Shurbet said.

Texas, luckily, has not been

the scene of any major earth­
quakes during its recorded his­
tory. The earliest earthquake 
on record occurred in 1882 in 
the eastern portion of North 
Central Texas.

The strongest and most dam­
aging quake hit the small Far 
West Texas community of Val- 

'  entine in 1925. The tremor, 
which rated low on the scale 
of earthquake intensity, dam­
aged most of the town’ s struc­
tures.

“ The Valentine quake was 
fault or break in the earth’ s 
crust in the nearby Sierra Vieja 
Mountains,”  Shurbet said. He 
added that movement on this 
and other recently active faults 
in the mountainous areas of the 
Trans-Pecos is always a good 
possibility.

More vigorous earthquakes 
which occurred in the mountains 
of northern Coahuila and Chi­
huahua, Mexico, have been re­
corded on the Texas Tech in­
struments.

“ Every time there is one of

these earthquakes I watch West 
Texas closely for any reactions, 
but so far there has been no 
movement on this side of the 
Rio Grande.”  he said. Shurbet 
said that since the establish­
ment of the seismology obser­
vatory in 1956 no earthquakes 
originating in the faultcut moun­
tain area have been registered.

All have come from either 
Kermit, the Amarillo area or 
the East Texas area, the geo­
physicist said.

“ On the surface, none of these 
areas look like potential earth­
quake regions, but the true 
focus or center of an earth­
quake may be several or do­
zens of miles below the surface 
and m.-iy be caused by read­
justment along ancient, buried 
structures,”  Shurbet said.

Until 1964, both the Kermit 
and Amarillo areas were quies­
cent. Suddenly a whole series 
of small quakes was registered 
in each area.

The Amarillo shocks cul­
minated in 1966 when an actual
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Sears Di^lay Floor from 
November 21 ■ 27.

earthquake was felt in the city.
S e i s m o g r a p h  i n s t r u ­

ments placed the center of 
the shocks at about four miles 
beneath Lake  Meredith, 40 
miles n o r t h e a s t  of the Pan­
handle city.

“ If this quake had been clos­
er it might have done damage 
in the city,”  Shurbet said.

He continued; “ The interest­
ing thing is it was preceded by 
all these little shocks. We 
know there are frequently m-iny 
little earthquakes after a major 
one, it might be that watching 
the little ones may tell us when 
bigger ones are on the way.”

The professor theorized that 
the Amarillo earthquakes may 
have been related to construc­
tion of Sanford Dam and the 
filling of Lake Meredith. In 
the case of Kermit, Shurbet 
could not say what the cause 
may have been.

The l a r g e s t  of the weak 
shocks in that area rattled and 
broke a few dishes in some 
Kermit homes in 1965.

Shurbet believes these quakes 
may have been associated with 
petroleum production practices 
in the region.

He attributed East  Texas 
shocks wihich have been re­
ported periodically since the 
last century to “ setting and 
compaction of the thousands of 
feet of unconsolidated mud, and 
gravel filling the Gulf Coast 
Geo sync line.”

Shurbet noted that in the per­
iod from 1882 to 1956,20 earth­
quakes were reported in the 
state, while nine have been re­
ported since the establishment 
of the Tech observatory.

He said this probably was not 
an indication of increasing seis­
mic activity in the state but 
merely a reflection of better 
reporting and more people dis­
tributed in all areas of the 
state.

In addition, he said, five or 
six dozen quakes have regist­
ered on instruments but have 
not been felt or reported by 
people,

“ Actually, the Kermit quake 
which was reported was very 
little stronger than the others, 
but it happened to knock down 
some dishes and a bottle in the 
sheriffs house, so it was re­
ported,”  Shurbet said.

EDITORIAL
Practically everybody is of the opinion that the cost of govern­

ment will constantly increase and certainly nothing in the past 
half century of our history lends support to any other pre­
diction.

In January 1968, President Johnson’ s administration esti­
mated federal pending at $186 billion in the fiscal year that 
will end June 30, 1969. Following the President’ s request 
for a $10 billion income tax surcharge. Congress went through 
an exceptional exercise in futility and spent six months dead­
locked in debate over the tax increase measure and demands 
for economy.

Eventually, the tax surcharge was passed and a $6 billion 
reduction in federal expenditures was made mandatory, but 
Congress exempted six areas of spending from all cuts--the 
war in Vietnam, welfare, farm subsidies, veterans’ benefits, 
social security and medicare and Interest on the national 
debt. Four out of six of these were exempted because of 
political considerations. On top of this, veterans’ benefits 
have been increased, and politicians are talking about doub­
ling social security payments. The net result of all the fiscal 
fire and thunder Is that federal government expenditures will 
remain at about $186 billion--right where they were.

About all that can be said of the economy drive is that 
spending would have been higher without it. The crucial 
question is not whether government spending will rise but 
rather how fast it will rise, and on this, will depend the future 
value of the dollar, the solvency of the United States, the 
financial security of every one of us and the continued ex­
istence of our economic system and form of government. 
For the past few years, the cost of government has been in­
creasing at a rate which the nation cannot sustain.

