Farm Life Ha* No Appeal  to Peasants
of  France; Children Prefer  City Life

People leave fa rm s in F rance 
largely for the sam e reasons as ev ­
eryw here else E ver since the foun­
dation of the Third republic (nom ­
inally 1870) peasan t children  have 
been getting education, though the 
num ber of illite ra tes  as shown by 
the arm y  conscrip t exam inations is 
surprising ly  high. With education, 
the am bition of the av erag e  peasant 
has been to m ake hia son a gentle­
m an (a  m onsieu r), which m eans 
generally  to get him  a white-collar 
job. His d au g h ter likewise he pre­
fers to m a rry  off to a city desk 
w orker ra th e r  than to a young 
fa rm er, observes a w riter in the 
Chicago Tribune.

By a process which has gone on 
in o ther languages, even the word 
p easan t has fallen into bad repute 
It is now never used in the news 
repo rts  of the P a r is  press When a 
word m ust be used, a peasant is 
called  a cu ltiv a te r The word ferm - 
ler ( fa rm e r)  has never been used 
extensively , and not often would it 
be an ac cu ra te  transla tion  of our 
word farm er.

Even if he cannot get a coveted 
job with the governm ent, the young 
p easan t usually  p refers  to com e to 
the city  and take a chance. He

m ay get on the chain in an auto­
m obile factory or punch tickets in 
a subw ay station.

The average F rench  farm  has not 
been im proved as  the A m erican one 
has within the last generation. The 
radio  is ra re ; autom obiles a re  even 
ra re r . The s tandard  of living is 
undoubtedly h igher than before th* 
w ar, and cu rren ts  of life now flow 
freely through the F rench  coun try ­
side, but the p easan t still th inks of 
his life as a dull one

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CZECHOSLOVAKIA

Exactly 20 years ago little Czechoslovakia em erged from ruins 
of the Austro-Hungarian empire. Today, on her birthday anniver­
sary, is she being swallowed by Germany? Since Hitler's Austrian 
coup more than half the Czech frontier teem s with Nazi activity. 
Along this frontier live Sudeten Germans, pro-Nazi, who seek  
autonomy and eventual annexation by Germany. The Sudetens have 
just grievances because their trade was stifled when they were

joined to Czechoslovakia by the treaty 
of St. Germaine in 1919. But they are 

m a k in g  mountains of molehills.

I President of Czechoslovakia is 
Eduard Benes (shown with his 

wife), one of Europe's sm artest lit­
tle statesm en. To pacify Sudetens  
he has made many concessions,  
seeking meanwhile to maintain the

principles of Thom as Garrigue 
Masaryk, father of the Czech re­
public. But when he closed the 
German border during a recent 
election, two Sudetens were killed 
and the Nazis made much of it.

2 No heroes ever received m o re  elaborate 
funerals than the two Sudeten “ vic­

tim s,” who could have saved their lives by 
obeying regulations. The w o rld  was made 
to watch the burial service, a much-pub­
licized event admittedly d e s ig n e d  to in­

flame Sudetens against tbe Czech govern­
ment. Meanwhile President Benes kept 
his lingers crossed during a period of Euro­
pean high tension unequaled since World 
war days. At last both Czechs and Ger­
mans withdrew border reinforcements.

The Czech 
army is perhaps the best armed xmnll 
force in Europe, strong in artillery, anti­
aircraft. tanks and machine guns.

p  IE-A POT and Long Lodge, Cree 
* ch iefta ins, audacious w arrio rs  
and v e te ran s of m any a sc ra p  with 
o ther tribes, ruled th e ir  villages 
with an iron hand. They w ere hap ­
py, prosperous and had very  little 
trouble Shortly a f te r  th e  com ing 
of the “ red coated  pony so ld iers of 
the G re a t W hite M other," the Pie-a- 
Pot and Long Lodge tr ib es  of C rees 
had been given a splendid re se rv a ­
tion with tim b er and gam e and fish 
in abundance. T here  they had se t­
tled down peacefully .

