“ Anyone can have TB and 
not know it,”  says Mrs. L.L. 
Ledger, Christmas Seal Chair­
man of Coryell county. The 
Campaim supports the Central 
Texas T.B.-R.D. Association.

“ There are no symptons in 
the earliest stage of active 
TB,”  Mrs. Ledger says. “ You 
may not know you are sick 
and spreading germs to 
others.”

“ But there are ways to find 
out.”

Taking a tuberculin skin test 
is a first step, according to 
Mrs. Le<iger. The results of 
the test tell you if there are 
TB germs in your body. And 
your doctor can give you the 
results in a few days. If 
the tests indicate theprescence 
of TB germs, other including 
laboratory tests, will be used 
to confirm the results.

“ The really langerous thing 
about TB is wtun it is un- 
detecte<i,”  Mr L- iger says. 
“ When TB is d ’ '̂Cted, thedan- 
ger disappears.”

Pills , according to Mrs. 
I.e<lger, can cure active TB. 
And pills can prevent a tuber­
culous infection from develop­
ing into active T.B. “ Today 
we have the knowled:!e to wipe 
out TB comptftel),”  she says.

“ But not everyone takes advan­
tage of that knowledge.”

If you do have TB, Mrs. 
Ledger says, most of your 
treatment can take place at 
home. But treatment may be­
gin in a hospital where doc­
tors can take tests and find the 
best combination of drugs for 
you.

“ Today more and more TB 
patients are treated in general 
hospitals,”  she says. “ It is 
no longer necessary to isolate 
patients in special hospitals 
for long periods. Taking pills 
can make a TB patient non- 
contagious in a few days.”

If you have TB and do not 
know it, you eventually develop 
symptons. “ As the disease 
progresses undetected, you feel 
fatigue, weakness, and irrita­
bility,”  she says. “ You may 
develop a low-grade fever, a 
rapid pulse rate, and, finally 
night sweats.”  Weight loss 
and shortness of breath are 
signs of well-developed di­
sease.

Even if the tuberculin test 
shows no disease is present 
people should take the test«very 
year with the annual check­
up,”  she says. “ A.nyone can 
get TB. Just by breathing 
in germs.”

“ And the sooner you find out 
the safer life will be. For 
you---aml those around you.”

dents opposed to the anti-Viet­
nam war protest movement, 
declared today that enemies of 
the United States are aided 
by Americans who abuse their 
freedom of speech.

The veteran lawmaker reit­
erated a position he has pub­
licly stated before: Tell North 
Vietnam to start taking the 
Paris Peace negotiations ser­
iously, and if they don’ t do so 
promptly, launch an all-out at­
tack against them.

Congratulating the Baylor 
students on their understanding 
of the basic issues involved 
in the Vietnam conflict, Poage 
acknowledged the right of pro­
testers around the country to 
have their say, but contented 
their views encourage the en­
emy to hold out at the ex­
pense of countless American 
lives.

“ Suppose we were receiving 
daily n ew ^ p er and television 
reports to the effect that the 
ruling officials in Hanoi were 
badly split as to how to con­
duct the war and that a great 
many of them were advocation 
many of them were advocating 
“ unconditional surrender,’ ’ the 
Congressman said.

“ Suppose we saw pictures of 
thousands of students marching 
through the streets of Hanoi, 
demanding the removal of all 
North Vietnamese troops from 
South Vietnam. Suppose we 
were daily viewing undiscip­
lined marchers in Hanoi de­
stroying property, pushing the 
policy aside and denouncing the 
leadership of their own gov­
ernment.

“ Would we not feel that we had 
just about won the war? Is’nt 
this the picture which the North 
Vietnamese are getting from the 
United States? Is it any wonder 
that in the face of such reports 
they refuse to negotiate?

“ Is it not to be expected 
that under such circumstances 
they will fight on and continue 
to kill American boyslongafter 
they could have reasonably been 
expected to make peace?

