GUARDSMEN HONORED BY TOWN AND STAH FRIDAY
Gfttesville and Texas wel­

comed home the 120 officers 
and men of thé 113 L i^ t  Main­
tenance Company Friday with 
a mid-morning celebration at 
the F irst Baptist Church. «

The Company was the only 
Texas Nations.’ Guard unit to 
be called to active duty, during

the Vietnam War. The unit 
was activated in May of 1968 
as part of the nationwide call­
up of 20,000 men.

During the 19 month active 
duty period, the Maintenance 
Co. was stationed at Fort Sill, 
Oklahoma in support of artil­
lery training units. Approxi-

mately 40 of the guardsmen 
were transferred to battlefield 
assignments in Vietnam while 
the unit was on active duty.

The unit comprised of Gates- 
ville, Lampasas, and Central 
Texas men arrived in Gates- 
ville December 4 to begin de­
activation processing.

By Dies, Miller And Military

Secretary of State, Martin 
Dies, cited the Gatesville Guard 
Unit at the Welcome Home 
Ceremonies for the 113th Light 
Maintenance Company, Friday

Joining Dies in the praise 
of the men o f the 113tn was 
Mayor Bob M iller, Lt. Gen. 
Beverly Powell; Major Gen. 
Ross Ayers; Chamber of Com­
merce President Bob Edwards, 
and Lions Club Presdient, Paul 
Bromser.

Mayor M iller expressed the 
*'pride in our men who have 
served so honorably while on 
active duty.”  Chamber Presi­
dent, Edwards gave the men 
a warm welcome in simple 
words— “ glad to have you guys 
back.”

Dies, representing Govenor 
Preston Smith, delivered the 
principle address. Dies com­
pleted speech is as follows:

On behalf of Govenor of 
Texas, Govenor Preston Smith, 
it is my distinct honor to be 
a part of this welcome home 
ceremonies and to congraulate 
you for the services you have 
rendered your nation and your 
state. Governor Smith asked 
me to apoliglze for his ab­
sence, but as the State ap­
proaches a population of 12 
million the demands on the 
Govenor’ s time are almost un­
believable. However, he wanted 
me to personally thank each and 
everyone of you for your un­
selfish and devoted, services to

the State and say to you “ Wel­
come home.”  He also asked 
me to invite each of you to visit 
him in his office in the capitol.

The National Guard o f Texas 
is an integral and important 
part o f the Armed Forces of 
the United States. It has dis­
tinguished itself in six major 
call-ups Federally- as follows: 
Mexican border campaign 1916- 
All then existing units; World 
War I- all units; World War 11- 
36th Infantry Division and 111th 
Fighter Reconnaissance Unit; 
Korean War- Various Air Na­
tional Guard Units; Berlin C ri­
sis 1961- 49th Armored Div. 
Vietnam- 113th Light Equipment 
Maintenance Company.

senting Govenor Preston Smith, 
and local officials.

Secretary Dies commended 
the unit for its service and 
sacrifice over the past months. 
Over the years the Texas Na­
tional Guard has answered the 
call six times for major fed­
eral action. He listed the 1916 
Mexican Border campaign. 
World Wars I and 11, Korea, 
Berlin crisis, and Vietnam. The 
Gatesville guard unit was in­
volved in the Berlin crisis as 
part of the 49th Armored Di­
vision and most recently the 
Vietnam War.

The hour long ceremony in­
cluded presentations by Lt. Sen. 
Beverly E. Powell, Command­
ing General of lU Corps and 
Ft. Hood. Chief Warrant Of­
ficer, Paul Dean received a 
Bronze Star Medal. Dean serv­
ed in Vietnam.

First Lt. William S. Wright 
and CW2 Lee Roy Johnson re­
ceived Army Commadation 
Medals.

Army Commadation Citations 
were awarded to James E. Ber­
ry, J.B. Coopet, Curtis H. 
Gholke, Gayle Squyres, John 
W. Ford, Louis C. Schange, 
and Gary R. Mitchell.

Each member of the unit 
received the Federal Service 
Medal during the ceremonies. 
Ten men received other awards 
including one bronze star, two 
Army Commadation MedUls, 
and seven Letter o f Comma­
dation citation.

Unit citations were award­
ed by Lt. Col. Geroge Harper 
from the National Guard As­
sociation o f Texas, a represen­
tation of the Ft. Sill Artillery 
School and Bob Edwards of the 
Gatesville Chamber of Com­
merce presented a plaque in 
behalf of Gatesville and Cor­
yell county.

