Ag Agent Receives

Inquiries
on Spider Mites

There has been numerous
inquires about the control of
red spider mites in small grain
in Coryell County,

Mite damages is more se-
vere in grain growing on land
which was planted to small
grain in previous years, Crop
rotation with crops other than
small grains reduces infesta-
tions, The mites are very
small ranging in 1/32 to 1/16
inch in length. The adult red
spider mite has 4 pair of red-
dish-orange legs and the body
is dark brown with a bluish
cast, This pestfeedsprimarily
at night remaining around the
base of the plant during the day,
Early morning or lakafternoon
will be the best time to check
small grain fields for these
mites said Don Callahan, County
Agricultural Agent,

For control of these use of
Parathion, the use of 1 1/2
to 2 1/2 pints per acre, Ma-
lathion of 80% one and one half
to two pints per acre are re-
commended,

Where small grain is grazed
all livestock should be removed
for 7 days with Malathion and
15 days with use of Parathion,

Malathion is less effective
than parathion, but maybe used
where a less toxic material is
preferred,

This will be my last report
to Texans this year aad I would
like to take this opportunity to
look back over! 1969 and re-
view some of the Senate’s
achievements which I believe
most significant,

I believe the single most
significant Senate action this
year was our &pproval of the
Safeguard Anti-Ballistc Mis-
sile System, Installation of
the ABM system will protect
our land-based nuclear deter-
rent force, Horrible as it is
to contemplate, this nation’s
capability to devastate any-ag-
gressor nation which delivers
a nuclear attack upon us does
provide us with-a high degree
of assurance that such an ag-
gressor nation will refrain from
launching any such attack, It
may well be that our deterrent
capability has already averted
holocaust or that it may do

I was practically pleased that

Now let me turn to the re-
cent tax bill passed by the
Senate, 1 voted against final
passage of the bill because
I felt that overall, the bill was
extremely inflationary, I felt
that the tax reductions, and the
increase in social security
which the bill was amended to
provide, would actually soon be
eaten up by the rising living
costs which the legislation
would foster, I felt that the
apparent tax relief included in
the bill was only illusionary and
that in the long run, the bill
would spawn a new round of in-
flation and that the result would
be an actual loss in the amount
of goods and services that we
as individuals would be able
to purchase with our hard-
earned money,

There were however a few
aspects of the tax bill whichI
had strongly supported and
which I believe are needed,
For example, I co-sponsored
an amendment which would al-
low a tax credit of up to $325 for
any taxpayer paying tuition and
fees of a student at any college
or university, This measure
would not only greatly benefit
the individual taxpayer suf-
fering the financial burden of
sending his children through
college; but it would also con-
stitute the channeling of funds
into educational facilities with-
out bureaucratic interference
and red tape,

Another significant piece of
legislation passed by the Sen-
ate this year was the Housing
Act of 1969, As ranking Re-
publican of the Senate’s Housing
and Urban Affairs subcom-
mittee, I played a part in the
formulation of that legislation,
I believe that it was important
that the Senate approved the
essence of an amendment I of-
fered designed to insure that
the Department of Housing and
Urban Development would not
be barred from the utilization of
new technology being developed
in the housing industry in the
construction of federally-as-
sisted, good quality, low cost,
housing, Only this past week
HUD, announced the finalists
in a nationwide competition the
department has been sponsoring
designed to encourage the hous-
ing industry to come up with
new and imaginative innovations
which will facilitate the con-
struction of a large amount
of good standard housing which
is needed throughout our na-
tion, This competitioniscalled
“QOperation Breakthrough,'” I
believe it is vital that the new
technology encouraged by “‘Op-
eration Breakthrough’’ actually
be utilized and that is why I
offered my amendment,

There has been other
achievements of this Congress,
but I feel that the ones I have
mentioned here are of partic-
ular importance,

I will resume my weekly re-
ports to Texans next year
shortly after the Senate recon-
venes from its brief Holiday
recess,

But until that time, this is
your United States Senator, John
Tower, urging you all to drive

We have scored a major
breakthrough in ° the United
States Senate for the individ-
ual American taxpayer, The
Senate has passed an increase
in the personal exemption on
income taxes, This increase
will raise the present exemp-
tion of $600 per person per
year up to $800 per person in
1971,

This has passed the Senate,
it must still be approved by
the House of Representatives,
This increase was added as an
amendment to the tax reform
bill by Senator Albert Gore of
Tennessee and me,

Since I first entered the Sen-
ate in April, 1957, I have been
working to get an increase in
the personal exemption, I have
offered bill after bill but have
been unable to get this passed,
This year again I had a bill
to increase the personal ex-
emption from $600 per person
per year to $1200, The Sen -/
ate didn’t agree. So, Senator
Gore and I offered another
amendment to increase per-
sonal exemption, from $600 a
person per year to $1000 a per-
son per year, We saw that we
didn’t have the votes so we ac-
cepted an amendment to cut
back to $800 per person per
year,

At least this will give some
measure of relief to every per-
son who pays income taxes,
It’s not an amendment for a
special interest group, a cor-
porate group, as SO many
amendments of this bill are,
This is an amendment for the
people,

The Yarborough-Gore a-
mendment has another veryim-
portant featyre, The amend-
ment lets the taxpayer deduct
$1,000 from his income before
he starts paying taxes, This
$1000 deduction from his in-
come is in addition to the per-
sonal exemption of $800 per
year,

Under the Yarborough-Gore
amendment, a family of four
would not have to pay any in-
come tax for 1970 if the in-
come was below $3,800, In
1971, the income can be up to
$4,200 for a family of four
without any taxes, This means
immediate, direct relief for low
income families, Maiddle in-
come families will benefit from
this amendment, too, A fam-
ily of four with a modest in-

come can also deduct $3,800 .

in 1970 and $4,200 in 197l
