tality on Jan, 4,

The te,ug,ox investigators
was lead by Rep, VernonStewart
of Witchita Falls,

The next few weeks featured
statewide news, coverage, poly-
graph tests and more investi-
gations, Polygraph tests taken
by the Texas Department of
Public Safety from M,V, guards
supported the guardsand seem-
ingly vindicate the Mountain
View School of all brutality
charges,

However, the attack by out-
side political forces continued
through the spring and summer
months,

In May of '69 a Senate re-
port was interpeted by support-
ers of the school administra-
tion position as complete vindi-
cation on the brutality charges,
Judge Truman Roberts, a citi-
zens group, and Rep. Bob Salter
stood behind the schools ad-
ministration in the long fight
against the brutality charges,

Rep, Salter went to bat for
the employees of the school
countless times all through the
conflict, (fact)

In early July this story seem-
ed to end with a legislative
resolution praising Dr, Turman
and the Youth Council,

Eleven days after the leg-
islative praise Sen, Cutis
Graves of Houston renewed his
attack of the schools in a U,S,
Senate subcommittee investiga-
tion,

Another ten days passed and
two former teacherslevel more
charges of brutality,

In late August 52nd District
Court defaulted on one of the
teachers and charges were
dropped on the other teacher,

The end is not in site for
the State School Administra-
tion,

SHOULD BE
EASY IN 1970

Austin--When the owners of
Texas’ seven million motor ve-
hicles get their 1970 license
plates, they will find that the

Texas Highway tment has
taken a lot of fru tion out of
registration,

rs will receive motor
vehicle registration applica-
tions by mail early in January,

This three-part form is the
key to convenience,

In previous years, the ve-
hicle owner had to hunt up
his certificate of title and last
{ear's license receipt and take
em to the tax office or a sub-
station, Often, he found him-
self at the end of a long, slow-
moving line,

The lines should be much
shorter this year, And there
are provisions for license
plates by mail,

County Tax Assessor Collec-
tor Jack Whigham, indicated
this week that shouid a person
not receive a motor vehicle
registration application his of-
fice will require a car title
and last years registration just
like in years past,

Whigham noted that this year
Highway Department proced-
ures have ruled out the re-
servation of numbers for per-
sons, He explained that the
State requires the local office
to procede numerically through
the all plate registration for
easier handling on the state
level, Whigham said no num-
bers could be reserved under
the new method,

Here’'s how easy the new
method is:

If a motorist goes to the
county tax office or a sub-
station, all he needs to take
is the three part form--the
motor vehicle registration ap-
plication-- that came in the
mail, And the registration fee,
of course, 4

If he should find a line, chan-
ces are it will be shorter and
faster-moving than any he
remembered from previous
years,

All he needs do is to present
the renewal application and pay
the fee, The clerk will vali-
date the appiication with the
new license numbers and re-
turn part of the form as a
receipt,

Another part of the form is
retained for the count’srecords
and the third is sent to the
Motor Vehicle Division of the
