Ghosts of Indian warriors 
tallen in battle, some call the 
beautiful creamy spikes of 
Yucca now dotting the country 
side. In the bright sunlight the 
waxen bells are a creamy 
white color, but brought to the 
half-light indoors, their color 
seems to change to a pale 
Glimmering green. At night 
the tall stalks o f blossom 
seem to have a lumlniescence 
that makes them glow in the 
moonlight or when caught in 
the gleam of headlights. Be­
cause of this uneartly glow 
they are known in many parts 
of the Southwest as Our Lord 's 
Candles.

The several verities of 
Yucca are members of the 
wide-spread lily family and 
have long been used by In­
dians and other wandering 
people of the Southwest for 
many purposes. Some have 
fibers used for baskets and 
mats, some have roots which 
yeild a soapy lather reported 
to be especially good used as 
a shampoo, and some are used 
to make a distilled liquor.

'Hiose asparagus like 
stalks are really as edible as 
their more prized relative. 
The bloom stalk may be cut 
when It is less than 3 foot 
high, cooked in two waters 
and served L. «ay way as- 
ptrgus Is liked.
