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$13,462.48 Sales Tax 
Check Received Wed.

R 313,462.48 city sales tax 
check was received Wednes­
day by the city. The check 
is the fifth such check re ­
ceived by Gatesville since the 
tax was put into effect Jan­
uary 1, 1969.

Last year city sales tax 
totaled $55,250.57 with the 
first quarter o f 1970 sales 
first quarter returning only 
$10,433.46. For the last three 
quarters of 1970 sales tax 
receipts ranged between 
$14,000 and $15,000.

Mayor Bob M iller noted 
the figure does show growth 
over the previous year. He In- 
didcated that not all o f the 
$3,029.02 difference between 
first quarter figures repre­
sents increased sales.

Part o f the difference is 
retained funds in the very first 
quarter for expense accounts 
in the State Comptrollers of­
fice.

The taxatde sales items 
have remained constant for 
the past year and M iller notes 
that a growth factor is pro­
bably reflected in the in­
crease. New business such as 
Gibson’s Discount Center and 
H. E. B. Food Store began 
business after the first quar­
ter of 1969.

M iller also noted that in­
flation and higher prices were 
reflected in the figures. The 
seemingly unescapable econ­

omic inflation cost in many 
ways.

City Sales tax for 1970 
should reach over $65,000 as 
die business community con­
tinues the present growth pat­
tern.

In the city council meet­
ing Tuesday night the Council 
appointed Tim Alderson as the 
third member of the Equaliza­
tion Board.

tice Council has approved two

The Law Enforcement

Former Missionaries
Kow Working Together Here

Two old friends were re­
united at Our Lady o f Lourdes 
Catholic Church in Gatesville 
this week. Father Anthony 
Weber C.S.C., pastor, wel­
comed to the parish his long­
time friend Father CliDord 
J. Atwood C.S.C. Tuesday.

The two priests met in 
Austin, Texas in 1948 at Se- 
ton Hospital. Father Atwood, 
just ordained at Notre Dame 
in South Bend, Indiana, was 
at the hospital when Father 
Weber resided as temporary 
Chaplin while on furlough from 
India. Father Weber was there 
helping out his brother who 
is also a priest now at Holy 
Cross Parish in Lafayette, La. 
From there both men went 
their own way.

Father Weber returned to 
India to complete a total of 
21 years spent there during 
his vocational life . Father 
Weber said he went to India 
with the knowledge of approx­
imately 100 words of the 
spoken language. Bengali. But 
living there mastered the 
language quickly. His trans­
portation centered around 
foot, bicycle, motor bike, boat, 
and train. His meals consisted 
of rice and curry for lunch 
and curry and rice for dinner. 
•At certain seasons chickens 
and vegtables were obtainable. 
However, non-.̂  o f these e le­
ments hindered the out­
standing m iss:«iasy work ac­
complished b) Father Weber. 
While in Dacca, India now 
known as Bengal, East Pak­
istan since 1948, Father was 
in charge of the construction 
of a $3 million hospital. Holy 
Family Hospital was built 
to aid up to 350 patients. 
The hospital is now conducted 
by the Medical Missionary 
Sisters.

His work has not gone 
unnoticed. Taken from the 

book "Nowhere a Stranger" 
by Richard F. Long, the .auth­
or states;

In charge of ho^ ita l con­
struction in Fort Portal is 
a Holy Cross missionary 
priest of exceptional ability 
who has been a helping hand 
to the Sisters. Father Anthony 
Weber, C.S.C. served with 
the Holy Cross Fathers in 
Bengal, East Pakistan for 
many years. He was in charge 
of construction of one o f  the- 
most beautiful and functional 
hosoitals 1 was to see in my 
world trip; Holy Family Hos­
pital, Dacca. This splendid 
hospital, which was built under 
the direction of Sister Bene­

dict, can compare with any in 
the world.

From Dacca, Father Web­
e r ’ s efforts to bring Christ­
ianity into the world continued 
as he moved onto Mymen- 
singh, India. There he contin­
ued his missionary work 8 
years at St. Patrick’ s Church, 
the headquarters, and 20 out 
stations in the Garos Hills, 
the foothills of the Himalayas.

After India, Father saw 
his homelands again for 2 
years while he was in Indiana 
at Gibaults School for Boys, 
then it was off to Africa where 
he ^ n t  4 years in Uganda. 
Here under his guidance the 
only catholic hospital in the 
providence of Uganda was 
built.

While Father Weber con­
tributed to Christianity in In­
dia and Africa, Father Atwood 
filled his role in the priest­
hood in sim ilar ways. After 
his ordination in 1947, and 
he completed his duties at 
Seton Hoi^ital, Father was 
sent to San Jose, Texas where 
he spent 5 years. After San 
Jose, Father was M stor at 
the Sante Domingo Parish in 
Chile, along the Pacific sea 
coast. Father said it was a 
beautiful sight to see the Pa­
cific wateis rolling in over 
the rocks, which they named 
the "rocks of St. Dominic." 
Speaking Spanish fluently. 
Father’ s duties at his parish 
included missionary work and 
teaching English grammer to 
the Spanish speaking people. 
After e n d in g  a total of 14 
years in South America, 
Father Atwood returned to 
Texas. This time to St. Jos­
eph’ s Catholic Church in K il­
leen. He was there from 1966 
to 1967 positioned as teacher 
and principal o f St. Joseph’ s 
School.

In 1967 he was relieved 
of his duties in Killeen and 
moved on to New Orleans
