WASHINGTON — A year
ago, Jaly 20 at 10:56 p.m.
EDT, to be precise, Astro-
naut Neil Armstrong placed
his left foot on the surface
of the Moon and uttered the
now-famous words for all the
world to hear, “That’s one
small step for a man, one
giant leap for mankind.”

Eighteen minutes later As-
tronaut Edwin “Buzz” Ald-
rin joined Armstrong on the
lunar surface and together
they read the plaque which
remains on the Moon.

“Here Men From the Planet

Earth First Set Foot Upon
the Moon, July 1969, A.D.

Mankind.”
