Probably two people in each hun­
dred have hay fever If you are 
cne of the two bear in mind that 
the spring of the year is the time 
to begin medical treatment.

Hay fever is due to inhaling an 
irritating pollen. The symptom* 
are sneezing, blocking of the nos­
trils due to the swollen mucous 
membrane, watery discharge, itch­
ing of the eyes and sometimes the 
roof of the mouth, slight degree of 
fever, difficult breathing, depressed 
spirits and a general feeling that 
the worst is yet to come Such 
symptoms coming year after year 
can be nothing but hay fever As 
evidence against the pollen it is not­
ed that relief is always obtained 
when the supply of pollen is for any 
reason diminished A continued 
rain often gives relief, a change in 
wind may do so, and many suffer­
ers insist that running away on the 
train for a hundred miles or ao is 
a sure cure

Years ago It was supposed that 
the irritation came from the hay 
harvest thus the name hay fever 
Then the relationahip to pollen was 
discovered and because the golden- 
rod stands out a bright and shining

mark it was promptly made to bear 
the blame But investigation shows 
that the pollen of golden-rod is not 
abundant and la dislodged with 
difficulty. Finally the botanical de­
tectives turned to the ragweed, with 
its insignificant green flowers, and 
discovered that its pollen is not 
only wind-borne but is produced in 
such abundance that a slight blow 
will discharge it in clouds, and it is 
so light that the wind will easily 
carry it a great distance

Ragweed la responsible for per 
haps four cases in every five of the 
common variety of hay fever that 
autumn brings Bear in mind that 
there is also a very annoying pollen 
infection that attacks in the spring 
Grasses, weeds and certain trees 
are responsible, and so common are 
the sources of attack that excap* 
by flight is difficult.

Specialists in treating hay fever 
are to be found in ever targe city 
Their plan of treatment is to test 
the sensitiveness of the patient to 
various pollens, until the right one 
is discovered, and then give treat 
ment to produce immunity to thet 
particular pollen a system of ear 
c in at ion

LONDON.—Charles Graves, spe­
cial writer of the Daily Mail, in 
“ covering”  the admiralty in White­
hall the other day recognized a 
clean-shaven imposing German of 
athletic build who 25 years ago held 
an important position in the Wil- 
helmstrasse naval intelligence

Since December, 19118, he had been 
a British subject with a town house 
in the fashionable West End and a 
villa near Ostcnd, whence he had 
-dashed over when war had become 
inevitable He had come at the ur­
gent request of some personage in 
Whitehall with whom he was hold­
ing amost daily interviews.

The imposing German was the fa­
mous Captain Franz von Rintelen.
His career has been periodically laid 
bare in the newspapers and several 
books, including his own, "The Dark 
Invader"; and in lawsuits. Still, he 
remains the most tantalizing man of 
mystery of his age, for, as his inti­
mate friend and former captor. Ad­
miral Sir Reginald Hall, head of the 
admiralty intelligence in the World 
war, remarked the other day:

"There must be in the Reich hun­
dreds of von Rintelens who are only 

lor the opportunity that I 
undremoniously thrust on our 
Franz."

Would Form Foreign Legion.
So Mr. Graves expected a frank 

answer from the former German na­
val officer, and got it—possibly— 
when he asked him why he was at 
Whitehall, where the war office is 
also located.

Mental Cases 
Now Reeeive 

Physical Test

\N INMATE of a New Jersey 
i state mental hospital, who 

had been in the institution for 
two years, had some infected 
teeth rem oved.
Within two months 
she was consid­
ered normal and 
was able to return 
home. The super­
intendent was so much im­
pressed that he had dentists, 
nose and throat and other spe­
cialists make a thorough exam­
ination of all the patients and 
by removal of infection and cor­
rection of physical defects, 
about 40 per cent of the in­
mates were allowed to go home.

Today, p rac tic a lly  every 
large mental hospital has a 
staff of resident or visiting 
specialists who are able to 
remove or correct conditions that 
have or might have an effect upon 
the mind.

Notwithstanding these brilliant re­
sults, it will be seen that in the 
majority of mental patients, infec­
tion or physical defect is not the 
cause of their mental symptoms.

