Leaves, 
grass clippings, old tom ato plants, 
l«ran vines, even weeds ran be 
turned Into feitlllzer fur next sum ­
mer's gardens.

Kurh mateilaia, after they have 
wintered In r.impo(it make exrel- 
b lit organic matter. Compost, 
spread around trees and ahruba and 
worked Into the auil in flow er and 
Vegetable gardens, m akes the 
earth rich and porous It loosens

the g ioun d  so that rootu c a o  d«V- 
elup naturally, and air, nioisturw 
and plant food  can p a m tM tg  
aaally.

I H ere's how you g o  about 
ing a com post pile. Select a  spoC 
at the back o f your tot, yet w iU ila 
reach o f your garden hoae. <That*» 
because the pile should be kept 
m oist.) Use ordinary w ire fen cin g  
or boards to enclose an area S U> 
8 feet high and 3 to five  fa ct 
square.

I>unip leaves, lawn clippings antf 
garden trash into the bin In la / -  
• rs 6 to 12 inches thick. T o  each  
layer add some ciMiimercial ferti­
lizer (w hatever you use on y ea r  
lawn) and one-half layer o f  aoll.

Moisten the leaves as they are  
added Keep building up the pile 
as you accum ulate material. T op  
'Stllh 1 to 3 Inches o f  garden aoll.

Rem em ber to keep the com paot 
pill dam p If the pile Is kept rea ­
sonably moist and hai a rap  a f  
garden soil. It should have n o  
odor And. by May o r  June, last 
year's leftovers will be ready to  
perform  springtim e m agic la  y a a r  
yard or  garden.
