MANAGER LAWTON TALKS OF
DIFFICULTIES FACED BY
COMPANY.

OBSTACLES SURMOUNTED

Filtering of Fluid Most 8érjous Prob-
lem, But it is Now Believed New
Pumps Can Care for Situation,

The two new 500-gallon-per-minute
pumps, which are ready to be inatall-
ed at the foot of Lamar street, “will
save the water sitwation, as far as
gquantity is concerned, F. N. Lawton,
manager of the Water Company, be-
lieves.

Mr. Lawton says that the whole
question .is one which is very com-
plex, which. presented many difficul-
ties in the first pjace, and which
peems to provide fresh difficulties as
soon as others are solved. The root
of the trouble seems to be that in
spite of the enormous capacity of
Lake Wichita, no such drouth as has
been experienced for the past two
years had ever been anticipated, and
that the company belleved that there
was plenty of water in the lake for
all purposes.

: Lake Disappearing.
It has been a Ep-rent. however, for

a great deal of rain the lake could
not be counted on. much longer, and
the question of supplying Wichita
Falls with water would be a very dif-
ficult one. As sbon as thé water in

the lake had reached the level where ||
it became unsafe to drink it without

bolling or filitering, or hoth, the com-
pany bega ulnklnﬂ wells m many

Water was found ‘in all the wells
sunk;: but not enough. Mr. Lawton
states that the whole area upon which
the city is bullt rests upon a plane
or substratum of water, and that it is
merely a matter of going down to
this plane to-get it. Bnt the trouble
has always been to get enough in one
well or series of wells. It was thought
that this difficulty could be overcome
by sinking still deeper, and lengthen-
ing the pipe. But. though a goodly
quantity was founa, 1t was necessarv
to filter it, and the sand filtering pro-
cess was rted Here, however,
another difficulty preunted itself, be-
cauge it was found that the sand
whiclf was of a very fine grained var-
fety, packéd so closely that a suffi
¢ient .guantity would net  filter
