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DESPERATE BATTLE RAGES SOUTHWEST OF MESSINES

Rescuers Are 
Given Battl'e By 
Frantic Tots At 
Norman, Okia.

Norman, Okla., April 13.—Up to a late hour this afternoon 

thirty-three bodies, burned and charred beyond recognition, had 
been taken from the ruins of the building that housed ward num­
ber 14 of the state hospital 'o r the insane here, ravaged by fire 
that started at 3 o’clock this morning. Three buildings, all frame 
structureSa. were destroyed by the conflagration and a fourth dam­
aged sevei'ely. The list of missing tonight stood at thirtyr.seven, 
having been inereaaed to that number from thirty-six this after­
noon.

According to the best information obtainable the fire started 
from defective wiring in a linen closet in Ward Number 14. A 
night watchman discovered the blaze in the closet shortly after 
2 o’clock this morning and when the door had stood open for a few 
moments, while the watchman ran for help, the floor of the build­
ing took fire and the blaze quickly spread throughout the first 
floor of the two-story structure. Thirty-five helpless negroes 
were carried qukkly from the adjoining ward number 15, but the 
blaze in ward 14 had gained too much headway to allow any effec­
tive rescue, work there and it was in this ward that all the deaths 
occurred. .

The war situstion of Saturday is summarized by the Asso­
ciated PreaH an follows:

StiffeninK Britinh renigtance hsa checked the German drive 
southward from the Lya toward Rethune and westward from Mer- 
ville towards Hazebrouck, near the Belgian border. The enemy 
presHure ia continuing with great weight toward the north arid 
desperate battling is in progress along the line running south­
west from Messines to the south of Bailleul.

The whole Ypres salient and the continued safety of the 
channel i^ rts  are pointed to by observers abroad as at stake 
the fighting now under way. Hazebrouck and Bailleul, important 
railway centers, ore vital ftH-ding points for .Messines R i ^  and 
the Ypres position in general. So far aa Hazebrouck is concerned, 
the Germans have been held for the time at least on the edge of 
the forest of Niepjie, west of Merville and some five miles away 
from their objective. The Germans have been battering away at 
the British lines here since they captured Merville on Wednesday 
night but have advanceti only a few hundred yards, being stopped 
short of the forest, which is a mile and a half beyond Merville.

Washins^on, April 13.—The observations of the military critic of the Paris Temps on the 

German offensive received here ttxlay in an official dispatch from France, are as follows:
“Two adversaries’ possessing about the name number of forces face each other. These 

forces on both sides are composed approximately of two hundred divisions. Both adverserien 
are equally determined to make an end of the other. It is' the hope of a final decision and each 
aims at the vital point. It is no longer a ^estion  of progress or gaining an advantage or of short­
ening the line; the enemy army must be/iestroyed. ‘

“Facing the strategist of the Mazurian Lakes is a French general of marvelous * intelli­
gence and activity. He economizes his forces and awaita his hour. The duel of the two men will 
decide, the fate of the world.

' ‘"The enemy failed at Amiens the 26th of March. In a struggle of this character a blow 
missed can become singularly dangerous for the one, who attempt<^ -it and we have the feeling 
that success obtained up till now by the adversary is of doubtful result. They have gained ad­
vantages but they have placed him in an unstable situation which can become perilous. Com- 
plet^y engaged, he is obliged to pursue his plan to the end. He is like a man who .is ascending a 
steep mountain and who is hangingpon a narrow letlge l>etween precipes. If he succmls he will 
win a brilliant victory. If he fails, disaster is inevitable. The position of the Germans becomcia 
more and more problematical each day.’’

There is a great deal sai<l aliout Bacteria in milk. There 

is very little known about these plants.
In a bulletin of the U. S. Deyiartment of Agriculture by 

L. A. Rogers, bacteriologist, among other things, this state­
ment is made:

"Every effort should be made by legitimate means to se­
cure milk with a small number of bacteria, but milk or foods 
made from milk should not be indiscriminately condemned 
tM>cause they sometimes contain bacteria in numbers which 
are'Mtartling to thnae not familiar with the nature of UieHC 
indispensible plants.”

These arc the plants whkh cause milk to sour.
“liacteria known to pmdnre diMcane are seldom Is4$lated 

from or counted in milk, hut barteriokigical rhunls should 
be taken merely us an indication of the way in which milk 

"has been cpliecicd or the temperature at which it has been 
held.”

