Many housewies buy and serve 

plenty of vegetables and still 
have undernourished families 
Food can be cooked without se­
rious loss of vitamins and miner­
als and rlgL_,l.v cooked food is 
not onyl better for us but it 
tastes better, too! By proper 
cooking the necessary mineral 
salts and vegetable sugars are 
retained In the vegetables.

Our knowledge of proper cook­
ing of vegetables is the result of 
someone’s experiments The four 
methods tested were stewing, 
boiling, steamlqg and pressure 
cooking the last two are best. 
Why? They require less water 
and a lower temperature Many 
minerals are dissolved In water 

'and many vitamins are destroy­
ed by heat and for this reason 
experts say “ that if you boil 
your vegetables In a great deal 
of water lt would be better to 
throw away the vegetables and 
drink the water they are cooked 

! in!"
Here's how to get the most out 

| of the food you serve
1 Use no more heat than Is 

necessary to make the food pa­
latable Do not cook food too 
long avoid having lt overdone

2 Use little water, bring lt 
quickly to a boll, and turn off the 
heat as quickly as the food ts 
done. Some vegetables can be

I cooked with no water at all if 
the flame ls low.

3. Water In which food has 
been cooked can be saved for 

| use In soups or gravies
4 When possible, avoid peeling

i fruits and vegetables If you 
(have to peel them—do so after 
I cooking.

5. Prepare chopped food at the 
last minute and don't expose to 
air very long as exposure to air 
causes the oxygen to destroy 
some nutritive quailltles of the 
food. Also avoid stirring loo 
much air Into cooked food

6. Don’t use soda in cooking 
green vegetables as lt increase-, 
the harmful effect of atr on some 
of the vitamins

7 Don't let milk stand In th< 
sun as its vitamins are destroy­
ed

8 Frozen foods should be 
cooked before they are complete­
ly thawed — put them in the pan 
while they are still frozen

9, The less heat and the shor­
te r  the cooking time for meats 
'the better Use as little watei as 
possible and avoid overcooking 
Pork should always be co 'k'-d 
well done but other meats are 
more nourishing when a little 
rare than when thoroughly dune

If everyone would follow thc.M 
i rules we would have plenty of 
(the food qualities ;n f>»>d left 
in them, the health of the nation 

, would be greatly improved and 
our grocery bill*< would b« re­
duced.

1-4 t salt

Cream shortening and honey 
well, add apple sauce, then 
flour, spices, salt and soda sifted 
together Raisins can be added 
now before flour Is mixed In, 
thereby flouring them Add wal­
nuts. Beat well and bake about 
one hour In moderately hot ov­
en This cake can be made sev­
eral days previous to the time of 
use as the flavor improves with 
age.
