j knowledge of the seller, the tire 
or tube, as the ease may be. has 
been re-grooved, is a used re- 

I treaded or re-capped tire, re- 
' quires repair, or has been vul- 
eanized or repaired, together 

i with a description of the extent 
' of vulcanizing or repairing if 
It was done.

; be one dollar and fifty cents.

j price quoted Is for tires retain­
ing 7-32 Inch or more tread de­
sign depth, when measured at 
the shallowest point.
