The not uncommon expres­

sion—“He’s Just a fanner,” or 
“ He’s only a farmer." may carry 
loads of meaning. It might be 
Just a short-cut way of recog­
nizing the large number of peo­
ple engaged in agriculture. 
About one-seventh of all Amer­
icans are some type of a farmer. 
The probable significance of the 
phrase Ls to Imply that the far- 

Ls the "comoinn man.”
He, more than people of any 

other occupation, Justifies the 
term, "Rank and file.” In his 
group probably there ls nearer 
every type of person than can 
be found elsewhere. Yet with 
average intelligence, integrity, 
nlhrlft and sentiment ls not ex­
celled by any. He not only de­
serves to be termed "the rank 
and file”— Lincoln’s common 
man. but also, the backbone of 
the country.

Until the development of the 
Farm Bloc In congress, he was 
subconsciously recognized by 
the general public as the main­
stay of the body politic. He was 
a vital and Infhieru ial part of 
the consuming public for whose 
benefit were claimed the justi­
fication of the tariff laws, labor 
laws, anti-trust laws, liquor 
laws, and a million others. The 
advocates of almost any law 
sought ta Justify his theory In 
that hLs pet idea, if put into 
practice would benefit the far­
mer and the whole country. 
But the Farm Bloc activities has 
changed the complexion of 
much of Uie legislation. A great 
deal of this legislation has de­
veloped a fight between the 
varying groups interests, each 
striving for special interest.

It probably would be impos­
sible for anyone to put his fin­
ger on the person or persons 
most to blame for the existence 
of such a deplorable condition, 
In our public thinking and leg- 

planning. The attempts 
it was iermed "Pork Bar- 
/islation kept showing Its 

ugJ^iead in the Hoover admin­
istration. Generally speaking 
the monster was beaten down 
at that time. Under the long 
reign of the New Deal adminis­
tration, he class or group leg­
islation hoc grown by leaps and 
bounds. When one group gets 
“ top-heavy” with prosperity 
then seme other group must 
have a dose of the medicine. Of 
course it all costs somebody.

Candidly and without bias, 
can there really be anything in 
the nai’ ure of co-operation for 
the benefit of the whole country 
in the AAA legislation, the labor 
union legislation, the WPA leg­
islation and kindred legislation? 
By the WPA, great armies of 
previously free people were se­
gregated Into a pauper or un­
clean class The Wagner, or 
labor laws have opened the door 
to powerful labor racketeer, sit- 
down s’ rike and dissatisfaction 
among organized and unorgan­
ized labor. The AAA has given 
FARMERS some money some 
of them lots of money. But does 
the rank and file, the common 
man, appreciate getting his 
money that way? A very com­
