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Rhea Bradley,Littlefield,re­
sident highway engineer for the 
Texas Highway [ apartment, 
was In Frlona last week on 
highway business.

While here, he stopped by our 
office to bring us up to date 
projects Involving our Immed­
iate area.

Bradley's number one pro­
ject at the present tlm* Involves 
the overpass on State Highway 
214 over the Santa Fe Railway 
at the southern city limits, and 
the w idening of the road to Hub,

The other road In the work* 
Is paving of the three miles 
from Highway 60 past Frlona 
Feed Yard to Farm Road 2397,

But the project on Highway 
214 presents some peculiar pro­
blems, according to Bradley.

"W e're dealing with a rail­
road, a creek (Frio Draw) and 
re-routing of a road, all In one 
package,”  the engineer points 
out.

He said that If the project 
were Just a simple overpass and 
widening of the eight-mile stre­
tch of road, It would hardly 
present any problems at all. 
"W e could rebuild the road In 
90 days, If that was all the pro­
ject,”  Bradley says.

OFF TO A-GOOD START. .. 
This week is national Fire 
Prevention Week. andtheFri- 
ona Volunteer Fire Depart­
ment has been very busy all

week fighting fires. Last 
Thursday, a call was made to 
Hi-Plains Feed Yard, for a 
fire in one of the ensilage pits. 
On Monday, the department put

out a fire at 808 Virginia, 
where Glenn Clark was moving 
into a rent house belonging to 
J. E. Knight. Extensive dam­
age was done in that fire. Then

on Monday afternoon, smoke at 
the Soil Conservation office 
called the department out once 
again, but it was a minor de­
fect in the heating system.

Bradley hopes to Incorporate 
the overpass Into a traffic pat­
tern, which would have traf­
fic wanting to turn right or left 
off the road going off at right 
angles, and com ’ ng back under 
the overpass to continue west.

This would eliminate cross 
traffic or left turns at the south 
end of the overpass, and e li­
minate possible traffic hazards 
from farm trucks and cattle 
trucks which wish to turn cff 
without using the overpass.

With a gin and two eleva­
tors off to the east, and another 
gin, elevator, and beet dump to 
the west, this would seem to 
be a fine idea, and we hope 
die engineer Is able to get this 
Included In his plans. It would 
cost a fraction more to add to 
the program, Bradley says.

However, It seems to us that 
whatever extra It costs, would 
be money well spent.

In fact, we wonder If the High­
way Department should not be 
studying the possibility of pav­
ing a road west from Highway 
214 to Missouri Beef Packers, 
and eliminate the number of 
orucks which will be coming 
onto the loop and turning west.

At a point directly east of the 
MBP plant, there are twom'les 
of dirt road, and only about one 
more mile would need to be op­
ened to bring a road to the 
plant’ s "back door.”

But he states that he will 
do everything In his power to 
facilitate the project, and hopes 
that local residents will also 
cooperate, to see the overpass 
completed before another tra­
gic accident happens at the rail­
road crossing.

Part of a resolution passed by 
concerned newspapermen SO 
years ago, equally applicable 
and meaningful today, marked 
the launching of a national cam­
paign to observe National News­
paper VA eek.

The traditional oellef of Am­
erican newspapermen that pre­
servation of our form of gov­
ernment could only be Insured 
by maintaining an Informed puh- 
L I n fo r m e d  through a free 
press and not through govern­
ment license of flat, prompted 
the formation of the annual ob­
servance.

VAhat actually triggered Na­
tional Newspaper \Aeek was the 
' Blue Eagle", a symbol pro­
posed by Franklin Delano Ro­
osevelt's National Industrial 
Recovery Act (NR A) to serve 
as a "sea l of approval" for 
newspapers and newspaper ad­
vertising.

Believing this the forerun­
ner of dreaded government lic­
ensing to operate newspapers, 
managers of a number of state 
and regional newspaper associ­
ations adopted a resolution In 
1M9, establishing the annual 
NNVA observance "to recognize 
and re-emphaslze the Important 
function of newspapers In the 
everydsy lives of people."

Such state-by-state events 
prevailed until October 16,1939, 
when the Newspaper Associ­
ation Managers adopted a re­
solution proposed by the late 
John B. Long, then general 
manager, California Newspaper 
Publishers Association, calling 
for a nationwide event.

On October I, 1940, the first 
National Newspaper \Aeek be­
gan.

