Shadowgraphs Not Television.

Bo far, so good, but
are not television. Balird soon found,
like s0 many other Investigators In
various countries, that successful tele
vision Is a much more difficult thing.
In the case of television, It is not
enough to send mere outlines of the
object to be transmitted. Not only
| the contour, but also all the detalls
and gradations of light and shade,
together with a lifelike reproduction
of all movewents, must be transmitted
and received. To achleve this, the ar-

| THE BROADCASTING EQUIPMENT |

The first plece of apparatus that we
|see when visiting a broadcasting
'lludlo is the microphone, This mys
lterluu- looking device Is really noth
Ing more than an especlally designed
and highly sensitive telephone trans-
mitter, such as one talks !uto when
ever one carries on a conversation
| over the telephone, The transmitter
unit itself Is hung by springs inside
a microphone ease, to protect it from
shocks and Jars, and what one sees,
therefore, Is really the case, the little
microphone being suspended inslde It

The sound waves In the studio are
picked up by the microphone nnd car-
ried as telephonle current over regu-
lar telephone lines to the broadeasting
station. Doth at the studio and the
station, amplifiers—consisting of radio
tubes, colls and other equipment—are
connected to the lines to strengthen
the telephonic currents

At the station, complicated elec-
trical equipment ls provided for gen-
erating alternating electrical currents
of high frequency. In reality, this
equipment s not any more compll-
cated, and not nearly so massive, as
that of the ordinary electric power
plant. The currents generated by It
are alternating, or vibrating In na-
ture, flowing for an lostant In one di-
rection and then in the other, just like
the electrie current In your light line,
They are different from the light cur
rent In that they fluctuate, vibrate, or
change thelr direction of flow, many
more times per second

To create thess rapidly vibrating
eurrents, especially bullt generators,
somewhat resembling those used In
power piants, may be employed. A
much stmpler method, and a
more satisfactory one, s to use gi
radio tubes —merely large editions of
