tobér, has now advanced to the
point where the district offires will
now be authorized to adjust the old
claims as well as the new ones. Only
& master file of each case will be
retained In the Washinglon office
and whatever negotiations may be
netessary or additional proof re-
quired will be submitted to the re-
glonal director of the district with-
in which the claimant may live, It
is estimated that within 90 days the
disabllity cases now on flle with
the yeterans’ bureau also will be in
the hands of the regional directors.

This radical change in adminis-
tration of veterans' rellef is ex-
pected to speed up adjustment of
all claims. There will be no neces-
sity for the ex-service man to come
to Washington to press his-claim. L

DENTON, TEXAS, Nov. 31—Farm-
ers of Denton and surrounding
counties wlill be*nble to keep more
closely Informed 0f new agrioultural
{nformation Ly the construction of
a paved highway to the Texas ex-
periment farm loecated about four
miles southwest of Denton, work on
which was directed to procesd by
the Denton ecounty ecommissioners’
court recently, accerding to B,
Youngblood, director of the Texas
experiment station at College Sta-
tion.

This experiment farm, known &as
sub-station No, €, serves one of the
most Important agricultural regions
of the state and has heretofore been
rather inaccessible, due to a stretch
of black land road about a mile and
A quarter In length between the
main  highway and the station,
which is practically Iimpassabie dur-
Ing ralny weather, according to Mr.

WA!H!NGTON Nov., 21.—A real
disposition to bring about disarma-
ment Is seen Dby Representative
Luclan W. Parrish in the arms con-
fererice now being held heie In
Washington. Congressman Parrish
has been a close observer of this
conference and is convinced that it
is a step Iin the right direction,
which, If followed, will make for
the future peace of the-world, In
discussing the disarmament confer-

rence —today, —€ongressman—Parrish-

sald:

“l belleve that the intermational
conference for the Ilimitation of
armaments {x progressing most sat-
isfactorily. When the czar of Rus-
sia called the first conference of
this character In 1898, there was a
genera] acceptance of his Invitation,
but the response was not in any
sense enthusiastic or ‘whole-hearted,
and the subsequent history of that
conference and other conferences of
A similar character, discloses that
there was no genuine enthusiasm on
the part of at least some of the
great nations, and while the cop-
ferences were being held the oppor-
tunity to prevent war passed, and
suddenly we found ourselves thrown
into the greatest war of all his-
tory. There Is no doubt hut what
this war could have been averted
had _the nations attending the con-
ferenoce been seriously iIn earnest
about disarmament.

“However, the call for thé pres-
ent conference met with an ens
tirely different reception Whole-

heartedly and enthuslastically the

When we observe,
as we did op yesterday, that Eng-
land Is willing to surrender her con-
cessions Iin China If France and-Ja-
pan will do llkewise, we see a real
disposition to sacrifice In order that
this conference. may succeed, and
while the conference is yet young
and the result of itg deliberations
stil] In doubt, yet, I belleve that

[ great good s going to-be—aecom-

plished and that, through the effort
of the representatives present, sup-
ported by a strong publie sentiment,
the future peace of the world wiil
be made more seécure -and the bur-
dens and horrors of war further re-
moved from the hearts and - con-
sciousness, not only of the people of
our own beloved country, but of the
other nations as well.

Like Foch, you pity him for his loss of sight.

Yet Envin is studylug international law st Har
vard, & task that is extremely difficult even to those
with perfect sight. It is an Inspiring instance of
what man can accomplish, despite any handicap, if
he keeps his fighting spirit allve.

Ben Welch, the cdmedian, went blind a year ago.

. Did he become discouraged—give up the fight? No.

In the presence of witnesses, including the mayor
of Providence, R. I, Welch burned his insurance dis-
ability policy that would have paid him -$10,000 in a
lump sum or $75 a week for the rest of his life.

Now Weich is traveling about the country, head-
laing in vaudeville, as in the old days. He even re-
fuses to carry a cane.

