ty was named, was one of the 
survivors of the massacre at 
Goliad. History has recorded 
that Callahan was a mechanic, 
and as a number of the Mexi­
can wagons were needing re­
pairs after the battle at Collto, 
Callahan was used In that field 
and thus escaped the massacre 
Callahan, along with Dr. Shack­
elford. for whom Shackelford 
County was named, was a mem­
ber of the Georgia Battalion 
that came to Texas to aid the 
patriots In their fight for in­
dependence.

2. Fort Orlffln-Camp Colorado 
Military Telegraph Line. This 
monument of granite Is locat­
ed on the old U. S Highway 8U, 
about midway between Baird 
and Putnam.

3. Port Concho - Fort Griffin 
Military Tel^raph Line. This 
line crossed the county between 
Baird and Clyde.

4. The Bishop Garrett Monu­
ment. In the winter of 1877, 
Bishop Garrett of the Episcopal 
Church, came on horseback
