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1( you haven’t driven down 
by the new l-ittle League base­
ball park, which is under con­
struction at Third and Prospect, 
you're going to be in for a plea 
sant surprise.

The Frlona Noon Lions, who 
are rani-roddlng the project, 
are putting in a baseball field 
that will be second to none. The 
park is to be used primarily by 
the Senior Little League, which 
begins play next month.

Members of both of the city's 
Lions clubs, along with other 
individuals, have donated time, 
equipment and materials to as­
sist the project. The city of 
Frlona donated water for the 
grass, which apparently will 
have a full, lush cover.

conviction and sentencing of L.t. William Calley, Jr. who has 
been sentenced to life imprisonment for the premeditated 
murder of civilians at My Lai.

Several groups and Individuals sent letters to congressmen 
and to [‘resident Nixon last week following the Jury decision. 
A petition in the form of a telegram to the president was draft­
ed by local attorney Richard Collard and received 200 names 
before being sent off.

In a man-on-the-street type Interview local citizens had this 
to say about the events of last week:

Ralph Shirley: "The Jury Just made the wrong decision.”
Dan Fthrldge: "The court’s decision was unfair and I think 

Calley will eventually be released."
Gib Boatman: " I t was foolish for this to have ever come to 

tria l in the first place.”
Ralph Roden: "The silent majority has finally spoken up. 

Lt. Calley should be restored to full military status and pay."

Ralph Taylor: "These things have to happen In war. If there 
was military censorship on the press this thing wouldn't be 
in the mess it’s In now.”

Frank Truitt: "I don't think he should be made a hero, but 
It is wrong to place the blame for an entire system on one 
Individual."

Mayor R.L, Fleming: "Life means nothing to those people: 
they have been in wars all their lives. The women and children 
Calley shot were setting land mines and booby traps and he w as 
told to clean them out. He should not be prosecuted for carrying 
out an order. This buck-passing Is typical of the m ilitary.”

Mrs. Glenn Reeve, Sr.: "1 don’t agree with all this killing. 
Our boys Just shouldn’t even be over there. They'll be court 
marauded if they carry out orders to kill, and court narda’.Ied 
if they don't carry out their orders."

City Manager Jake Outland- "We are playing right in the 
hands of the communists who want to take over this country. 
It is a communistic tactic to divide the people and stir up 
feelings over cases such as this.”

Vietnam war veteran Tom Shelton: "From  the time I en­
tered boot training until I was sent overseas 1 was being taught 
to kill. Convicting Lt. Calley la utterly ridiculous. When you 
are In Vietnam you don’t know who the enemy Is. Some buddies 
of mine were killed by ■ five-year-old kid. The women who 
work for us as maids or in the PX by day will get a gun and 
try to shoot you at night. In combat, each situation is com­
pletely different. You can’t fight by any 9et pattern. We are 
trying to cram our Western Civilization down the throat of

these people. They Just want to be left alone. 'They hate all 
outsider Intervention Including the l ,S. and the Chinese."

Mrs. Sam Williams: "This Is a commie scheme all the 
way. It’s an Injustice to teach these boys to fight and then not 
stand behind them. The minute our boys decide they've had 
enough of such Injustice and lay down their arms and refuse 
to fight then the communists are ready to take over. Richard 
Hammer, who wrote the book "One Morning In My l al" 
and caused all this furor should be tried and convc ted of 
treason for his criticism of the military.’’

Vietnam war veteran Inane Reed; "As soon as they pro 
secute everyone who has ever dropped a bomb then they an 
convict Calley.”

Santa Fe Agent J.C. Beck; "Statements made by this man 
since the trial prove that he is mentally unbalanced. He was 
found guilty In a military court on a military matter by a group 
of professionals who could have been In the same situation. 
A person who would kill unarmed women and children Is a 
mad dog killer and should be Incarc erated.”

Haywood Vaughn: "I served In Korea when the enemy sent 
10 year old kids into our troops with live bombs in their hands. 
Calley was Justified in killing them all as he was sent to do.

We refer to the Voice of "We the People” when and If it 
Is broadcast In the right direction.

The Silent Majority has learned that It can be heard, and If 
the ordeal of Lt. Calley serves no other purpose than demon­
strating this fact to his fellow Americans then he will not have 
suffered In vain.

