Hi-Pro Feeds Is Expanding
Hl-Pro Feeds Is in the midst 

of an expansion program that 
will cost $50,000 by the end of 
the summer, adding 6,400 
square feet of w arehouse space, 
plus new manufacturing equip­
ment.

The company, whose basic 
business Is the manufacturing 
of feedlot supplements. Is build­
ing a 52 x 125 foot extension to 
Its warehouse,

Hl-Pro has begun bagging 
certain of Its feeds, and hence 
the need for additional storage 
space. Also, the company plans 
to go Into the manufacturing of 
range cubes this coming sum­

mer. and this will also require 
additional space.

Ron Iiavenport, manager of 
Hl-Pro Fe--ds, said he is happy 
that the company’ s growth had 
be< n such as to warrant the ex­
pansion after a relatively short 
time since It opened.

Hl-Pro opened in November 
of 1967 with animal health sup­
plies, Its feed mill operations 
began on May 29, 1969. The 
company has also opened br­
anch offices which handle an-

Imal supplies In I tter and Ab­
ilene,

At the present time, some 
30 people are employed by the 
company In Frlona, adding a 
sizeable payroll to the local 
economy,

Lewellen and Matlock 1 on- 
structlon Company of Frlona 
are the contractors on the ex­
pansion project. Cost of the 
warehouse addition is In the 
neighborhood of $20,000.

Leukemia Is cancer of the 
blood-forming tissues. Long 
considered primarily a disease 
of children. It actually strlkea 
many more adults, and at an 
Increasing rate.

In 1947, the first remissions 
were achieved by chemotherapy 
in acute leukemia. Today, in 
some medical centers, com­
plete remissions are being ac­
hieved in up to 90 per cent of 
certain cases. Some (tugs, in 
series, have prolonged life of 
leukemia patients for over 10 
years. There la no preventive 
or cure, as yet.

The American Cancer Socle- 
ty-.ulready doing more against 
leukemia than any other national 
voluntary health orgamzation-- 
has stepped up its service pro­
gram for leukemia patients tn 
accordance with existing ser­
vice policies. The expanded 
program guide defines mini­
mum services that should be 
made available

Nature and scope of support 
for a patient will differ from 
Division to Division, from l nit 
to I nit, and will depend on loc al 
ability to meet the ordinary 
needs, and the expanded service 
program will endeavor to supply 
them. If leukemia strikes, fa­

milies In need are urged to 
consult the nearest American 
Cancer Society l nit to find out 
what help la available fron the 
Society and other community 
agencies.

There will be 19,000 new vic­
tims of leukemia In 1971. and 
15,000 deaths. It strikes both 
sexes and all ages. The dis­
ease constitutes approximately 
half the cancer cases of Amer­
ican children between ages 3-14 
where cancer la the leading 
disease-deatt cause.

The American Cancer Socie­
ty has alw ays been In the fore­
front tn the leukemia fight. On 
March 1, 1968, there were 53 
American Cancer soc iety gr­
ants for almost $2-mllllon that 
were directly or Indirectly re­
lated to leukemia.

This program embraces the 
quest for a almple practical 
test to detect leukemia before 
It develops in the bloodstream, 
the search for more effective 
drugs for treating the disease, 
and studies relating to radia­
tion, viruses and basic leukemic 
cell structure and functions.

As a new wrinkle this year, 
Stone Is adding a feature which 
I* available only at mountain 
resorts for the moat part . 

|flahlng for your own cstfish.
Stone has stocked one of his 

large earth ponds with "chan­
nel cats,”  which will average 
two and one-half pounds. Some 
of the fish In the pond will go 
up to four pounds and above.

