LONDON, Aug. 2.—Italy is bullding

a battleship which is as great an ad-
vance upon the English Dreadnought
as the latter is upon her predecessors.

The main armament of the new ship
will be eight 13.5-inch guns, each fir-
ing a 1,2560-pound shot against the
Dreadnought’s 850 pounds.

Therefore, while - the Dreadnought
can fire at one discharge 5,100 pounds
ahead or astern, and 6,800 pounds In
broadside, the new ideal will five 7.5?0
and 10,000 pounds, respectively, or 0
per cent more than the British ship.

The Dreadnought’s speed, too, will
be exceeded by two, and, perhaps, three
knots. The water line armor on the
Italian ship will be thicker than the
Dreadnought’'s. It is seen that the
ideal ship would be able to keep out=-
side the danger zone of the Dread-
nought’s gunfire and sink her, while
she was herself unharmed.

Closeted in the offices of Flournoy &
Smith in the Hoxie building, Warren
Bicknell and associated capitalists
from Cleveland, Sam Rosen of the Fort
Worth and Rosen Heights Street Rail-
way Company, W, O. Allen of the Ar-
lington Heights Traction Company and
George E. White of the Citizens' J.ight
and Power Company have been in con-

sultation, thrashing out the details of
the deal by which these three compa-
nies will be consolidated and placed
under one management in a new cor-
poration to be known as the (itizens’
Raflway and Light Company.

The decision to consolidate was
reached Wednesday night, but it will
be some time before all details of the
management of the new concern will
be worked out. Warren Bicknell of
Cleveland will be president of the new
company.

Sam Rosen, president of the Rosea
companies, said:

“Yes, we are at work, but we hava
much to do yet, It will be a big con=-
pany and there are a great many mat-
ters to be considered in perfecting the
consolidation. We are planning to make
big improvements and hope to build on
the south side and to Mineral Wells.
It will be a $1,000,000 company. Under
one management we can run affairs so
much more economically. We will en-
lJarge the old plant of the Citizens
Company and make it furnish all the
power for the cars and lighting busi-
Jess of the new company. A fine new
building will be put up to replace the
old structure and it will be one of the
finest plants in the south.”

W. O. Allen, who has been manuger
of the Arlington Heights Company,
said:

“We are planning for Greater Fort
Worth and the work is necessarily a
lurge one, We fully expect a popula-
tion of 100,000 people here within a few
years and are arranging to govern
ourselves accordingly. The Mineral
Wells line is being considered. I am
not at liberty to state what the capi-
tal of the new company will be, bux
it will be well up toward the $1,000,6G0
mark. Fort Worth people are going to
be in the company and it is to be run
for the upbuilding of Fort Worth. We
will improve and extend the present
car lines and make it a company of
which the city will be proud.”

Many Times Denied

As has been told in The Telegram,
the consolidation of the three conmpa-
n‘es has been under consideration for
several weeks and Mr. Allen has bheen
working to interest outside capita! in
the move, although repeated denials of
the deal have been made. Under sep-
arate management the Arlington
Heights car line would probally not
be a paying proposition during the
winter months and on the Rosen line
the amusement feature at Rosen
Heights has helped greatly to bring
the receipts of the company weli above
the expenditures. The Citizens Light
and Power Company, it is understocd,
has been a paying proposition, but, un-
der the new plans, all the business of
the consolidated companies can be
handled with 80 much less expense
that it will probably be one oi the
best propositions in Texas from the
stockholders’ standpoint.

The Arlington company already huas
a valuable loop about the business sec-
tion of the city and this can bte used
to form the nucleus of radiating lines
to the residence sections. Although
neither one of the contracting car coms-
panies now has lines on the south or
east sides of the city, the Arlington
company has asked for a franchise
election to be held Sept. 1 to. grant
the company franchises over strects
there.

Mineral Wells Lines

The Mineral Wells line will require
the investment of a large capital, but
it is said that it would probably be a

I saw Frank Hovenkamp a day or
two ago and asked him about that corn
that has odd rows upon It. He said
that it grew on his place, but did not
have time to talk then, and that I would
have to wait until after the election
to find out whether it was odd or even,
the corn he said, not the election, for
that was certain to bring him out even.

SINK HOLE IN CAVE

Inverted Funnel-Shaped Cave-In Is of
Peculiar Kind
Special to The Telegram.

SAN ANTONIO, Texas, Aug. 2.—In
the bald prairies of Southern Texas,
where it may be approached to within
a few steps without attracting the

least attention, lies “the Devil's Sink
Hole,” a yawning, jagged aperture in
the surface of the earth of unknown
depth, shaped like an inverted funnel
and more than 100 feet wide at the
Tirst landing, which is several hundred
feet below the daylight. One may gain
this first landing with much difficulty
and such attendant danger that few
altempt it. Once there, however, the
sight is never forgotten.