In a Reader’ s Digest article, entitled “ The Big Issue That 
Political Spenders Would Like To Forget,’ ’ Mr. Charles Ste 
venson makes some cogent observations concerning the conse­
quences of this trend and what must be done to correct it. 
The federal government in the past eight <years, Mr. Steven­
son points out, has cost the U. S. Taxpayers nearly one tril­
lion dollars--more than the federal government has spent 
from its founding to 1954. Under the “ new economics,’ ’ 
deliberate deficits were run when no emergencies warranted 
them, and the result has been inflation, which Mr. Stevenson 
points out, in just seven years’ ’ ...has added a total of $100 
billion to the cost of all purchased goods and services. It 
has stolen $32 billion from our personal savings. It has de­
valued our life-insurance and pension reserves by $30 billion.’ ’

Inflated costs combined ^th growing expenditures mean 
higher taxes at all levels of government. Mr. Stevenson re­
ports that states will spend around $97 billion this year for 
goods and services--m ore than double the outlay at the be­
ginning of the Kennedy-Johnson administration. If this a- 
mount is to be collected from the available 57 million tax- 
paying families and single persons, it will amount to $32 
awe e k  f o r  each.  The federal government plans to take 
$22.3 billion more from individuals and corporations this 
year than it did last year, and for each individual taxpayer, 
this amounts to an additional $390 on an average. People 
of fixed incomes and businesses affected by inflated costs 
but unable to cover them completely by increasing prices are 
in deep trouble. He concludes that we can’ t resurrect the 
dollar of some bygone year without bringing on“ ...a disas­
trous depression. But we can stop the inflation and stabilize 
the dollar. Unless we do, there won’t by any resources at 
all to apply against the plight of the cities, the plight of the 
poor and the defense of the country.’ ’

There is much to support the view that the United States 
is desperately in need of less political labeling and less 
concern over the terms “ liberalism”  or “ conservatism.”  
Our society is not sick and neither is our economy. They are 
both immensely strong, but they are both desperately in need 
of some common sense in the governing of our national af­
fairs.

New Chemical 
Control of Prickly 
Pear In Test State

A n ew experimental chemi­
cal ,  Nopalmate, is  showi ng  
promise o f  g i v i ng  excellent 
prickly pear control in the Rio 
Grande Plains,

Phil Buckley, range scientist 
at Texas A & M University, 
>aid work now underway shows 
that about 98 percent of the 
cactus can be knocked out when 
Nopalmate is properly applied. 
F o r a g e  grass remains un­
harmed.

“ There has been no indica­
tion of a depressant effect on 
the grass cover, composition, 
or production of grass seed­
ling establishment. In fact, an 
actual increase in grass pro­
duction has been observed on a 
4 pounds per acre Nopalmate 
treatment,”  the scientist said.

He added that the chemical 
not only appears to control 
prickly pear but thei^ also is 
some promise of its control of 
brush and various annual weeds.

The chemical acts slower on

frlckly pear than’ the common- 
y used 2,4,5,-T, but it is much 

more effective.
Buckley emphasized that No­

palmate is strictly experimen­
tal, is not commercially avail­
able and has not yet been cleared 
by the federal government.

Frozen foods, including main 
dishes, gourmet items and des­
serts, are featured in many 
stores this month. She points 
out how to keep the foods in 
quality condition, 
quality condition.

Hurry frozen food into the 
refrigerator. One exposure to 
high temperature can cause se­
vere damage. Storing frozen 
food at too high a temperature 
is the most common loss of 
quality.

A storage temperature of 0 
degrees F. or lower is needed 
to maintain the best quality in 
frozen foods. At high freezing

temperatures chemical changes 
cause food to lose color, Ravor, 
characteristic texture and nu­
tritive value.

Is the space you store frozen 
f o o d s  the recommended tem­
perature or close to it? Use 
a thermometer and take the 
temperature reading in several 
locations to check accurately. 
Regulate the temperature con­
trol to obtain and maintain 0 
degrees F. in the warmest spot, 
if possible.

If your equipment does not 
maintain a temperature of 0 
degrees or lower, plan to hold 
frozen foods only a few days 
before you use them.

A WINNING BLOCK

Most people more than 65 
years old stay in the hospi­
tal an average of two weeks, 
twice as long as the average 
stay of younger people. And 
the bill will be twice as large, 
adds Dorthy Taylor.

Persons more than 65 years 
of age often wait to see a physi­
cian until it is too latq because 
they have inadequate resources 
to meet medical expenses, ex­
plains Miss Taylor at Texas 
A & M University.

Some are modest, some hope 
to avoid charity and others do 
not want to burden their fami­
lies. So they put off seeking 
medical attention and hope the 
ailment cures itself.

Some times senior citizens 
try to treat themselves. From 
previous experiences, they feel 
capable of diagnosing their ail­
ment. They may use home 
cures, m e d i c a t i o n s  from 
friends or the wrong medicines, 
warns Miss Taylor.

Senior citizens often are vic­
tims of poor diets. Food fads, 
food habits and lack of interest 
in eating when dining alone may 
lead to poor nutrition, says the 
^ c ia lis t .

The older person’ s diet may 
be determined less by good 
judgment and more by the cost 
of the food or the ease with 
which it may be prepared.

Poor safety habits also can 
bring poor health. Two out of 
three accidents in which aged 
persons are involved occur in 
the home.