And then one day, to the aston ish­
m ent of all concerned , P ie-a-P o t and 
Long Lodge o rdered  th e ir  trib esm en  
to pull s tak es, for the two tribes 
w ere going for a ram b le  across tha 
country  w ithout having any particu ­
lar destination  in view. The hand­
ful of white se ttle rs  becam e a bit 
a la rm ed , but th e ir  a la rm  subsided 
when they observed the P ie-a-Pota 
and Long Lodges w ere orderly .

In tim e the P ie-a-P ots and Long 
Lodges cam e ac ro ss  a la rg e  party  
of white m en digging up the ground 
and also laying thin strip s  of iron 
or steel ac ro ss  the flat p ra irie . 
“ W hat is all th is?” inquired the 
m ajes tic  P ie-a-Pot. “ Oh . . . ju s t 
building a ra ilro a d ,” rep lied  one of 
the w orkm en. The C rees m oved 
on into the w est and when they w ere 
about a m ile or so p as t the end of 
steel the two ch iefs o rdered  the 
tr ib es  to p itch  cam p.

Slowly but surely  the end of steel 
c rep t clo ser and c loser tow ard  the 
Cree encam pm en t and it w as la te r 
discovered th a t the cam p  w as situ ­
ated on the righ t of way of the ra il­
road. As the end of steel m oved 
closer and closer, eng ineers and 
forem en parleyed  with P ie-a Pot 
and Long Lodge, en tre a tin g  them  
to move e ith er to the rig h t o r left, 
olT the righ t of w ay, so th a t the 
work could go on w ithout unneces­
sa ry  delays. The ch iefs stood firm , 
and in tim e refused  to p arley  fur­
the r with the eng ineers in charge .

Then, one fine m orning Pie-a-Po4 
and Long Lodge w ere visited  by two 
red-coated horsem en , a se rg e an t 
and constab le of the N orthw est 
Mounted Police The a rg u m e n t w as 
soon going aga in , and m a tte rs  
reached  such a s tage  th a t the  se r­
geant inform ed them  th a t they had 
b e tte r m ove or he would do the m ov­
ing for them . P ie  a-Pot let out a 
ninety horse-pow er howl, and soon 
the se rg e an t and constab le  w ere 
surrounded  by hundreds of howling, 
painted C rees out for blood and 
scalps and the com plete des truc tion  
of the w hite invaders. D uring a 
lull in the m elee, the se rg e an t took 
out his w atch  and told P ie-a-Pot 
th a t he would give him  exactly  IS 
m inutes to m ove off th a t ra ilroad  
right-of-way. In stan tly  th e re  was 
ano ther dem onstra tion  of anger and 
trucu lence, and the two Men of the 
M ounted sa t th e ir  sadd les as best 
they could in the m illing mob. As 
the last tick of the fifteenth m in­
ute passed  into e te rn ity , the se r­
geant of the N orthw est M ounted Po­
lice d ism ounted rig h t into the m idst 
of th a t b loodthirsty  m ob. He forced 
his way th rough it and w alked righ t 
over to P ie-a-P o t's  teepee and 
kicked the keypole down. While 
squaw s and ch ild ren  howled and 
sc ream ed  under the collapsed tepee, 
the se rg e an t w alked to  the next 
tepee and kicked the keypole of 
tha t one down. F rom  one to the
other th a t lone se rg e an t strode.
kicking keyp<^les down until every
tepee w as fliit. Young bucks and
*o-cal led "b ra ives* followed close on
his he■els. puslhing against him , m ak-m- f ,ices at 1him. cursing  him , and
doing all the■y c ould to annoy or
fright en mm. but the se rg ean t ju st
kept right on ng until all tepees
were 1 in !ip ite of the ir prox-

b e tte r not get into any m ore argu ­
m ents with them . T hese red coats 
•vere bad m edicine At any ra te , as 
the ch iefta in s saw  the hopetessness 
of fu rth e r res is tan ce , they m u tte red  
a fe w  w ords to nearby  tribesm en , 
and within two hours the P ie-a-Pots 
and Long Lodges w ere heading for 
the ir rese rv a tio n  En route P ie a- 
Pot chanced to rem em b er that if 
he d id n 't tiehave h im self the G rea t 
White M other would stop sending

In convenient c h a r t 
fo rm , it shows w hat foods should 
be included in the d ie t every  day 
and gives the s ta n d a rd  am ount for 
each  food. T here  a re  also skele­
ton m enus outlined by food c lassi­
fications, which enab le  you to plan 
balanced  m enus for every  m eal 
by m ak ing  a choice from  each 
group  of requ ired  foods.