“ By any reasonable criteria 
are we not forced to the con­
clusion that the action of these 
demonstrators is prolonging the 
war and is causing unnecessary 
loss of life among the Amer­
ican troops?

Poage said he would not deny 
even the dumbest person the 
right to ^ a k  so long as he 
was not hurting someone else.

“ But when he hollers ‘ Are’ 
in a crowded theater, when 
there is no fire, he is men- 
ancing the life of other peo­
ple and we properly provide 
that he should be punished,’ ’ 
he continued.

“ When any ciUten encourag­
es our enemies to continue 
the fight and thereby brings a- 
bout the loss of American lives, 
1 think he should be restrains;!. 
In any event, there can be 
no question but what he should 
be answered and 1 think the 
answer is clear. There is 
no way to negotiate at the 
peace table when one party 
refuses to discuss peace.

“ For a year and a half we 
have withheld the use of our 
most effective arms in the hope 
that the North Vietnamese would 
seriously discuss peace. They 
still refuse, and 1 think it is 
clear that they refuse because 
they can hope to win that which 
they could not win on the bat- 
Uefield.”

Poage then told his audience 
that anti-Vietnam protesters 
who promoted the “ Mora­
torium”  would beat a retreat

without regard to the fate of 
a million South Vietnamese 
who would be liquidated by Com­
munists, and without thought 
o f cons^uences beyond Viet­
nam.

“ How long does anyone sup­
pose the Phillipines could stand ■ 
i f  we run from South Vietnam?”  
he asked. “ Malaysia and In­
donesia have both barely staved 
off Communist attacks in the 
pest. What hope would there 
be for them in the future?”

“ 1 know that the critics say 
we are fighting the wrong war 
in the wrong place,”  he ad­
ded.

“ As far as 1 am concern­
ed, I would rather fight in the 
valley of the Mekong than in 
the valley of the Braxos. 1 
would rather fight on the west 
side of the China Sea than on 
the east side of the North Pa­
cific. The point is that mere 
retreat does not solve our prob­
lems. It simply brings them 
home.

Poara then commended Pres­
ident Richard Nixon for refusing 
to announce any kind of time 
table for withdrawing Ameri­
can tro<^s from South Viet­
nam.

“ Like the President and like 
practically every other Ameri­
can,”  he continued “ 1 want 
to bring this war to an honora­
ble end and mt our boys home 
with the snnaflest possible loss 
now and in the future. As 
1 see it, the real question con­
fronting us is, how do we do 
this? To me the answer is 
clear. THE WAY TO END 
THIS WAR IS TO WIN IT, and 
it is obvious that it is not going 
to be won at the negotion table 
unless and until the Communists 
understand that they cannot gain 
military victory simply by wait­

ing for us to withdraw.”
After voicing aggreement 

that the South Vietnamese 
should be equipped with sophis­
ticated weapons, and trained 
to use them against North Viet­
namese who already are using 
the best of Russian equipment, 
Poage said:

“ It may take years for them 
to obtain an expertise compara­
ble to that of the North. That 
means that for a long time to 
come we are going to have to 
keep a large number of Ameri­
can troops in Vietnam. Even 
though we call them ‘ support’ 
rather than ‘combat’ troops, 
our boys are going to continue 
to suffer casualties. You simply 
can’ t win a war just by taking 
the defensive. We must destroy 
the enemy and destroy his will 
to fight.”

After pointing out that he has 
previously suggested we should 
tell the North Vietnamese to 
enter into serious negotiations 
at the Peace table or be hit 
by an all-out American attack, 
the Congressman said:

“ This would probably mean 
that we would have to occupy 
Hanoi.

“ To do so we would undoubtly 
suffer sharp losses, but the 
time span of these losses would 
be minimized. I believe our 
total losses would be tor less 
than they will be if our troops 
engage in a long holding ac­
tion, and certainly in this man­
ner we could expect to regain 
the respect and confidence of 
the people of all parts of the 
world.

“ In this way, and in this 
way only, we would teach the 
Communists that aggression 
does not pay.”