The Troops were dismissed 
it noon and attended a bar- 
lecue luncheon with their fam- 
lies and ^ c i a l  guests at the 
Baptist Church.

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In addition it stands ready at 
the call of the Govenor as a 
state militia in case of cata­
strophe, riots or insurrection 
within our state.

In this day and age o f riots 
and insurrection it is a com­
forting thought to know that we 
have within our state National 
Guard forces capable of within 
a few hours o f defending and 
protecting our homes and cities 
from those who would take the 
law into their own hands.

Much is said these days about 
“ Image”  and there have been 
some news stories that the “ Im­
age”  o f the National Guard 
is in some quarters not good. 
To me this is not understand­
able and either stems from a 
lack of information or a lack of 
Patriotism on the part of its 
critics. For our Texas Na­
tional Guard, just as our fight­
ing men all over the world are 
our protection from those with­
in and without vdx> wish to see 
the American Society destroy­
ed.

And let me say right here and 
now that there are some people 
today who regard themselves 
as being of the intelligentsia 
and you know the intelligentsia 
were defined by Thomas Jef­
ferson as those educated beyond 
their Intelligence- who say that 
love of Country, Patriotism, and 
even Religion are outmoded and 
old fashioned in todays world. 
And having been a fighting man 
myself, I know that War is 
more abhorred by those who 
have seen it closely than by 
anybody else. The soldier is 
the first to pray for peace be­
cause in War be pays the high­
est price. I hope and pray 
that War- the greatest of Man's 
degradations- will one day be 
re^aced by brotherly love, but 
until that day comes, and God 
knows it is not here now, there 
remains but the strength of the 
United States of America and the 
resolution to use that strength.

Dissent and protest are a part 
of our institutions o f freedom 
that are guaranteed by the con­
stitution and no sane Texan or 
American would wish to see 
them denied. But there is a 
limit to which even a Demo­
cratic Country such as ours 
must tolerate. And for those 
in our society who preach open 
revolution, disobedience to law, 
draft card burning and riots, 
it is time for the rest o f us 

who are proud of our country 
and do believe in our country’ s 
Institutions to say to them “ We 
are not going to permit you to 
pull the walls down on top of 
us and if you do not like this 
country and her Institutions you 
are Invited to find some other 
place in the world that suits 
you better, and if you lack the 
fore to pay for the transporta­
tion our government will pro­
vide that also.”

On April 21 o f this year, 
Govenor Smith sent me as his 
representative to the ceremony 
celebrating the battle of San 
Jacinto. In reviewing myself 
of this heroic feat I was again 
inspired .and humbled by the 
courage and the will to win 
of Houston’ s little Army. At 
3:45 p.m. that afternoon, 
Houston ordered a charge into 
General Santa Anna’ s army of 
many more men. The Texas 
band, consisting of one fife and

Cummings of Houston and Mal- 
ouf Abraham of Canadian.

Judge Truman Roberts To 
Seek Criminal Appeals Court Seat

District Judge, Truman Rob­
erts of Hamilton announced last 
week that he is  a csuildate 
for the Court of Criminal Ap­
peals o f the State of Texas.

Roberts is seeking the seat 
presently held by Judge Er­
nest (Dick) Belcher of Stephen- 
ville. Belcher indicated last 
week that he would not be a 
canidate for re-election.

The Court of Criminal Ap­
peals is the state’s highest 
court in criminal proceedings 
and ranks beside the State Su­
preme Court which is the states 
highest court in civil matters. 
The court was expanded in 1965 
from three members to five 
members.

Earl Smith, a San Angelo 
attorney, also announced as a 
canidate for the office last week.

In event that Judge Roberts 
should foil in his bid for the 
seat he will continue in his 
post as 52nd District Judge 
for Coryell, Hamilton, and 
Comanche Counties. He was 
elected last year to a second

four year term as District 
Judge.

In the event that Judge Rob­
erts should win the Appeals 
Court seat the District Judge 
vacancy would be filled ap­
pointment by Govenor Pres­
ton Smith.

Judges of the CourtofCrim i- 
nal Appeals are elected for six 
year terms.

Judge Roberts Is well known 
over the state in law and poli­
tical circles as a stern but dig­
nified and fair administrator 
of justice. He has been the 
presiding judge t<r many trials 
receiving state-wide attention.

Roberts has served on sev­
eral state bar and legislative 
committees and is presently 
a member of the Govenor’ s 
Criminal Justice Council and an 
advisor to the youth affairs 
committee of the State Senate. 
He is on the committee to re­
vise the penal code of Texas; 
the committee on pattern of 
jury instruction in special is-

sues and the joint bar-news 
media committee on free press 
and free trial.