Fortunately,

There is some other cause and it 
must be sought and, if possible, re­
moved.

the general practi­
tioner today has not 
the feeling of help­
lessness in handling 
mental cases as 
physicians of a few 
years ago, who, if a 
patient said foolish 
things or acted 
strangely, referred 
him at once to the 
mental specialist. 
Now the physician 
makes a thorough 
examination a n d  
calls in the dentist 

or other specialist if necessary. 
Having found no infection or defect 
that could possibly account for the 
foolish sayings or strange actions, 
he may, by patient questioning, 
be able to find how, when and where 
the "odd”  behavior got its start.

Specialist Is Important.
However, just as he recognizes 

the ability of the dentist, the throat 
specialist, the heart specialist and 
other specialists in each of their 
prospective fields, he recognizes 
also the ability of the mental spe­
cialist to search in a deeper or surer 
way for the hidden or long forgotten 
circumstances that are causing the 
patient to try to avoid responsibili­
ties, necessary duties or even dan­
gers.

The mental specialist being now 
reasonably sure that there is no in­
fection or other physical cause for 
the behavior symptoms, begins his 
long, patient and thorough search 
that may enable him gradually to 
unwind the tangled skein. The 
search may go back to childhood, 
to teen age, and often to more re­
cent circumstances which have tak­
en the fight out of the patient and 
caused the development of a behav­
ior that is unsuitable to our every­
day life.

When physicians have already 
found over 100 causes for headache, 
it can readily be seen that unless 
the patient can describe the nature 
of the pain—stabbing, throbbing, 
dull, sharp, exact place on or in his 

! head—it may require considerable 
time to discover the cause Even 
when the pain is only in the fore­
head, it may be due to eye strain, 
sinus infection, gas pressure or oth­
er conditions.

There is one type of headache that 
appears to be more common than 
formerly and that is pain in the 
muscles covering the head, extend­
ing down into muscle at back of 
neck This is frequently a cymptom 
of influenza and when the individual 
has been exposed to a draft at home, 
office, theater or motorcar. How­
ever, this pain in muscles of the 
scalp and back of neck may be due 
to rheumatism as described by Dr.

I James Cyriax m the British Medi­
cal Journal.

"The patient has often had pre­
vious attacks of rheumatism and an 
attack of influenza or a cold occurs 
before the onset of the headache As 
a rule, the headache is present on 
waking and moving the head, keep­
ing neck rigid, does not aggravate 
or increase the pain in the head as 
in other kinds of headache.

Two Main Groups.
These rheumatic headaches may 

be separated into two groups Pain 
in the head from the neck muscles, 
and pain in the head due to the thin 

! layer of muscle called the scalp.
Rheumatic headache does not ap- 

i pear to start in the forehead.
The treatment for rheumatic head- 

: ache as suggested by Dr Cyriax ta 
i massage Massage must be given 
daily until the symptoms have gone 
Sometimes little nodules or lumps 
are present and massage in most 
cases breaks these down.

Natural Gas Not as Toxic
As Manufactured Gases

Natural gas in general is not con­
sidered as toxic as the manufactured 
gas, which has a higher percent­
age of carbon monoxide. The Am er­
ican Cyclopedia tabulates the con­
stituents of various natural gases 
and compares them with coal gas. 
It shows from 80 to 98 per cent 
marsh gas (methane) up to 14 per 
cent other hydrocarbons, 0.4 to 4.6 
per cent nitrogen, up to 0.2 per 
cent carbon dioxide, 0.4 to 0 95 per 
cent carbon monoxide, up to 1.5 per 
cent hydrogen Coal gas is given an 
average of 40 per cent marsh gas. 
4 per ent hydrocarbons, 2 per cent 
nitrogen, 0 4 per cent carbon dioxide. 
8 per cent carbon monoxide. 46 per 
cent hydrogen.