High numbers usually imiicate un.sanitary conditions, 
careless handling, or old milk. However, milk may be col­
lected under very po«ir conditions and the barterial count 
held down bvrija liberal use of ice. On the other hand, milk 
collected in the most .sanitary manner may, in a few hours, 
contain a large number of bacteria if it is held at a high 
temperature.”

"When the milk is held 20 or 20 minutes the< best tem­
perature is 106o f. This is safely above the i>oint at which 
the bacijlus of tul>crcu1osiS is destroyer! and l^low the tem­
perature at which changes take place in the milk.”

“KARNAK”—The Aristocrat of American Wiltons

In this origsrial conception the desivnf'r undoubtedly has been inspired 
by the fine traditions of ancient ruK weavers, who originated the practice 
of introtlucing objects of adoration, floral and animal symbols in the de> 
signs of their floor coverings.

The "Liberty” Rug, representing the best efforts of American de­
signers and weavers, combines a variety of motifs typifying noteworthy 
places, natural wonders and objects ofnational historic interest which are 
symbolic of the marvelous growth and progress of America. Two cele­
brated events, each marking a great epoch in the the history of the coun- 
tr>’, are vividly recalled in panels illustrating tlW discovery of America in 
1492 by Columbus, who braved the Western Ocean in the picturesque 
Sfianish Galloon that he migHt be the first white man to its shores, and the 
picturing of Gatun Lock.s, Panama Canal, complet«l in 1916, and the moat 
wonderful engine«»ring achievement of modem times, linking together the 
Atlantic and Pacific Oceana.

The Statue of Liberty—a gift from France—reminds us of an obliga­
tion ow^ tAday to that stricken countr>’, now our Ally, and our tried 
and true friend in the days when the Liberty Bell pealed forth from Inde­
pendence Hall the first tidings of the Birth of Freedom. Commerce is 
represented by the Ocean Liners and the Woolworth and Singer Tow’ers of 
Nejjv York’s great sky-scrapers may be seen in the distanse. A wonderful 
view of the National Captitol is shown and behind its great Dome may be 
seen the Washington Monument.

The contrast between past and present modes of travel is illustrated 
by the Prairie Schooner which carried the “Forty-Niners” across the 
Western Plains, menace*! by roving herds of Buffalo and the hostile In­
dians whose wigwams dotted the wild land, and the milo-a-minute Rxpres.s 
train of the Twentieth Century and its connections which today whirls its 
thousands of passengers over Niagara Falls and from one end of the 
country to the other. The contrast Is even further emphasizeti by tho 
Aeroplane soaring above the Statue of Liberty and one of our mod6rn 
Battleships afloat in the Bay.

The interesting arrangement of the border shows the Seals of the 
various States, New England being represente<l by Connecticut, Massa­
chusetts and Rhode Island; the Middle Atlantis States by New York, New 
Jersey and Pennsylvania; the Middle West by Wisconsin, Illinois, Michi­
gan, Indiana and Ohio; the South by Louisiana, South Carolina, Maryland. 
Arkansas and Texas; and tho far West by Colorado and Oregon. The 
State Seals in the border are interporsed with panels representing the Coal 
Mines of Pennsylvania .the great Steel Mills of Pittsburg, the Oil WoII.h of 
Oklahoma, a Harvesting Scene from the We.st, the Mammoth Trees of Cal­
ifornia, Dixie Land by the Rales of Cotton on the great whar\'es of New 
Orleans and the Mississippi Steamboat made famous by Mark Twain, Vir­
ginia by George Washington’s famous Mt. Vernon mansion on the banks 
of the Potomac, and Kentucky by the little Log Cabin in which Lincoln 
was born. ^

All these symbols^ of national significance are interwoven with 
wreaths of oak leaves and acrons, golden rod (the national flower), Indian 
maize (corn), and Indian bca<l work. A notable feature of the design is 
the clever manner in which the flle«l ij| set off from the border by an in­
ner band consisting of an aj-rangemehf of flint Indian Arrow-heads.

The unusual nature and decorative effect of the design itself is accen­
tuated by the rich, deep tones of the colorings so artistically brought up 
and the already Mcll-know qualityof "Karnak,” the Aristocrat of Amer­
ican Wiltims.