Theme for NNVA that first 
year was "The Press Consti­
tutes the First Line of Defense 
In the Battle for the Mainten­
ance of Democracy."

helping promote the project to 
write editorials proclaiming 
newspaper week, prove the de­
pendability of war and diplo­
matic news to the public, spon­
sor newspaper plant visitations 
for the public, use pictures of 
the newspaper staff and news­
paper functions during the week, 
cooperate with the clergy In 
planning programs featuring 
freedom of the press, display 
newspapers from foreign coun­
tries, showing the difference In 
press freedom before and after 
a dictatorship Is established, 
and carry local advertising suc­
cess stories. The week was en­
dorsed by theNsdon.il Editorial 
Association, theN’adonalNews- 
paper Promotion Associadon, 
the Advertising Federation of 
America, and the .American As­
sociation of Advertising Agen­
cies. By the time It began, 
NAM estimated that $1 million 
well spent, most publishers and 
NAM era agreed. Their effort 
to Increase public appreciation 
of the freedom and tradition of 
American newspapers was re­
warded, not only In a decrease 
In restrictive legislation affec­
ting advertising but also In an 
Increase In attempts by other 
groups to get the public to know 
and properly value their coun­
try's newspapers. For ex­
ample, In 1942 Sigma Delta Chi, 
the profession*: journalism so­
ciety, started marking historic 
sites In Journalism.

By 1942 the program for Na­
tional Newspaper \Aeek had ex­
panded, with the chairman of 
the committee assuming more 
duties In what to mall In the 
kits to newspapers and who to 
contact for added participation. 
The Canadlan press pimped into 
the act, as did the Graphic Arts 
Education Association, then the 
International Circulation Man­
agers Association, which insti­
gated the establishment of 
Newspaper Boy Day on the Sat­
urday of the week. In 1954 
another single day observance 
was added to NNVA, Religion 
and the press Day, appropri­
ately held on Sunday.

SUPPLEMENTAL FEF DING OF BEF F CATTLE

Urea, grain and/or oil seed meals are used many times as 
supplements for cattle.

Urea is « nitrogenous compound which through bacterial 
action in the rumen and In the presence of sufficient amounts 
of carbohydrate feed Is converted Into protein. The reason 
for using this nitrogenous msterlal Is to lower protein coat. 
It contains no energy. Either the feed grade or fertilizer 
grade (281 or 282 ) may he fed. Mixtures containing urea re­
quire thorough mechanical mixing with such feeds as molasses 
and ground grain. The grain to urea ratio should be no less than 
eight pounds of grain to one pound of urea. Combinations of the 
grains and/or oil seed meals may he fed. These type mixes 
may also be mixed with salt or feed grade gypsum (calcium 
sulfate) to control Intake. Mix with 25 per cent salt or limit 
consumption to about two pounds per head dally. Use one 
half as much gypsum as salt ( 12.5 ) per cent to limit to about 
the same Intake. Stocker cattle may he fed a mixture of 90 
percent concentrates and 10 per cent salt to control the Intake 
to one per cent of body weight which permits growth gain on 
fair pasturage. Dusty ground grains may be controlled with 
five per cent molasses.

Cattle should be allowed an adjustment period when started 
on feeds containing urea. For Instance, If four pounds of sup­
plement Is to be fed dally then feed two pounds dally for the 
first week anil begin the four pounds at the beginning of the 
second week. Toxic symptoms may occur when feeds con­
taining urea are fed to starved animals or upon rapid con­
sumption. Urea toxicity may be noticeable by animals having 
a staggering or wobbly gait. If such Is observed, administer 
orally one half to one gallon of a five per cent acetic acid 
jolutlun or household vinegar._______________________________

Herschel Johnsons Report

Memorable European Trip
Mr. and Mrs. Herschel John­

son recently returned home af­
ter spending three weeks visit­
ing their daughter, Kay, who 
lives In Heldelburg, Germany. 
They took a number of tours 
and visited several countries 
during their stay there.

Mrs. Johnson has written the 
following report: "On Sept­
ember 9 at 11 a.m. Hersch and 
I departed for Frankfort, Ger- 
m.iny, from Amarillo. We went 
non stop from Dallas to New 
York City, and on to Frankfort. 
At 2:15 a.m. Sept. 10, we had 
landed and were greeted by Kay 
with a bouquet of flowers. That 
Is a German tradition. Frank­
fort Is 45 miles from Heldel­
burg, on auto bonn highway and 
a beautiful drive.

In Heldelburg we stayed at a 
pension, a German home which 
served breakfast. We enjoyed 
our stay there, and each time 
we left for a short trip the Ger­
man lady assured she would 
have a room for us on our re­
turn. She did. She spoke little 
English, but made us feel very 
welcome. We used our hands 
and two German "words and 
phrases" books to commjn- 
lcate. At times we were con­
fused and also had some of the 
natives, but someone always 
spoke a bit of English, and 
helped us, most willingly. The 
German people were friendly 
and everything la very clean.

When we heard anyone speak 
E nglish, we began a conversa­
tion quickly. We talked with 
people from all over the world.

From Heldelburg, Kay took 
us In her Volks car to the Rhine 
River for a 2 hr. boat ride. 
The grape vineyards run stra­
ight up the mountains and were 
on each side as far as we rode. 
We saw many castles. We went 
to the Geyolsteln Prum where 
my David Moseley was during 
W.W. 1, In 1917-18. We spent 
the night at Geyolsteln. It was 
a pretty town. All of the Germ an 
towns are picturesque with the 
church spirals and red died 
roofs of homes and buildings. In 
Colonge, we visited the large 
Cathedral which took over 600 
years to build.