A friend, dressed as a policaman, leads him out
on the stage. Sitting om-a Deled, ti® famous come-
dian forgets that he is blind, and cheers his gudience
with a rapidfire of jests.

Blindness would make most of us down-hearted.
But Welch says that it has only made him more
aaxious to cheer up others.

“Life,” says he. “is too short to quit working.”

RAILROAD RATES AND WAGE REDUCTIONS.

_ The rallroads Have applied to the federal rallway

wage board for another reduction of ten per cent {n
wWages. An application that would have been received
with greater approval would have been one with the
faterstate commerce commission for a general re-
duction in freignt rates. Public opinion would have
applanded such action and it might have been fol-
lowed by another reduction in wages.
__In the effort of the rallroads to reduce Wwages
which led the threat of a strike recently, the roads
had the support of public opinions One of the res-
sons for this support was the expectation of an early
reduction In freight rates which are impeding and
stifling industry. So far this expectation has met
“‘with disappointment wnd the publte 1y Sl waiting
with some anxlety for the rallroads to move in this
matter. BSlowly the public is coming to the bellef
that the roads do not intend woluntarily to reduce
rates and on the other hand that they will oppose
Sttempts on the part of the public to have them re-
d@uced. Discussing tbis view the Dentson Herald
Says:

“The rallroads have shown no disposition to re-
@uce rates, save In a few instances, and in those no
. Peflection In business has been felt. Before asking
employes to accept lower wages, it occurs to The
Herald that the roads should manifest s disposition
to accord the public the benefit of reduced operating
cost. Perhaps they have in mind a gemeral shaving
of both freight and passenger rates, but that is in the
future—a matter that the interstate commerce com-
mission will have to determine, a separate and dis-
tinct body from that which passes upon wage com-
troversfes. And it is also true that no substantial
reduction in rates has ever been brought about save
over the bitter opposition of the roads themselves.
‘We have no reason to belleve it will be otherwise in
the future, regardlers of action uku on the pro-
posed wage cut.

“The great body of railroad men are not so much
concerned as to the amount they receive as wages
88 they are in what it will buy. If it requires one
day’'s pay mow to buy a sack 'of flour, they stren-
_Mously object to being required to apply earnings of
' & @ay and a half to the purchase of-the same com-
modity. The fllustration holds good all slong the
_ Uine. Manifestly, there must be a lowering of values
#0 that the adjustment wil bear equally on all. It
I8 mot fair to require one class to bear the burden
of the entire load.

But, he
sald, “if there should come a sug-
gestion for further reduction, it
would be Impossible for us, with-
out exposing ourselves 1o the most
serious danger.” 2

He asserted that If ever there
was a country committed to peace
it was France. But, he added,
since the war his country had gone
through many deceptions and had
seen Germany refuse to perform

HALjory e e

Asserting with all his power that
France was the foe of no nation, M.
Briand sald his government wanted
continued aiM real peace with Ger-
many. In Germany. he sald, there
were numerous people who want
sincerely a peace founded on dem-
ocratie institutions and he de-
clared it was that sort of a Ger-
many to which the world must look
for hope.

But, he asked, how could France
fgnore the “other Germany of the
Hohenzollerns,” The other imperial
party, he declared, had tried repeat-
edly to regain control,

As an example, M. Briand - read
several pasgages from the memoirs
of Ludendofff regarding Germany's
aspirations for world cofquest.
Among these citations was Luden-
dorff's declaration that the Iinsti-
tution of war was a creation of
God.

Throwing the Ludendorff mpanu-
script dramatically upon the table,
M. Briand declared it should con-
vince the world what was Dbeing
sald at the door of France.

Words Go Throughout World

Premier Briand remarked one
must feel a great responsibility
“when rlaing to speak from this

platferm from whence every word
goea to the anxious and . attentive
ear of the world.”

“Let me explain, for France, that
If you want to make peace It must
be made by two people, you and
your neighbor. 1 am speaking par-
ticularly of land armaments, be-
oause there is a wsituation which
you have no right to neglect.