Tile power of the press, the sheer force of public opinion 
must never again be Ignored nor taken for granted by the gen­
eral public.

We had a good example of what an aroused populace can do 
In our letters to Hanoi a few weeks ago.

Perhaps this experience and the Calley trial will establish 
a practice that Is part and parcel of true Democracy.

I heard a story that I think would be well 
to relate to you at this timie.

1 have not dip­
ped In the Mediterranean Sea nor the 1 ngllsh 
Channel, yet I can feel their wave-beats on 
my feet."

The story then sought to relate that our 
knowledge of God does not have to come In a 
physical expression (yet In some Instances 
I think lt does through other people, but back 
to my Ides) Fosdick said, "1 don’t know God 
afar off, but I can feel Ms wash over my feet."

This la to ssy that our greatest knowledge 
of God is that experience, that Holy P re ­
sence, thst "h e re -n ess" , thst tells u« of Ms 
existence.

For me, this becomes a great assurance at 
this Easter time.

Some of you will read on Wednesday before 
Maundy Thursday. Probably most of you 
will be reading this on Maundy Thursday, the 
day of the la s t  Supper, Still others of you 
will read this on Good Friday (why call It 
good?) and some nearer to I aster Sunday.

Some would rename Friday to be called, 
"Black Friday,” and yet in the context of 
the [ aster event. Friday waa necessary to 
appreciate the significance of Eaater Sunday.

So then, as Paul questioned, "Is  It neces­
sary to deny Christ in order that God may 
show hlf love?—Of course notl”  But In 
response to the denial that man made of 
Jesus, God did show hts love.

Did you ever realize Ms complete love 
for you made such a thing an thst possible? 
It sure did.

It Is reported that O. Henry, that great 
novelist, on Ms death bed, aaked for a light­
ed candle.

Being quizzed by Ms nurse, he replied, 
"Because I am afraid to go home in the 
dark.”

And this Is the whole truth about Easter— 
one doesn't need to go home In the dark. 
We have a light to guide us In our way--lf 
we so desire.

I am going to be given a r t r e  privilege (7) 
of Joining my brother on Ms sail boat up 
In the waters off the New Fngland coast, this 
summer.

Receiving a letter from Mm fist recently, 
he went Into great detail to explain the best 
spots to tie his boat up--s good place being 
very important for a good beginning. . .Ima­
gine me on the "poop" deck. . .  .

Now, that's my idea about the Easter sea­
son. Not the "poop” deck deal, but that It 
provides a good spot to tie up to.

This Is God's revelation of care and con­
cern for you and me. . .that he cared enough 
that he gave his only son--now that really 
took some doing—but that's the way he Is 
and the sooner we become acquainted with 
that reality for our life, then. Faster will 
take on the proper significance that It should 
maintain.

We need not go home In the dark, he does 
provide a place where we can tie to, and we 
can feel Ms presence as near aa the "sand"
on our feet. . . .

That's our Faster and I pray Its spirit 
and attitude will accompany you for a long 
time to come.

God blesaed us with Easter. . . We can 
bless Mm with our "altveness" to Ms holy 
s p ir i t . . . .

But you as today's designer of 
Faster eggs may have some new 
tricks up your sleeves.

Faster eggs taste and look 
best when hard cooked Instead 
of hard boiled. Cooking below 
the boiling temperature means 
more tender egg whites, less 
dark coloring around the yolk 
and less cracking of shells dur­
ing cooking.

To hard cook eggs, cover a 
pan of water and bring It to a 
boll. Remove from heat, and 
carefully lowep eggs Into the 
boiling water. l-et stand for 
about 20 minutes In the hot wa­
ter. Immerse cooked eggs Im­
mediately In cold water.

Another way to hard cook 
eggs Is to place the eggs In a 
dish of lukewarm water to pre­
vent shells from cracking. 
Bring water In a pan to a rapid 
boll ualng enough water to come 
above the eggs one inch. Care­
fully transfer the eggs to the 
boiling water: reduce the heat 
to keep the water at a sim m er­
ing temperature. Cover and 
leave the eggs in the water for 
about 18 minutes. Immerse 
them Immediatelylncoldwater.