And, for some lucky angler, 
there la an added attraction of 
a "prize fiah.”  Thu la a Jive 
and one-half pound albino cat­
fish. He will be free lo the 
one who reels him In-.making 
It well worth their trouble

The Stones sell the fresh 
cstfish for 85 ents per pound, 
or 93 cents dressed. They will 
make a flat charge of $1.00 «x- 
tra for the privilege of Ashing 
In the well.(forked pond, stone 
flirniahea the poles, halt and

hooks. Anglers will be obliged 
to buy the fish they catch.

"I  think this will be espec­
ially popular for youngsters, 
and maybe a few oldatera, who 
have either never fished, or 
don’t care to drive many miles 
for the experience,”  Stone aaya.

As proof that the fish would 
bite, three chlltfren who ac­
companied Star publisher. Bill 
Fills to the flab farm e«ch 
caught their Ash, and had a 
grert time doing It.

Stone has devoted some 10 
acres of his farm to the fish 
business. He has six earth 
ponda. the largest of which la 
a three-acre tank. The other 
tanks are smaller, and they In- 
chide the tank from which the 
public will flah, as well as ano 
ther which holds aome 600 po­
unds of "Stocker”  Ash.

The a to i kers are one-half to 
pound and one-half catAah. In 
addition to the earth tanks. Stone 
has four cement tanka which 
hold the saleable Ash, and keeps 
them handy for the customers.

THIS GRADUATION CEREMONY marks the completion of 
an Important phase of your life It Is an occasion in which all 
who know you can share in your sense of pride and accomplish­
ment. But no one has more pride In your accomplishment than 
the older generation. But 1 am not going to tell that older 
generation how bright you are. Nor am I going to say we have 
made a mess of things and you--the younger ones--are the 
hope of mankind. I would like to reverse that process. For If 
you will look over Into the bleachers to your left or right. 1 will 
reintroduce you to representatives of some of the most remark­
able people ever to walk the earth. People you might want to 
thank on this graduation day. 1 hese are people you already 
know--your parents and grandparents. And. If you will bear 
with me for five minutes, I think you will agree that a re­
markable people they are indeed. Let me tell you about them.

Not long ago an educator from Northwestern University by 
the name of Bergen Evans, a radio performer known to your 
parents, got together some facts about these two generations — 
your parents and grandparents. I’d like to share some of these 
facts with you.

These -your parents and grandparents —are the people who 
within Just five decades (1919-1969) have by their work Increased 
your life expectancy by approximately 50 percent--who while 
cutting the working day by a third, have more than doubled per 
capita output.

These are the people who have given you a healthier world 
than they found. And because of this you no longer have to fear 
epidemics of flu, typhus, diphtheria, smallpox, scarlet fever, 
measles or mumps that they knew in their youth. And the 
dreaded polio la no longer a medical factor, while TB la 
almost unheard of.

Let me remind you that these remarkable people lived thr­
ough history’ s greatest depression. Many of these people 
know what It Is to be poor, what It Is to be hungry and cold. 
And because of this, they determined that It would not happen 
to you. that you would have a better life, you would have food 
to eat, milk to cfc-lnk, vitamins to nourish you, a warm home, 
better schools and greater opportunities to succeed than they 
had.

Because they gave you the best, you are the tallest, health­
iest, brightest, and probably best-looking generation to inhabit 
the land.

And because they were materialistic, you will work fewer 
hours, learn more, have more leisure time, travel to more 
distant places, and have more of a chance to follow your life 's 
ambition.

These are also the people who fought man’s grisliest war. 
They are the people who defeated the tyranny of Hitler, and w ho 
when it was all over, had the compassion to spend billions of 
dollars to heir their former enen .es rebuild their homelands. 
And these are the people who hac the sense to begin the i luted 
Nations.

It was representatives of these two generations who. through 
the highest ourt of the land, fought racial discrimination at 
every turn to begin a new era in civil rights.

They built thousands of high schools, trained and hired tens 
of thousands of better teachers, and at the same time made 
higher education a very real possibility for millions of young­
sters—where once It was only the dream of a wealthy few.