SThe first landing of the “Devil's Sink
Hole,” which bids fair to become the
“Mammoth Cave” of Texas, is at the
top of a precipice at the foot of which,
by the aid of a secarchlight, may be
seen a fair-sized running stream of
water. From this stream branch out
on elther side unexplored caverns, and,
at sundown, myriads of bats flutter to
the surface from these passages.

On a bright moonlight night the
scene is awe-inspiring and suggestive
of Dante's “Inferno.” One may gaze
into depths that fade into shadow and
blacken into never-ending night, see
moonbesgms playing upon the huge
bed f waving moss that assumes

| shapes at once fantastic and hideous,

produce echoes that reverberate as in
an Alpine wild and hear the screech
owls in clamorous conference and dis~
pute.

As yet Devil's Sink Hole has not
become a favorite resort for tourists,
being many miles from the railroad, but
the people who reside in that section
of the state regard it as the greatest
natural wonder in Texas.

Portwood was an extensive land own- |

er and engaged in the breeding of fine
stock and farming. While not actively
engaged in business here he had owned
and controlled a great deal of Fort
Wortha real estate. He was one of the
organizers and directors of the old
Merchants National bank of this city,
having been vice president of that in-
stitution at one time.

Deceased had been a member of the
Baptist church for forty-five years,
and was a Mexican war veteran, a
member of Taylor's regiment, Ken-

~ tugky volunteers.

Funeral services will be held this
afternoon at his late residence, 612
“West Fifth street, at 4 o'clock, and
will be conducted by Rev. C. W, Dan-
tel, pastor of the First Baptist church.

OFF TO BRADY TO
LOOK OVER GROUND

President Davidson Leaves for
the South

VEWS ON THE MARKET

Vivion Commission Company

FORT WORTH, Texas, Aug. 2.—
Cotton students and statisticians al-
most without gxceptinn have found that
the plant has sustained some damage
during July as a consequence of which
the condition is lower at present than
on the 25th of June. The present sea-
son nas been more similar to tnat of
1904-05 than any other and for the best
statistical results comparisons should
be made with the figures of that sea-
son, although it is impossible to ar-
rive at a conclusion with any degree of
certitude, because no one can tell what
the elements will furnish during the
next thirty days. Nevertheless, a dive
into statistics produces a bullish im-
pression, notwithstanding tae fact that
the secason so far as a whole has been
an unusually favorable one, and there
seems little doubt but what the yield
will be large.

-To compare the seasons:
condition figures of August were 91.6
and in the ensuing month the plant
suffered a deterioration of 7.5 per cent,
making the September condition 84.1.
Now, at the begjnning of the govern-
ment reports in June of the present
season the condition was 1.6 per cent
better than at the same time two years
ago and whnile the records in the in-
terim that year show improvement this
vear a decline has followed, and should
the government figures be anywhere in
the neighborhood of private estimates,
nothing but a bullish construction could
be placed upon the situation. Sta-
tistics bear me out in this statement.
For example, take 91.6 as a basis for
August condition, and 211 pounds for
the normal yield, that being the aver-
age of th2 crop which we are now com-
paring, to be conservative and allow
plenty of latitude I will estifate the
condition at 84.6, which, according to
private estimates is entirely too high,
and with conditions for the next thirty
days similar to those of the season re-
ferred to the average yield should be
196.23 pounds of lint cotton per acre,
which with an acreage of 28,686,000,
would mean a total crop of less tanan
11,500,000 bales, and should conditions
be more adverse the crop would be pro-
portionately smaller. Now these are
statistical eonclusions, but hardly like-
ly to become realities, as while not
impossible it is hardly iikely that such
a falling off in condition should follow
next month as that sustained in 1904-
05. Nevertheless, it can planly be
seen that a report showing a condi-
tion of 85 or 86 would by no means be
bearish, although it would probably
have that effect on the market for tae
time being.

The bureau report will be Issued to-
morrow at 11 a. m., our time. The
day's market was featureless and price
changes of minor importance.

Tele-
graph communication between Hels-
ingfors and St, Petersburg is cut, but
the railroad wire is working. Official
dispatches state the railroad men do
not desire to strike.

‘HELSINGFORS, Aug. 2—There was
no firing at Sveaborg or other islands
in the vicinity during the night or this
morning and no definite news was re-
celved today from the scene of the
mutiny. Officers decline to make any
statements, but it i{s asserted from re-
liable sources that the mutineers, with
the exception of a few on the smaller
islands who have a few guns, surren-
dered, the prisoners being landed in
batches and guarded by local troops.