I u rge every  hom em aker to 
w rite  for th is c h a rt and use it 
daily . Then you won’t m ake such 
com m on m is tak es  as  serv ing  a 
d ried  legum e as  a vegetab le a t a 
m eal in which m e a t is used, which 
tends to co n cen tra te  too m uch pro­
te in  in one m e a l; o r choosing a 
too-heavy d esse rt following a m ain  
cou rse  th a t is overly rich  in ca rb o ­
hy d ra te s .

60 Per Cent Carbohydrate*

C arb o h y d ra tes  should form  at 
le a s t 60 p e r  cen t of the supply of 
food fuel. R arely  a re  m enus de­
ficient in ca rb o h y d ra tes , because 
they a re  so widely d istribu ted  in 
such  com m on foods as ce rea ls , 
b read , po ta toes, m acaro n i prod­
ucts, sw eets, and sw eet fru its  and 
vege tab les, such as  o ranges, 
g rap es, apples and peas.

F a ts  should supply about 20 per 
ce n t of the ca lo ric  conten t of the 
diet. They are  ob ta ined  from  but­
te r, m a rg a rin e , c re am , egg yolk, 
sa lad  d ressin g s, vegetab le oils and 
the  fa t of m ea ts .

A protein food should be provid­
ed a t  each  m ea l. M eat, poultry , 
fish, eggs, cheese, m ilk and m ost 
nu ts supply com plete protein . Ce­
re a ls  and legum es furnish  incom ­
p le te  p rotein  which m ay be sup­
plem ented  by the com plete pro­
te in  of milk.

crowding the ir way up for a chance 
a t the heavyw eight belt which dusky 
Jack  Johnson had won from Jim  
Jeffries.

But it’s going to take a m ighty 
good m an to give Joe  any com pe­
tition, on the basis of his sensational 
knockout of the c ra fty  Schm eling, 
F ro m  all ap p earan ces he is going 
to be the top-m an heavyw eight for 
a num ber of y ea rs  to com e T here 
w as considerab le doubt about that 
before the fight, p articu la rly  in view 
of his knockout in 1936 by Schm el­
ing and his indifferent showing a 
while back aga in st the m ediocre 
T om m y F a r r .

Joe showed he w as a g rea t ch am ­
pion, though, and finally m ade good 
the predictions m ade about his fistic 
genius two years ago when he was 
knocking all opposition cold and be­
fore he m et Schm eling the first 
tim e,

Schm eling w asn’t in Louis' flight 
th is tim e. It w as a m assac re  from  
the s ta r t . Louis sm othered  the puz­
zled G erm an  with fists and had him 
an the canvas a lm ost a s  soon as 
Ihe fight s ta rted . He clubbed him  
low n tw ice m ore before the fight 
w as stopped. The kidney punch 
which Max said  disabled  him  and 
which necessita ted  his having hos­
p ita l trea tm e n t a fte rw ard  for a 
broken v erteb ra  w as delivered  afte r 
Louis had rocked M ax with blows 
to the head.

8200,000 a Minute
Louis had the distinction  of being 

the only cham pion  in history  to 
knock out an opponent before the 
first round was over. He also set a 
new w orld 's reco rd  for earnings. 
His sh a re  of the gate  w as $400,000,

JO E  LOUIS

m aking his tim e w orth approxi­
m ately  $200,000 per m inute, or 
$3,225 80 per second.