A native of Crawford, Judge 
Roberts was a captain in the 
Army during World War II 
and served in the Pacific Thea­
ter. He was a Tank Destroy­
er officer and took part in 
landing in the Palau Islands.

He received his law degree 
from Baylor University in 1948 
and opened his first law prac ­
tice in Hico a short time later. 
He was appointed county at­
torney in 1950 and elected dis­
trict attorney in 1956.

Roberts is married to the 
former Gloria StevensofValley 
Mills and they have two chil­
dren, Robyn (16) and Tracy 
(12), both students in Hamilton 
schools. Mrs. Roberts teaches 
at Jonesboro.

Judge Roberts is a member 
of the First United Methodist 
Church in Hamilton and teaches 
a Sunday school class.

“ Texas election laws should 
provide foirness and equitable­
ness for canidates, political 
rarties and the public alike,”  
^ a k e r  Mutscher said. “ Rep­
resentative Salter served as 
vice chairman of the House 
Standing Committee on Elec­
tions during the regular session 
of the Legislature and I am well 
pleased that he will be working 
with the study committee dur- 
Ingthe Interim.”

The enabling resolution, 
H. S. R. 385, explains that a 
number of amendments have 
been made to the Texas Elec­
tion Code since its adoption 
’ n 1951, but there are ^ 1  . 
»any areas of conflict and am- 
dguities which require revis­
e s  and corrections.

The committee will make its 
report, Including findings and 
recommendations and drafts of 
any legislation concerning the 
Texas Election Code to the 
62nd Legislature when it con - 
venes in January, 1971.

SMALL FARM BENEFITS 
INCLUDED IN 1970 PROGRAM

JUDGE ROBERTS

Small Farm benefits are in­
cluded in the 1970 upland cot­
ton program, according to Ster- 
llpg Barnard, Vice-Chairman 
of the (State, County) Agricul- 
tural Stabilization and Con- 
servation (ASC) Committee.

Small form payments will be 
11.95 cents a pound times the 
form projected cotton yield 
times 35 percent of the form 
allotment. These payments will 
be made only to producers with 
cotton allotments of ten acres 
or less or those who have a 
projected production of 3,600 
pounds or less on their allot­
ment, To earn this payment 
a former must sign up for the 
voluntary cotton program and 
comply with the program provi­
sions. He may plant no cotton, 
some cotton or his entire al­
lotment and still receive the 
special small farm payment.

The small form payments 
provision does not apply where 
the transfer o f allutiuenlb

created a small cotton farm. 
That is, Barnard explained, if 
a producer with a 20-acre al­
lotment leased 15 acres for 
transfer o ff his farm, he is 
not eligible tor ’ he small form 
rayment on his remaining 
5-acre allotment. Nor Is a 
small form which is created by 
release of allotment acres el­
igible for s i i i l l  «■'m payment.

All cotton prudcers who 
sign up in the 1970 program and 
comply with pr>.gram pro­
visions will bo eligible for reg­
ular price-sqAiott payments of 
16.80 cents a pou/1 times the 
form’ s projected yield times the 
cotton acreage planted within 
the farm’s domestic allotment. 
(The domestic allotment is 65 
percent of the regular cotton 
allotment for the form.)

All tton producers in the 
1970 r gram also will be elig­
ible r price-support loans 
based i a national average loan 
rate . 20.25 cents a pound

one drum, struck up "Come 
To the Bower”  the cry went 
up "Remember the Alamo”  and 
twenty minutes later Santa 
Anna's army was in complete 
rout and was defeated, what 
did this battle produce? It 
produced Texas and much of 
the Western part of the United 
States as we know it today. 
Because o f the courage and the 
willingness of those men to lay 
down their lives on that April 
21 of 1836, you and I are pri- 
viledged to live in the greatest 
State in the Union.

Somehow we have failed to 
communicate this message to 
all of our young people, be­
cause as I viewed the thousands 
who marched on the capitol 
in Austin to stop the war in 
Vietnam, I couldn’ t help but 
compare their demonstrations 
with the Fourth of July demon­
strations I had witnessed when 
I was a boy. I feel real sure 
that unless we can rekindle 
that spark of Patriotism in the 
hearts of all our people and 
make them realize that all the 
world yearns for what we have 
here in America that we are in 
deep trouble.

It strikes me as a fine thing 
that almost none of this type 
of criticism of our country 
comes from any of the Armed 
Forces, past or present.