Turkey's new pact with 
Britain to guarantee the eastern 
Mediterranean was the source of all 
efforts, which resolved into a fran­
tic scurrying among belligerents 
to line up neutrals. At Danzig, Ger­
man Foreign Minister Joachim von 
Hibbentrop furnished divertisement 
by lashing at British Prime Minis­
ter Neville Chamberlain for "break­
ing promises.”  He also tried to drive 
a wedge between the allies by woo­
ing France. Two days later Cham­
berlain replied just as scornfully.

In the Balkans, Britain encour-

bloc, using what some observers 
called poor strategy by apparently 
neglecting to consult Italy.

Lashed by acid- 
tongued John Nance Garner, who 
rebuked the senate for being a 
“ horse-and-buggy outfit," battling 
solons called a truce to approve 
amendments (1) banning 90-day 
credits to either belligerent nations 
or their residents and (2) lifting 
shipping restrictions against Am eri­
can boats in the Pacific (except 
armament), Bermuda, New Bruns­
wick, Nova Scotia, Tasmanian sea 
and Capetown. Rejected was an 
amendment to make President 
Roosevelt sole judge of the neces­
sity for invoking neutrality. There 
was good chance another amend­
ment would pass: To forbid any bel­
ligerent ship from flying the U. S. 
flag as defense against a foe.

As early as two days before the 
senate's final vote, Isolationists Bor­
ah and Nye conceded administration 
forces a two-thirds victory. But 
they wore more hopeful about the 
house, where neutrality would run 
against pretty strong opposition. An 
attempt to invoke parliamentary 
rules (preventing amendments to 
the senate bill) was conceded little 
chance by argumentative represent­
atives.

‘A l i  Vanity’ Cries 
Painter as Gold, 
Garlands Arrive

Hut Mr. Eilshemius, an irasci­
ble little inan with a ragged 
beard and a testy way of speak­
ing, is bedridden in his gloomy, 
gaslit old house in East Fifty- 
seventh street, and he asks, 
“ What’s the good of the whole 
damn thing?”  He’s 75 years old. 
lie  warned the world many 
times that it was going hell-for- 
leather down the skids, and now 
he thinks it’s on the last stretch 
of the greased chute, and noth­
ing else matters—not even mon 
ey and fame.
The late Ralph Blakelock lost his 

mind after years of failure to stir 
critical or popular interest in his 
work. He was hailed as a great 
painter, and his pictures were 
bought by great galleries when he 
no longer knew or cared about money 
or recognition. There is an inter­
esting parallel between his career 
and that of Mr. Eilshemius. although 
the latter is still bright and smart 
as a chipmunk.

But he won't even look out of 
his narrow bedroom window, lie 
wants no outlook on a world 
turning itself into a madhouse. 
Pictures on the floor, covered 
with dust and cobwebs, may be 
worth a fortune, pictures of 
moods, dreams and memories, 
but that doesn't interest him. 
He had renounced the "pomps 
and vanities of this wicked 
world”  long before it beat a 
path to his door.
The parallel between Blakelock 

and Eilshemius is also marked by 
the amazing diversity of their tal­
ents. Blakelock. the son of a physi­
cian, was trained in medicine, gifted
o  . o i  l  > l  in music and Best, Blakelock almost made a
In Diversity of career of the 

. . , piano and mu-
Achievement, sical composi.
tion. Eilshemius has composed a 
small library of songs, operas and 
etudes and used to give piano con­
certs in his youth. He painted fe­
verishly for 46 years, quitting in 1922 
when none would buy his pictures 
and no galleries hang them. But, 
in his varied abilities, he far out­
shone Blakelock. Here are a few 
of his achievements:

When he was a student at Cornell 
university, he discovered a new spe­
cies of ichneumon fly. Later he an­
nounced a new law governing the 
“ ramification of trees.”

He wrote somewhat more than 50 
volumes of plays, novels, novelettes, 
essays and verse. The verse, By- 
ronic in tone, was written in Eng­
lish, French, German, Italian and 
Spanish. He published them him­
self and, like his pictures, they gath­
ered only cobwebs and dust.

He invented a new kind of “ mag­
ic”  indelible ink and several studio 
devices for artists.

He explored various diseases and 
ofTered methods of therapy.