At Arnhem, Holland we went 
to an outdoor m jseum which 
depicts the life of Holland, as It 
has been, and to preserve It. 
Buildings, windmills and homes 
have been moved In from the 
country. The shoes by the fire­
places. Butw<? saw no one wear­
ing them. The mills ground the 
grain.

There is a British, Belgium 
War Cemetery at Arnhem. It 
is beautiful and gave one a feel­
ing of sadness and reverence. 
Many of the graves were marked

unknown. A group of soldiers 
were leaving and had placed a 
large wreath at the memorial 
from the 10th Ratt. of Airborne 
In memory of Sept. 1944.

We came back to Heldelburg 
and we drove through southern 
Germany, and through the cen­
tral part of Switzerland. No 
adjective can describe the beau­
ty of the Alpe, the Chalets 
with window boxes of red ger­
aniums and the brown swlss 
cattle with large cow bells.

We visited 'Our Chalet* at 
Adelboden. It was bulltbyMrs. 
Storrow of the U.S. A. and opened 
In July 1932. Over 1000 Girl 
Scouts and Girl Guides come 
each year from all over the 
world, to this beautiful spot. 
It Is about a mile up the moun­
tain from the town, and is open 
during winter, spring and sum­
mer. It can also accommodate 
100 girls at a time. Decorations 
have been added from many 
countries. Our guide was a 
lovely girl from Sweden. We 
wish all people who work with 
scouts could visit It. for in­
spiration.

As we ca m e through Austria 
the people were harvesting hay, 
and the women were in the fi­
elds. Hay hams were very 
thick but small. Many of the 
towns looked like the one in 
'The Sound of Music*, with the 
mountains In the background, 
and the large domes on the 
church spirals. The churches 
have clocks and we heard the 
bells ringing many times as we 
passed through towns. We 
stayed In a zlmmer ( a home ) 
high in the mountains.

Hersch and I flew from 
Frankfurt to Berlin, From the 
air Fast Germany doesn’ t com­
pare to West Germany. There 
are few paved roads and the 
towns had little color. West 
Germany has lots of paved 
roads, and much building Is be­
ing done. Berlin Is very mo­
dem In the downtown areas, and 
has been almost completely re­
built for blocks, A lot are still 
untouched, and remain hulls. 
We took a bus tour into East 
Berlin. When you cross at check 
point Charlie, past the wall it 
gives one a sad feeling and also 
one of being grateful that you are 
an American. You arc checked 
closely, and no printed material 
may be taken in.

New buildings have been con­
structed, and they are restoring 
some of the historical buildings, 
but much of It Is still war da­
maged. There were more cars, 
and the people were better dres­
sed than we had anticipated. 
The people didn’ t seem to have 
the spirit or the expression, that 
the West Berlin people had. W e

made three stops, and had coffee 
at one restaruant, but it was a 
good feeling to get back Into 
West Berlin.

Kay, Hersch and I flew to 
Rome, Italy from Frankfurt. 
The snow capped Alps and the 
blue Mediterranean Sea, were 
beautiful. Rome has much his­
tory so we took a bus tour for 
the main points of Interest. We 
spent one morning «t Vatican 
City. In the Six tine Chapel, 
which was built In 1484-the ceil­
ings and walls are covered by 
frescoes or paintings done by 
Mlchelanglo and other great ar­
tists. No one can describe the 
beajty of these buildings and do 
It Justice. Rome has many be­
autiful, historical buildings and 
thousands of statues.

We saw the traffic, but could 
not believe It. We took a taxi 
Airing the peak rush hour and 
didn't know If we should watch 
the adventure or close our eyes. 
There Is about 3 In. of clear­
ance on each side, and no lanes 
of traffic. Lots of motorcycles 
add to the confusion.

In all of the larger towns 
there are carts of flowers, veg- 
etibles and fruits, and they are 
all perfect. All of the eating 
places have flowers on each ta­
ble. Many people walk, and all 
women have shopping bags. The 
men wear suits and carry brief 
cases and have their work 
clothes and lunch in them. The 
school children have book cases 
strapped to their backs. Ger­
many Is a shopper's paradise. 
They have so m any lovely things 
for sale.

We attended church at Mark 
Twain Chapel In Heldelburg. It 
was the first one built In Ger­
many for the armed services 
and has beautiful stained glass 
windows.

We left Kay at Frankfurt and 
flew to London. We took a bus 
tour to see the highlights in one 
day. We could hear the chimes 
of Big Ben at our hotel. W ■» 
stood on No. 10 l owning Stree 
and recalled hearing of Chur­
chill and it, during the war. We 
could not see the part of West­
minister Abbey where he is bu­
rled, as It Is closed on Sunday. 
Many famous people are burled 
Inside the church. I ondon has 
many new buildings and one bank 
covered a block or more. There 
were many hippies at Piccadilly 
Circus.

We returned Sept. 29, and all 
of our flights were delightful. 
The beauty of the U.S. unfolded 
as we made our way back to 
Dallas. When we left there for 
Amarillo, a vivid red sunset 
seemed to say "welcome 
home."