“It is necessary that besides phy-
sleal disarmament there should be
& general atmosphere of peace—in
other words, moral disarmament.
In Europe today some conditions
still are prevalent and France Is
obligated to state them.

“Many of you here in this coun-
try know France. Your men came
to us at the most erieital moment
of the war, Certainly these men
have come back to help wipe away
some of the noxlous gases which
have been spread by the ecommon
enemy,

* “Here In this country you have

tangled barriers of Europe. It must
be difficult for some of you to re.
alize what conditions are prevalling
in Europe after the war. I admit
that quite & few Americans would
say: “The war s won; peace s
signed. Germany has reduced Wor
army. Most of her war material is
destroyed. Why Is It that France
keeps such a considerable army™

“Some people think that France
must have some hidden thought. It
might have been sald that France
wanted to establish in Burope »
sort of military supremacy. Prob.
ably this Is the most painful and
eruel thing a Frenchman could be
told. To tell the world that we
have perfidious intentions and mil.
itary designs Is sad and most dis-
heartening. - .

“Not one word of It Is true™ ex-
claimed M. Briand, pounding the ta.
ble with both fists. “If there In a
country wants peace with all our
bearts, belleving In It with her en-
tire falth, that country Is France.

“Since the armaitice France has
had to walt for realisation of cer-
tain things. She has peen  Ger.
many haggle over her pledged word
and the terms she had gigned. Bhe
has seen Germany "P:“ to pay.
The popular opinion I8 that France
In impatient, but France has re-
mained perfectly ealm™

Position of Germany.

Referring to the German position,
Premier Briand continued:

“We have no hatred In our
hearts She (France) will use
avery means, between Germany and

herself, to prevent a bloody recur-
rence Dut after all we have no
right to forget, we have no right

to weaken our powsition and give
rise to certain hopes by our weak-
ness.”

Mere Premier Briand eited the
royal attempts at coups d'etat and
quoted from the book of General
Ludendorff, whose teachings. he
sald, were followed by he “ellite,
prefessors and writers” of a part
of Germany,

M. Briand sald he desired to
make excepts from Ludendorff a
part of his brief

After a long quotation from Lu-
dendorff, who referred 1o war as
the cornerstone of all Intelligent
policles apd a creation of God, the
premier sdded: “These are the char.
acter of the world. used by the
bighest German authorities and
gﬂrr the war has caused the death
of millions. That is the sort of
thing that Is being taught at the
very doer of France. How can you
expect France to close her eyes?™

Protesting that he never would
dp anything to draw France Into
war, M. Briand added an admonition
Lo his hearers to remember that
should France through An excess of
optimism, be attacked and perhaps
lost, he would be nothing more than
An “abominable traltor.”

TURNS TO LAND ARMAMENTS

WASHINGTON, Nov. 21. — The
Washington conference turned Its
attention to land armaments today
with Premier Briand of France pre.
pared to present its third plenary
session what was expected t0o be &
frank statement of the remsons that
impel his country to maintaln the
largest\army in the world.

STRASBOURG, Nov. 21.—Premier
Briand will declare for guaraniees
necessary to the security of Frahce
at the Washington conference, Min-
ister of War Barthou sald In an ad-
dress here at the celebration of the
third anniversary of the return of
Freuch troops to Strasbourg.

France, he sald, was ready to ac-
cept the limitation of land armaments,
on certain conditions, such as the
complete disarmament of Germany.
Before any disarmament of France it
would be necessary to place Germany
In & position where It woUld be Im-
possible for her to endanger the peace
of the world,

It was useless to repeat, he said,
that France had suffered too much
from war to dream of any further
conflict. The French democracy de-
manded the reform and development
of peace Institutions, not the pursuit
of imperialistic dreams, but If the na-
tion wished peace It wished it in all
the dignity assured by victory and by
the msecurity secured by execution of
the peace treaty,