To prevent dye from staining 
the egg whites, use eggs that 
have no cracks, and keep the 
dye water warmer than the eggs. 
If a warm egg Is left In cool 
water, the dye may seep through 
the pores of the shell.

When selecting eggs for 
coloring, check appearance and 
shell color. Brown shelled eggs 
color Just as well as whltr 
shelled ones. Brown shells 
yield bright, vivid colors; white 
shells are best for pastels.

Before dyeing, wipe shells 
thoroughly with a moist cloth, 
then allow to dry. 1 ggs that 
have limy shells will dye with 
tiny white spots.

Prepare dye according to the 
manufacturer’s Instructions. 
Immerse eggs until tliey become 
the shade desired. Let eggs 
dry, then use your Imagina­
tion.

Hard cooked dyed eggs may 
be eaten, but within a day or so. 
A way to prevent the problem 
of hard-cooked eggs being hard 
to peel Is by using older eggs 
or by aging them before cook­
ing.

To age eggs simply leave 
them out of the refrigerator at 
room temperature for 24 hours. 
Cracked the shell and peel from 
the large end. A further aid Is 
to place the egg under cold run­
ning water to ease off the shell.

Hog Cholera Restricts 
State Swine Movements

Dr. H.Q. Sibley, Acting Exe­
cutive Director of the Texas 
Animal Health Commission to­
day ordered a restriction on 
swine movements in Texas In 
order to bring the present hog 
cholera situation under control. 
This restriction Is Imposed to 
Implement a quarantine order 
signed by Mr. Joe B. Finley, 
J r ., Chairman of the Texas An­
imal Health Commission on 
March 22. 1971.

Effective March 29, 1971, the 
movement of all feeder and hr- 
eeder swine within Texas will 
be allowed only by permit Is­
sued after Inspectlonof the herd 
from which they originate.

Under the restriction, slau­
ghter swine may be consigned 
directly to livestock markets 
for sale to slaughter or directly 
to slaughtering establishments

Texas regulatory officials 
have enlisted the cooperation 
of accredited practicing veter­
inarians, vocational agriculture 
teachers, and county extension 
agents to assist In on-farm In­
spection prior to show or sale 
of feeder pigs and breeder 
stock.

Special permission from the 
Texas Animal Health Commis­
sion must be obtained for ex 
hlbltlons, shows and special 
feeder and breeder sales. Re­
strictive sanitation require­
ments at such points of swine 
concentration should minimize 
exposure to hog cholera.

Prior Inspection and permit 
for movement Is required for 
any farm to farm movement of 
swine
may be obtained by contacting 
a representative of the Texas

Animal Health Commlsslonor a 
County Agricultural Extension 
Agent.

The restriction on swine 
movements will be In effect 
for 60 days and will allow the 
Texas Animal Health Commla 
sion In cooperation with the 
Animal Health Division of the 
U.S. Department of Agriculture 
to bring the current outbreak 
under control. The action has 
the support of the Texas swine 
Industry and Is being taken In 
the best Interests of swine pro­
ducers.

Ragworms are destructive 
pests on many evergreens and 
deciduous shrubs and trees, and 
sometimes on neglected fruit 
trees. Late March and early 
April Is the time to control 
them.

F irst, remove the bags from 
Infested plants and destroy 
them. Then when temperatures 
stay above 60 degrees for 6 to 
10 hours during the day, start 
applying control measures. The 
pesticide applications should be 
continued at 7 to 10-day Inter­
vals until the Infestation Is el­
iminated.

Sevln, chlordane, lead ar­
senate or toxaphene will ef­
fectively control the bagworm. 
Directions for mixing and ap­
plying the materials are given 
on the label container and should 
be carefully followed.

The bagworm moth deposits 
from 500 to 1,000 eggs In a 
brown, tapered bag attached to 
a branch of the plant In Sept­
ember. The eggs hatch lnMarch 
and the small worms lmmedl 
ately begin to feed on the plant’s 
foliage and bark.

The young worms or cater­
pillars construct • small ta­
pered bag of sllk-llke material 
and attach to It pieces of bark 
and foliage. The bag turns a 
brown In color.

The bagworm protrudes Its 
head and front feet from the 
bag as It moves about the plant 
feeding but will withdraw into 
the bag when disturbed. In late 
summer the bag is attached to a 
branch and the mature cater-