And they made a start--although a late one-.In healing the 
scars of the earth and in fighting pollution and the destruction 
of our natural environment. They set Into motion new laws 
giving -onservatlon new meaning, and setting aside land for 
you and your children to enjoy for generations to come.

They also had the dubious record for paying taxes — al­
though you will probably exceed them In this.

While they have done all these things, they have had some 
failures. They have not yet found an alternative for war, nor 
for racial hatred, perhaps you, the membera of tills gradua­
ting lass, will perfect the social mechanisms by which all 
men may follow their ambitions without the threat of fo rce -- 
so that the earth will no longer need police to enforce the 
laws, nor armies to prevent some men from trespassing ag­
ainst others. But they—those generations--made more pro­
gress by the sweat of their brows than in any previous era, 
and don't you forget it. And. If your generation can make as 
much progress in as many areas as these two generations 
have, you should be able to solve a good many of the world’ s 
remaining Ills.

It la my hope, and 1 know the hope of these two generations, 
that you find the answers to many of these problems that 
plague mankind.

But It won't be easy. And you won't do it by negative 
thoughts, nor by tearing down or belittling. You may and can 
do It bv hard work, humility, hope, and faith in mankind. Try

In the days of lye soap making vinegar was always kept handy 
to use if the soap maker accidentally ameln contact with some 
of the lye.

Pioneer homemakers made very tasty "Vinegar FMes" or 
"Vinegar Dumplings" for family or company dessert.

Probably as you are reading this you are thinking of other 
things it may be used for.

A recent article on the editorial page of one of our exchange 
papers read like this.

V INF GAR AND ITS MANY USFS
If you’ re bothered by a sore throat, have bug bites or your 

house reeks of fish, reach for a bottle of vinegar.
At less than 30 cents per quart and considering its versa­

tility, a bottle of vinegar is one of your best buys.
Vinegar cooks, cleans, heals, deodorizes and preserves, 

among its more obvious usages, so keep vinegar with both 
camping and cooking gear, In the field and at home.

After you have fried fish, pour some vinegar in the hot fry 
pan and the fish smell will fade away. When you clean up 
afterwards, add a little vinegar to the dishw asher. The acetic 
acid helps cut the grease.

Cheese will stay moist and soft if wrapped In a cloth dam­
pened with vinegar. V*ilted vegetables come to life when soaked 
in cold water and vinegar. When camping, a dash of vinegar in 
a canteen spikes the taste of flat or boiled water and makes it 
a better thirst quencher.

Vinegar also has many medicinal uses. A teaspoon full in a 
cup of water' does wonders for a sore throat. Applied full 
strength, it not only repels insects, but cases the sting and itch 
of bites. It also relieves the discomfort of sunburn.

Other possible uses for vinegar includes a solvent for loos­
ening rusty bolts and hinges, softening old paint brushes, and 
helping to open clogged drains. ."

use, the fish are dressed. Stone 
has a refrigerator which holds 
several pounds of fish for sale 
to the public.

Stone Indicated this past week 
that business so far this year 
had not met his expectations.

The fish farm opened first 
last September 10 and ran thr­
ough the first of December. 
Stone said he sold 4,000 po­
unds that first "season ."

This year, he opened in mid- 
March, and because the farm 
would have a longer season, he 
expected a 20,000-pound sea­
son. "W e need to average 
$100 In sales per day in order 
to make a fair profit, and so 
far we haven't been toing it."

said Stone, but said he thought 
the "fish ing" feature should 
be an attraction which would 
help business.

Stone gets his fish at a hat­
chery at ICam ay, which is near 
Wichita Falls. He has a large, 
specially-constructed tank on a 
truck, which will hold around 
1400 pounds of fish.

The fish farm is fairly un­
ique for this part of the pan­
handle, and is the only one in 
Parmer County. There is a 
similar installation near Can­
yon, and a smaller one near 
Muleshoe. A Bovina farmer 
started the venture last year 
but did not keep it up.