P rom oters will probably look In 
vain for anyone in the p resen t crop 
of heavyw eights sufficiently handy 
with his fists to relieve Joe of his 
crown. Only th ree  fighters of today 
would stand an outside chance: 
Max B aer, who rehab ilita ted  his 
repu ta tion  as a big-tim e perform er 
when he fought Tom m y F a r r  rec en t­
ly ; Tony G alento, who has been 
called the "h u m an  punching b a g " ; 
and G unnar B arlund, the doughty 
Swede, who stopped Buddy B aer 
Just when tha t young m an seem ed 
headed tow ard a ring ca reer.

Max is scheduled to m eet Joe  in 
S eptem ber for a c rack  a t the title. 
How m uch of a fight Max would be 
able to m ake aga in st the cham pion 
is ex trem ely  p rob lem atical. The 
B aer who knocked out Schm eling, 
C a m e ra  and o thers would m ake a 
good showing.

But the B aer who lost to Brad- 
dock and Louis w ouldn 't s tand  the 
ghost of a show. Max B aer 's  
chances for fu tu re success depend 
on his physical condition and on his 
m en ta l s ta te . He can  beat fighters 
he th inks he can beat, if he is in 
condition. In or out of condition he 
would be a push-over for Louis un­
less he conquered the Jitters  that 
had him  shaking Just before his 
previous fight w ith Louis.

Night Clubs Out
B aer c laim s he is in condition 

and th a t he will tra in  faithfully and 
th is seem s to be borne out by the 
facts. He has cu t out the night club 
stuff since his m a rr ia g e  and the 
b irth  of his son. His decisive vic­
tory over Tom m y F a r r  of England, 
m ore decisive than  Louis scored 
over F a r r ,  ind icates he is telling 
the tru th . He is only tw enty-nine 
y ea rs  old. When he 's  right he can 
h it hard  enough to knock anybody 
out.

If M a i ca n 't stop l.ou it and the 
odds a re  th a t he w on't, then G alen­
to and Barlund a re  all th a t stand  In 
the way. That Is. until a m odern 
crop of White Hopes begins to fight 
Its way up for the chance to m eet 
the Brown Bom ber.

Babe Manager ?
X lf H E N  the canny L arry  Me- 
’ » Phall, business m anager of the 

Brooklyn Dodgers, signed Babe 
Kuth as coach recently , he not only 
added thousands of dollars a year to 
the pulling power of the llodgera at 
the tu rnstiles, but he aroused one 
speculation th a t Intrigues sports 
fans everyw here. Will the Babe be 
Brooklyn's next m anager?

F rom  all indications the popular­
ity of M anager Burleigh G rim es is

waning rapidly , not only with ths 
fans but with the m anagem en t. 
While the announcem ent of R u th 's  
appoin tm ent as coach broke as sud­
den new s, those on the inside say  
negotiations have been under way 
for w eeks and tha t it was Ruth h im ­
self who sold the m anagem en t on 
the idea of signing him .

T here isn’t m uch chance of a 
sw itch until the season is over, If 
it does occur then. The Babe has 
been aw ay from  the gam e long 
enough to be just a bit rusty . M ore­
over, he will have to acquain t h im ­
self with the stren g th  and w eak­
nesses of National league team s and 
players. But by next year, the in­
siders say , he will be ready .

W hat kind of a m an ag e r would 
Ruth m ake? B aseball m en a re  
unanim ous on the sub jec t of his ab il­
ity. They say he has baseball sense 
—an asse t you m ust be born with. 
One au thority  dec la re s  th e re  never 
w as an  outfielder in the  m a jo rs  who 
m ade few er m istakes than  the Babe. 
This instinct guides a m a n ag e r as 
well as a p layer in m aking  d e­
cisions, the resu lts  of which will 
win or lose ball gam es.

F ans everyw here have wondered 
why Kuth hasn ’t been given a m a n ­
a g e r 's  Job up to now. Colonel Kup- 
pert, owner of the New York Yank- 
kees, gave the Babe serious consid­
era tion  for the Job, but decided oth­
erw ise because he believed the 
hom e-run king was too happy-go- 
lucky.