He was born in Laurel Hill, N. J., 
near Newark, the son of a wealthy 
glove manufacturer. He attended 
Cornell two years and was a room­
mate of Robert W. Chambers in 
Pan* when they were studying art 
•nder Bougereau.

His is a blue-book family of 
Dutch antecedents, and his name 
is there Inscribed, but that inter­
ests him no more than the hang­
ing of his pictures in the Metro­
politan. the Luxembourg and the 
Whitney galleries.

Mr Morrison, the highly esteemed 
secretary-treasurer and conserva­
tive elder statesman of the A F of 
L. retires from office, after 43 years 
in that post. He will be 80 years old 
next month.

Fiurry-Up Meals

What a feeling of satisfaction it 
creates to be able to confront the 
family with an attractive and sub­
stantial meal, even after a long aft­
ernoon of shopping or of bridge. It 
takes a bit of planning to accom­
plish that!

A selection of “ Hurry-Up-Menus,” 
planned to economize on time, with­
out sacrificing quality, is the an­
swer to that problem. Choose foods 
which can be prepared for cook­
ing several hours in advance. A 
casserole dish requiring little 
cooking is a wise selection for the 
main dish of your meal; or, if you 
like, plan a broiler dinner or “ g r ill"  
which can be cooked in little more 
time than it takes to set the table.

Appetite teasing meals, and meals 
that can be put together in only a 
few minutes’ time, can be built 
around these popular and satisfying 
main dishes. In most instances 
all that’s required to complete them 
is bread, a beverage, and a aim- 
pie fresh fruit dessert.

Hasty Oven Baked Beans
(Serves 6)

1 large can baked beans
V« pound bacon
V* cup light brown sugar
2 tablespoons tomato catsup 

Pour Vi can of baked beans in
greased baking casserole. Dice Vi 
slices bacon and 
sprinkle over the 
beans. Add cat­
sup, and then 
cover with re­
mainder of baked 
beans. Sprinkle 
with brown sugar, 
and top with bacon strips. Bake in 
hot oven (400 degrees) for 30 min­
utes. Serve at once.

Hasty Noodles.
(Serves 6)

1 package noodles
8 slices bacon
2 eggs (well beaten)
Vi teaspoon salt
Vi teaspoon pepper 

Cook the noodles in boiling, salted 
water until tender. Drain, and 
place in a slow oven to keep warm. 
Pan fry the bacon until crisp, and 
remove from drippings, and cut into 
small pieces. Drain of? all but two 
tablespoons of the bacon fat. then 
place the bacon and noodles in the 
frying pan Add well-beaten eggs 
and seasoning, and cook, folding 
gently, over a low fire for about five 
minutes, or until the eggs are set. 
Serve very hot. A crisp salad 
makes an excellent accompaniment 
for this meal.

Corn and Mushroom Omelet.
(Serve* 6)

1 No. 2 can corn 
3 eggs
Vi teaspoon salt 
Vi teaspoon baking powder
2 tablespoons diced green pepper 
1 can button mushrooms
1 tablespoon flour
2 tablespoons butter
Drain the corn. Separate eggs 

Add salt to egg yolks and beat until 
very thick Add 
baking powder 
to  e g g  w h i t e s  
and beat until 
stiff Fold egg 
whites into the 
egg yolk mixture 
Add corn and 

green pepper and mix lightly Pour 
into a hot buttered frying pan 
and conk slowly until omelet is 
browned and thoroughly cooked 
through. Dry lightly in warm oven 
(300 degrees). Drain mushrooms 
and dredge with flour Saute in 
melted butter. Pour mushroom* 
over the omelet, fold, and place on 
hot platter Serve immediately.

shells are tender but will still hold 
their shape Fry pineapple rings in 
butter.

All-in-One Dinner.
(Serves 6)

6 link sausages
1 large onion (chopped fine)
2 tablespoons green pepper (minced) 
Vi pound ground beef
' i  pound ground pork 
1 No. 2 can tomatoes 
1 No. 2 can kidney beans 
Vi cup uncooked rice 
Vi cup hot water 
lVi teaspoons salt 
Vi teaspoon pepper

Brown the sausages in a heavy 
frying pan. Remove, and drain off 

all but 'x cup of 
the fat. Saute the 
onion and the 
green pepper in 
the fat. Then add 
the ground meat 
and cook until 
brown. Add re­
maining ingredi­
ents, cover, and 
cook until the 

rice is tender (about 35 minutes). 
During the last 15 minutes, reheat 
the sausages on top of the mixture. 
Serve with a green salad.

Grilled Ham Sandwiches.
Toast slices of bread and place 

thin slices of ham on untoasted side 
of bread. Cover with cheese slices 
and spread with prepared mustard. 
Top with slices of fresh tomato and 
grill under broiler until cheese 
melts. Serve with watercress and 
stuffed olives.

Saturday Night Meat Pie.
4 tablespoons onion (minced)
1 pound ground beef 
1 can condensed tomato soup 
Vi teaspoon salt 
V» teaspoon pepper 
Pastry for 2-crust pie 
Butter (melted)

Cook the onions in a little butter 
until soft. Add the ground beef and 
cook until barely brown. Blend in 
the soup. Sprinkle with salt and 
pepper, and mix. Line pie pan with 
rich pastry, rolled to Vi-inch thick­
ness. Moisten the edges of the crust 
with cold water. F ill the pie shell 
with the meat mixture. Cover with 
the top crust, prick top, brush with 
melted butter, and bake m a 37] 
degree oven for one hour, or baka 
in a hot oven (450 degrees) for 15 
minutes, then decrease heat to 350 
degrees and bake 15 minutes longer.

THE WAR IN BRIEF

Unorthodox warfare continued on 
the western from, original positions 
being assumed after Nazis forced 

the French 
to relinquish 
early gains. 
Though  1,- 
500,000 Ger­
man troops 
were massed 
at the Sieg­
fr ie d  line, 
any offensive 
must come 
immediately 
or not until 
next spring.

days of rainfall left trenches half- 
filled with water and stranded the 
highly touted mechanized artillery. 
Then came snow and sleet.

Diplomatic activity continued at 
top speed, far overshadowing the 
actual war. Turkey's new pact with 
Britain to guarantee the eastern 
Mediterranean was the source of all 
efforts, which resolved into a fran­
tic scurrying among belligerents 
to line up neutrals. At Danzig, Ger­
man Foreign Minister Joachim von 
Hibbentrop furnished divertisement 
by lashing at British Prime Minis­
ter Neville Chamberlain for “ break­
ing promises." He also tried to drive 
a wedge between the allies by woo­
ing France. Two days later Cham­
berlain replied just as scornfully.

In the Balkans, Britain encour-

While the Reich wooed Rumania, 
Turkey and Hungary by threats, 
Britain was more subtle. Under 
consideration at London were trade 
pacts to assure the neutrality of 
Sweden, Netherlands, Finland, Lat­
via, Turkey and Russia. To soothe 
the latter nation, Chamberlain 
agreed that Dictator Josef Stalin's 
invasion of Poland had been neces­
sary for protection against Ger­
man aggression.

Obviously the Flint incident put 
Russia on a spot. By releasing her 
to the American crew, Russia would 
snub an erstwhile ally, Germany.

At Moscow, British Ambassador Sir 
William Seeds was given a note I 
rejecting Soviet recognition of Brit­
ain's war contraband list because it 
violates international law and im­
pairs neutral rights. Incredulous at 
such effrontery, a London spokes­
man blurted: "Fantastic!”

I f  an isolationist fillibuster was 
really delaying action on the neu­
trality bill, the City of Flint incident 
iSee MARINE)  was enough to end it. 
Next day the senate agreed to al­
low each speaker 45 minutes for the 
bill and an extra 45 minutes for 
each amendment. Lashed by acid- 
tongued John Nance Garner, who 
rebuked the senate for being a 
"horse-and-buggy outfit,”  battling 
solons called a truce to approve 
amendments (1) banning 90-day 
credits to either belligerent nations 
or their residents and (2) lifting 
shipping restrictions against Ameri­
can boats in the Pacific (except 
armament), Bermuda, New Bruns­
wick, Nova Scotia, Tasmanian sea 
and Capetown. Rejected was an 
amendment to make President 
Roosevelt sole judge of the neces­
sity for invoking neutrality. There 
was good chance another amend­
ment would pass: To forbid any bel­
ligerent ship from flying the U. S. j  
flag as defense against a foe.

As early as two days before the 
senate's final vote. Isolationists Bor- i 
ah and Nye conceded administration 
forces a two-thirds victory. But 
they were more hopeful about the 
house, where neutrality would run 
against pretty strong opposition. An 
attempt to invoke parliamentary 
rules (preventing amendments to 
the senate bill) was conceded little 
chance by argumentative represent­
atives.

Kut Mr. Eilshemius, an irasci­
ble little man with a ragged 
beard and a testy way of speak­
ing, is bedridden in his gloomy, 
gaslit old house in East Fifty- 
seventh street, and he asks, 
“ What’s the good of the whole 
damn thing?”  He’s 75 years old.
He warned the world many 
times that it was going heM-for 
leather down the skids, and now 
he thinks it’ s on the last stretch 
of the greased chute, and noth­
ing else matters—not even mon­
ey and fame.
The late Ralph Blakelock lost his 

mind after years of failure to stir 
critical or popular interest in his 
work. He was hailed as a great 
painter, and his pictures were 
bought by great galleries when he 
no longer knew or cared about money 
or recognition. There is an inter­
esting parallel between his career 
and that of Mr. Eilshemius, although 
the latter is still bright and smart 
as a chipmunk.

But he won’t even look out of 
his narrow bedroom window, lie 
wants no outlook on a world 
turning itself into a madhouse. 
Pictures on the floor, covered 
with dust and cobwebs, may be 
worth a fortune, pictures of 
moods, dreams and memories, 
but that doesn't interest him. 
lie had renounced the “ pomps 
and vanities of this wicked 
world”  long before it beat a 
path to his door.
The parallel between Blakelock 

and Eilshemius is also marked by 
the amazing diversity of their tal­
ents. Blakelock, the son of a physi­
cian, was trained in medicine, gifted

In Diversity of career of the 

, . piano and mu-Achievements
tion. Eilshemius has composed a 
small library of songs, operas and 
etudes and used to give piano con­
certs in his youth. He painted fe­
verishly for 46 years, quitting in 1922 
when none would buy his pictures 
and no galleries hang them. But, 
in his varied abilities, he far out­
shone Blakelock. Here are a few 
of his achievements:

When he was a student at Cornell 
university, he discovered a new spe­
cies of ichneumon fly. Later he an­
nounced a new law governing the 
“ ramification of trees."

He wrote somewhat more than 50 
volumes of plays, novels, novelettes, 
essays and verse. The verse, By- 
ronic in tone, was written in Eng­
lish, French, German, Italian and 
Spanish. He published them him­
self and, like his pictures, they gath­
ered only cobwebs and dust.

He invented a new kind of "m ag­
ic " indelible ink and several studio 
devices for artists.

He explored various diseases and 
offered methods of therapy.

He was born in Laurel Hill, N. J., 
near Newark, the son of a wealthy 
glove manufacturer. He attended 
Cornell two years and was a room­
mate of Robert W. Chambers in 
Paris when they were studying art 
•nder Bougereau.

His is a blue-book family of 
Dutch antecedents, and his name 
is there inscribed, but that inter­
ests him no more than the hang­
ing of his pictures in the Metro­
politan, the Luxembourg and the 
Whitney galleries.

Choose foods 
which can be prepared for cook­
ing several hours in advance A 
casserole dish requiring little 
cooking is a wise selection for the 
main dish of your meal; or, if you 
like, plan a broiler dinner or "g r il l”  
which can be cooked in little more 
time than it takes to set the table.

Appetite teasing meals, and meals 
that can be put together in only s 
few minutes' time, can be built 
around these popular and satisfying 
main dishes. In most instances 
all that's required to complete them 
Is bread, a beverage, and a sim­
ple fresh fruit dessert.

Hasty Oven Baked Bears
(Serves 6)

1 large can baked beans
Va pound bacon
y, cup light brown sugar
2 tablespoons tomato catsup
