NEW YORK, Sept. 6.—Congressman 

Richard M. Bartholdt of St. Louis, 
chairman of the American delegation 
at the recent peace conference In Lon­
don, and who arrived here yesterday, 
said be was greatly pleased with the 
work of the conference and that every 
friend of peace might congratulate him­
self on the splendid results.. He said:

"We Americans may flatter ourselv.^s 
that we have done our share of the 
work. The two main proposals which 
■were put forth at the conference at 
Brussels by the American delegates 
were ratified at London.

The first proposition provided that 
The Hague tribunal should formulate a 
plan for a general arbitration treaty, to 
be submitted to the powers for adop­
tion.

The second proposition provided for 
an international congress to codify 
International law and discuss Interna­
tional affairs and meet at regular in­
tervals, probably at The Hague.

Bryan an Ally
"When the proposition was first sub­

mitted to me at Brussels there was 
much skepticism over it. It was thought 
to be too farreaching for Europe. These 
propositions were referred to commit­
tees and they reported favorably upon 
them.

It is indeed gratifying to me to see 
that William J. Bryan’s proposition Is 
identical with article 2, which I drafted. 
That nrtt<»io v’as that even when dif­
ferences arise on questions which are 
thought to be such that they cannot be 
arbitrated, but settled only by the 
sword, there should be an Investiga­
tion.”

At the* close of the conference Mr. 
Bartholdt was one Of the three speak­
ers at the reception held at Crystal 
Palace. His subject was "National 
Security by International Agreement, 
Instead of by Military Establishment.”

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JESUITS FAST 
DURING VOTE

Election of “ Black Pope”  Now 
On in Rome

SCENE IMPRESSIVE

Delegates Ballot in Silence, 
First Asking God for 

Inspiration

By Ateorialcl Prcaa.
« ROME, Sept. 5.—The first steps in 

the election of the "Black Pope,” or 
general of the Jesuits,' so- anxiously 
awaited by over fifteen thousand Jes­
uits all over the world and con­
sidered of such great importance by 
all the adherents of the Catholic 
church, are now being taken.

After the "quatrlvlum." the period 
of four days of the strictest seclusion. 
In which the congregation of the col­
lege of Jesuits prepare for the final 
election of their general and which be­
gan yesterday, the final meeting will 
occur for the counting of the ballots 
leading to the election. All the dele­
gates entitled to participate In the 
meeting will rise early that morning, 
separate for mass, although none of 
them, according to the constitution of 
this Important function, will be allowed 
to celebrate It, except the vicar. Father 
Ruggiero Freddl, in the chapel of the 
German college.

Scene Impressive
He will also administer communion 

to all the delegates. “'The scene of over 
three score black clad men, with white 
hair and earnest faces, preparing for 
their high mission will be most Im­
pressive. The delegates will then rise 
and forming a procession enter the 
large hall of the German students. In­
toning the "Venl Creator.” The hall 
will be very severely decorated, a large 
crucifix hanging on the main wall 
above the table destined fpr the vicar 
and the assistants, in front of which 
will be rows of desks for the delegates 
sufficiently fur apart to admit of each 
writing secretly.

Ask God’s Help
Once assembled, as though obeyln;i 

an Invisible command, they will all fall 
on their knees and a deep silence will 
ensue, which will not be interrupted for 
an hour. They will all pray fervently 
to be Inspired by God in the selection 
they are about to make, as they are 
supposed not to have made up their 
minds previously as to the best person 
to choose. It being strictly forbidden 
to show any preference In the Informa­
tion which they will try to collect 
about the possible candidates before 
the day of election.

Fast During Election
Most of the Jesuits, especially the 

older ones, will carry into the hall some 
bread and a bottle of water, as they 
will not have eaten since the night be­
fore and they are not allowed either 
to leave the hall or to touch anything 
but bread and water until the election 
is over.

Disguise Handwriting
After having appointed two scruti­

neers to assist the vicar In collecting 
and reading the votes, each delegates 
will take u Sf>lemn oath in the name of 
Jesus Christ’s eternal wisdom to be 
faithful In the accomplishment of the 
office. Then each delegate will be pro­
vided with prlnte«! sheets on which 
in.side, on the right, they will write the 
name of the c-andldate,» and on the left 
his own In disguised handwriting to 
further the secrecy of the vote. The 
sheets will then be folded and sealed 
so that In opening them for scrutiny 
the name of the voter will be con­
cealed and not be looked at unless an 
Irregularity is suspected or that the 
voter has voted for himself,'* which is 
strictly forbidden.

Majority May Elect
This same operation will be repeated 

until one of the candidates has fit- 
tained more than half of the votes. If 
only the majority Is gained by a can­
didate, he will be proclaimed elected 
and all present will rise, approach him 
reverently and accord him homage by 
kissing hla «hand. A decree will then 
be drafted recording the meeting and 
the results of the vote. Immediately 
after, the new general leading, the 
priests will go In procession to the 
chancel, singing the "Benedictor,” and 
after prayer they w ill leave the chancel 
intoning the "Te Deum." The black 
pope will then receive the congratula­
tions of his friends.

Holds Office for Life
A general of the Jesuits Is appointed 

for life ami from the day of his election 
is the ab.solute jruler of his work, but 
the work of the congregation will con­
tinue for a few days after Sept. 8 for 
the election of the general’s assistants, 
who are also chosen for life, or to be 
more exact, theirs ar,e appointments 
which continue during the life of the 
generul, as on his death their functions 
cease.

Gets Two Assistants
The congregation will also appoint a 

secretary for the general and a ”mo»l- 
tor,” the office of the latter conslstlrtg 
In advising the general, who. however. 
Is entirely Independent of him.

Generally both these positions are 
delegated to two of the assistants. 
Their election as well as that of the 
assistants Is carried out under exactly 
the same rules as that of the general.

GIRL FIGHTS 
NEGRO THIEF

Almost Succeeds in Effecting 
. His Capture

INTRUDER ESCAPES

Missouri Avenue Residence the 
Scene of Plucky Battle—He 

Fails to Get Plunder

Miss. Annie Russell is the heroine 
of the neighborhood In the vicinity of 
314 Missouri avenue because of the 
plucky, although unsuccessful battle 
she had with a negro burglar la her 
room early Wednesday.

Ml.ss Russell lives at the home of 
her sister. Mrs. L. E. Little, at the 
Missouri avenue address. At the same 
house there are a number of roomers. 
Including four men and three women.

For convenience of the roomers the 
front door of the Little home Is not 
locked at night and the screen door 
Is merely latched.

Through this screen door a negro 
burglar easily entered the house at 2 
o’clock Wednesday morning. He first 
went Into one of the rooms down­
stairs occupied by three women. His 
clumsy efforts to find valuables 
awakened one—and she called to her 
sister who slep In an adjoining bed. 
The burglar was frightened and he 
hurried out of the room. Thinking ha 
had left the house, the woman who had 
called did not give any other alarm 
and soon fell asleep.

Instead of leaving the house the ne­
gro stood in the hall until he thought 
it safe, and then he entered the room 
occupied by Miss Russell, her sister, 
and a daughter of Mrs. Little, directly 
across from the room he' had first en­
tered.

Miss Russell was awakened by the 
negro's hand fumbling near the pillow 
under which lay her watch.

At the same instant she grgsped the 
negro’s wrist with one hand, tossed 
the quilt from her bed over the ne­
gro’s head with the other hand, and 
screamed lustily for help at the top 
of her voice.

The negro was so frightened he suc­
ceeded In Jerking his hand away, but 
he ran out of the room with the quilt 
over his head. In the hall, .he man­
aged to free himself of Us folds, and 
from there ran out Into the street. 
Before entering the house, he had 
propped the screen door open with 
a settee and so assured an easy exit.

By the time .the men upstairs, 
awakened by Miss Russell’s call, got 
down Into the hall and to the street, 
th© negro could not be seeiv Police 
were notified.

It was discovered later that the ne­
gro had secured no valuables while 
in the house.

He Is described by Miss Russell as 
short, wearing a dark suit of clothes, 
bare-headed, and probably not more 
than 17 years old.

ON ROOSEVELT

Friction Marks Session of Na­
tional Irrififation Congress

HEYBURN HISSED

Senator Hurls His Defiance at 
Audience and Disorder 

Reigns Supreme

BOISE, Sept. 5>—T\je so-called

“policy of the administration In setting 
aside large areas In the west for forest 
reserves,” was the subject which pre­
cipitated an acrimonious and at times 
sensational debate at last night’s ses­
sion of the Irrigation congress.

Clifford Plnchott, chief of the bu­
reau of forestry, slated that the policy 
of President Roosevelt was "to give 
every part of the public lands their 
very best use." These reserves to a 
certain extent control the stock busi­
ness of the w’est. he said, for the chief 
summer range Is In the reserves. The 
stockmen could not be kept oft entirely 
at the demand of the Irrigationists, he 
said, neither could the service let them 
have free run of the reserves.

Attacks Roosevelt
The speaker stated that some re­

serves were practically without trees 
and one In Kansas was without a 
elngle tree—facts which had been the 
subject of much criticism—but It was 
the purpose to put trees there. Sena­
tor Heyburn was called to the plat­
form and Immediately launched a bit­
ter attack on the administration’s 
forestry policy.

The people were told what was the 
theory of the administration, he said, 
but the administration had no right to 
have any policy except as stated In the 
statutes. The administration told the 
people “what we will glvé you.” No 
one. he said, authorized the adminis­
tration to give the people anything. 
The people were sovereign. "Policy,” 
said the Idaho senator, “ belongs to 
monarchs and kingdoms and not to 
republics."

“Forestry,” he said, "has been fos­
tered as a policy to uphold the leis­
urely lazy dignity of monarchs.” ,

Speaker Interrupted
Congressman Reeder of Kansas In­

terrupted to declare that the Presi­
dent of the United States set the re­
serve aside and he did so from a pure 
purr<ose.

Senator Heyburn resented the In­
terruption, whereupon Mr. Reeder ex­
pressed his belief Oiat the Idaho sena­
tor was impugning the President’s mo­
tives.

“Please keep your Idegs to yourself, 
while I have the platform,” retorted 
Mr. Heyburn. “The President needs 
no defense from me, at your bands.”

Said Präsident Misled
Senator Heyburn said he did not 

question the President’s motives, but 
that the President had been misled by 
bad and not disinterested advisers.

Audience Hitses Speaker
When Senator Heyburn asserted with 

much vehemence that Mr. Plnchott’s 
theory about forests subse^lng mola­
ture was all nonse, there’ were cries 
of “No, no, no,” and In all parts of 
the house there was hissing.

Defies Hearers
Senator Heyburn shouted his defi­

ance at the audience.
“Geese, hiss wvay,l’ he said; “don't 

try that with me. I am too old to be 
scared by that process. I will have a 
hearing."

When Chairman Carter had restored 
order, Mr. Heyburn attacked the N a­
tional Forestry Association.

Dabois Declines Speech
One of Its vice presidents, he said, 

was “Welrhauser, who owns more tim­
ber land than any man In the w orld - 
more timber than was originally stolen 
by any man In the world."

There were loud' calls for Senator 
Dubois of Idaho. Senator Dubois said 
that it did not seem 'proper that he 
should discuss this matter before the 
Irrigation congress. He would, he said, 
answer his colleague on the stump in 
the campaign now In progress In Idaho.

The republlcains carried 
every county In the state except Ben­
nington and the party leaders claim 
that county by a small majority.

The republicans gained over ten 
thousand votes over the vote of four 
years ago and Clement loat 1,800. The 
prohibition loss was proportionately 
greater.

NEGRO HANGED 
FOR KILLING WIFE

Goes to Scaffold With Prayer 
on His Lips

ton, a negro, was hanged here yester­
day In the corridor of the United 
States Jail for the murder of his wife, 
Cynthia Cotton.

The condemned man slep well last 
night and ate a hearty breakfast this 
morning. The death warrant was read 
to him Just before noon and Cotton 
walked between two guards and 
mounted the scaffold In the corridor of 
the Jail.

A prajer was offered by Rev. Mr. 
Hawkins and the doomed man did not 
have anything to say except that he 
continually repeated: “Save he,
Jesus," and with the prayer on his lips 
the trap was sprung at 12:05 o’clock 
and the doomed man was launched into 
eternity. His neck was broken by the 
fall and in six minutes he was pro­
nounced dead.

Robert Cotton murdered his wife 
Aug. 6. 1905, by stabbing her with a 
knife seventeen times. He wais tried 
before Judge J. F. Parker Jr. at the 
May term of the federal court at Salll- 
saw and the Jury was out only ten 
minutes when by a verdict It found 
him guilty and Imposed, (he death 
penalty.

The crime was shbwn to be one of 
'the most atrocious ever committed In 
Indian Territory.

AT $1.15 A TON

Contract for 1906-07 Supply Is 
Unusually Favorable

The city of Fort Worth has one of 
the best contracts for the supply of 
coal for the use of the water w’orks 
and electric lighting plants that it has 
ever had. If not the very best It ever 
had. The contract is for a year and 
is with the Dow Coal Company of 
South McAlester. I. T., a concern 
w hich has a number of branch ofTIces 
in Texas.

The contract agrees to deliver to the 
^ity for the water works not less than 
five nor more than twelve carloads of 
coal a week at the prk'e of 11.13 per 
t̂on. This direct contract with the 
mines saves to the city about $4 per 
car. and Is one of the results of the 
direct contract with the minea, for the 
profit of the middleman, the agent’s 
commi.ssion. Is saved.

Additionally, the company agrees 
that If there is a reduction in the price 
of coal at the mines the city shall have 
the benefit, while on the contrary. If 
there Is a miiu aBtance the clty'ls to 
still be protected In the contract price, 
and this latter Is one of the most fa­
vorable features of the contract, apart 
from the low price of the coal.

The coal la slack, but it is slack 
which has been run through a screen 
with an inch and one-eighth mesh, so 
it is really small nut coal. The quality 
is the average McAlester coal.

When the strike was impending, a 
few months ago, the Dow Coal Com­
pany. which was then supplying the 
city with coal, shipped in as many car­
loads of coal as tided the city over 
the time of the strike, say about 20i> 
loads, and thus the city was not com­
pelled to go to the expense of buying 
coal In the open market, as It might 
be forced to do at the then prevailing 
and of course much higher price.

The former price for this same coal, 
before the strike, was 31.10 per ton 
and the advance Is due to the Increase 
In miners’ wages.

KIRBY URGING
5,000,000 CLUB

PromotiHif Plan to Increase 
Texas Population *

Formation of a club which shall 
have for its purpose the securing of a 
population of 5,000,000 for the state o( 
Texas by the census of 1910 is now be­
ing urged by John H. Kirby, the well- 
known lumberman and capitalist.

Outline of the plan is given in a 
letter which Mr. Kirby- has written 
to O. A. Levi, a banker of Victoria, 
as follows:

Dear Sir—Now that the heat and In­
sanity of the primary election is be­
hind us and w© have opportunity to 
consider ways and means of advancing 
the material interest of our great com- 
nioiiwealth, let us take up for consid­
eration a program to toe acted upon 
at the reunion of our Chicago bunch 
t>ropused for Dallas during the State h'alr.

What we need In Texas we can get 
by hustling for It, but not otherwise, 
viz., men and money.

I have been discussing the matter 
with some home friends and with some 
active brains outside the state. I 
Wish, therefore, to suggest that when 
w’e meet In Dallas we organize the 
Texas 5,000,000 Club, the object of the 
club being to show a population of 5,- 
000,000 In the census of 1910 and also 
to show that thrift, activity, commer­
cial progress and material advance­
ment which can nowhere be so suc­
cessfully achieved or so luxuriously 
enjoyed as within the limits of our 
great state. The club should be regu­
larly chartered under the laws of the 

. state, and the meeting of our party at 
Dallas at the time indicated will be an 
opportune occasion for launching the 
enterprise. We can there fix the mem- 
bership fees, dues, basis of me»nber- 
ship, plan of organization anA provide 
for the executive and business man­
agement. «

To make the plan a success we shall 
be compelled to advertise. I have been 
looking over a plan suggested by Geo. 
L. Rockwall and I think It Ideal. Wfe 
caniK)t only get the plan, but the man. 
If we place the proper organization be­
hind him.

If we place the Texas 5,000,000 Club 
in the field advertising our resources, 
not only in the cities of the north and 
west, hut at all the state and county 
fairs. In an appropriate manner, and 
we are organized at home for the pur­
pose of taking care of the men and 
the money which coma to us through 
such advertisement, we will easily 
have a population of 5,000,000 In 1910.

The efforts of the club can be round­
ed out in, say, 1911, with a great local 
fair, to be called the Texas Diamond 
Jubilee, being the seventy-fifth anni­
versary of the independence of Texas. 
W’e can hold this at some sui^ble 
place in the state, advertise it through­
out the north, east and west and bring 
thousands upon thousands of visitors 
and homeseekers to Investigate our re­
sources, our agricultural, horticultural, 
stock-raising, manufacturing, mining 
and other business opportunities, and 
thus give the settlement of Texas such 
an Impetus that by 1920 we shall eas­
ily have 10,000,000 of thrifty .prosper­
ous and happy people.

If you agree with me In these views, 
kindly talk the matter up among your 
neighbors; but whether you do or do 
not agree with me, let me have your 
views on this proposition by return 
mall. I regard It as a matter of great 
consequence to our Imperial common­
wealth and am disposed to devote a 
certain portion of my time, energy and 
money to its achievement should the 
proposition be received with favor by 
our friends. Awaiting your advices, I 
am your friend, JOHN H. KIRBY.

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SELLING THEIR OWN STEERS
The stockmen of the southwest seem to be thor­

oughly in earnest in the matter of putting up a lively 
fight against the commission firms doing business 
at the various market centers, by organizing a com­
mission company of their own, which is to be charged 
wtth the duty of selling the Uve stock of all members 
SMktng the organization at an agreed price. This 
commission company backed by the cattlemen is said 
to have branches at the different market centers, and 
the first or parent house has Just been opened up at 
Kansas City. Murdo MacKenzle, former president of 
the Cattle Raisers’ Association of Texas, and present 
president of the American National Live Stock Asso­
ciation. went to Kansas City to superintend the open­
ing of the new concern, which he is backing with all 
the strength of his sturdy Scotch nature. Speaking of 
the affairs o( the new enterprise. President Mackenzie 
says:

"We are not oiganized to fight anybody, to try to 
run anybody out of business. I am very sorry that 
the occasion arose where ranchmen, farmers and pro­
ducers of live stock had to organize the Co-operative

ALive Stock Commission company and run independ­
ently of the exchanges. We are not on the aggressive; 
we su« on the defensive. Ouf action was made abso­
lutely necessary by the concerted action of commission 
men In all the markets whereby they arbitrarily raised 
the prices for handling our produce.

• We have organized our Co-operative Commission 
company to protect ourselves against this action. We 
do not expect to attack; we expect only to defend our 
rights. We will buy and sell live stock at the same 
prices and under the same conditions that the ex­
changes handled them before the edict was issued 
from a national meeting of the live stock men In Buf­
falo that the commission charges should be uniformly 
advanced at all the markets. It has been suggested 
that the packers would not buy from ns, but this Is 
an error. The packers will buy wherever they find the 
live stock. If we had not believed the packers would 
not discriminate, the organisation of the co-operative 
company would not have been deemed practicable."

It Is reported that as soon as the Kansas City house 
Is In good working order the Fort Worth branch will 
next be' set up, and there will soon be a branch of 
the undertaking at work at all the different markets. 
Members of the Kansas City Live Stock exchange are 
very resentful of the appearance of the new concern 
upon the scene, and have taken all the steps possible 
to hamper Its operations. There has been nothing said 
or done In Fort Worth to Indicate what action will be 
taken hare, but It Is not believed the new organiza­
tion will receive a very cordial welcome.

The people of the state have been grievously disap­
pointed in the last state legislature, and they are 
icoking forward to the next one in the fond hope that 
It will make good some of the shortcomings of its 
predecessor. There are many things that must come 
before the legi.slative body at its January meeting of 
the utmost importance to the people of this state, and 
It Is earnestly hoped the body will be wise enough to 
avoid friction with the executive over matters that 
r<M-iain more to a political campaign than to the law- 
making body of the state government.

THE CUBAN REVOLUTION
That ^conditions In Cuba are far from being set­

tled. Is evidenced by the latest move on the part 
of President Palma, who has Just sent a commission 
to this city to negotiate the purchase of 2,000 Texas 
horses to be used In mounting the Cuban rural guards. 
The fact that these horses are to be purchased Is sig­
nificant. In that it means the mounted guard is to be 
Increased from 3,000 to 5,000 men. and It Is not cus- 
tSniary to Increase a body of fighting men when, the 
prosi>ect8 for peace are considered very promising. 
Dr. Lane, who is at the head of the commission to 
purchase these hor.ses, says:

"The President of Cuba has selected us to come 
to Texas to purchase 2,000 strongly built but small 
and wiry horses for the equipment of the 2,000 addi­
tional men for the rural guard service In Cuba. Wher­
ever there are suitable horsc.s to be found we will pur­
chase them. We want the cheapest and be.st animals

be had. We do not desire a heavy horse, such as 
In use In the cavalry of the United States army. We 
want a good forager, one that combined with his rider 
and equipment will weigh less than 1.000 pounds and 
still be serviceable. I think that for the campaign 
work there will be no need to have anything but good, 
sturdy little animals, such as are generally used In 
the ranch country of the w'est and southwest.**

It can thus be set down as an existing fact that 
the real conditions of the existing revolt in Cuba are 
not fully known in this country. If there was a pos­
sibility of peace at an early date the Cuban govern­
ment would not have a comtmlsslon here In Texas ne­
gotiating for a mount for Its cavalry service. The 
tact that this sei^'lce is to be lncnea.sed Is ample evi­
dence of the seriousness of the situation, for the gov­
ernment would not go to this extra expense w'ere it not 
convinced of the fact that the revolutionists mean 
buslne.ss ar>d there Is much actual fighting to be ex­
pected In the near future.

The United States government was forced to inter­
vene In order to put an end to former strife on the 
island, and the Indications are that It is going to be but 
another case of history repeating Itself.

But the Cuban government is to be congratulated 
on Its knowledge In knowing where to come for the 
horses It needs In Its business. The range bred Texaa 
IMjny, such as can be easily found on the Fort Worth 
market, can be depended upon to answer all the real 
requirements of the situation.

TO ABOLISH NEGRO TROOPS
The Brownsville Incident has at least served one 

useful purpose, and that Is in opening the eyes of the 
entire country to the fact that there is no crying neces­
sity for the organization of negro troops. It seems 
certain that a bill will be introduced in the next con­
gress providing for the disbanding of those now In 
service and prohibiting the enlisting of any more. The 
agitation in this direction has begpin in the north 
and east for the repeal of the law providing for four 
negro regiments, and It seems to be spreadiiq; all over 
the country. A Washington dispatch says:

In the demand today for the repeal of the statute, 
the north stands In dread of having the.se black sol­
diers foisted upon Us cities, and the experience of Des 
Moines a few years ago is not desired elsewhere in 
this section.

It was first contemplated to station this negro reg. 
iment, a battalion of which got Into the muss in 
Brownsville, at various Montana posts, but the quiet 
tip reached the war department from that state that 
the blacks would ^lot find a cordial welcome.

The proposition to repeal this negro regulars act 
will come up in congress, but there Is some politics 
in it. and it is considered questionable whether it w’ill 
pass.

In the meantime It may be possible that the war 
department. In view of the fact that the disposition 
of the negro troops keeps the department In hot water, 
will contrive some way to get around the enforcement 
of the law.

It la believed that If the troops are permanently sta­
tioned In the Moro country, which la In a state of per­
petual rebellious ebullition. It will become difficult to re- 
cniit the regiments up to their full strength, and that 
in the course of a few years they will have passed out 
of the army organization.

The suggestion of sending the existing negro troops 
to the Philippines Is a good one, and would doubtless 
have the effect of cooling military ardor of the race 
to a very appreciable extent. It would certainly be 
much better than trying to foist them on the people 
of Texas, who have long ago had more than a suffl- 
cltnce of sfleh procedure.

Railroad Commissioner Colquitt was given a big 
reception at Mineral Wells a few days ago and de­
livered an address to the teeming multitude. This re­
newed activity on the part of Commissioner Colquitt 
has prompted some wag to suggest that the next leg- 
h'lature proceed to change his name from O. B. Col­
quitt to O. B. Still.

Every bale of cotton that can be brought to Fort 
Worth this season insures Ju.st that much additional 
bu.s!ness for Fort Worth. The men who .sell cotton 
are usually In the market for various kinds of sup­
plies, and Fort Worth always has those things for 
sale.

Georgia papers refuse to publish advertisements of 
Texaa advantages, on the ground that too many Geor­
gia people are now pulling up stakes and making 
homaa In the greatest state In the union. But such 
tactics will not kseB tiMin away. The advantages‘of

Texas are already too well known to keep the Georgia 
people In a condition of continued Ignorance.

WANT COTTON EXEMPT

Railroads Will Present Claim to Com­
merce Commission

Those railroads engaged in the cotton 
hauling business, for export, have a 
meeting arranged with the interstate 
commerce commission, the date being 
Sept. 12, at, which time the representa­
tives of the roads expect to convince 
the commission that the thirty days’ 
notice clause, as to rates, should not 
be applied to the cotton export busi­
ness for one reason, among others, that 
the railways have no control over the 
steamer rates and they really control 
the cotton rates on export business. 
The demand for cargoes which may be 
large by reason of tlte presence of an 
unusual number of ocean going steam­
ers in port, the export rate on cotton 
may vary from day to day.

AUTOMATIC TRAIN STOP

Planned to Throw on Airbrake by 
Samaphore Attachment

The World's W’ork for October, in 
an article on “ Why Preventable Rail­
road Accidents Happen,” says:

“To eliminate one kind of danger 
there has been adopted by the more 
progressive roads what is nown as an 
automatic safety atop, a device for 
stopping a train that may have run 
by a signal. It consists of a short 
Iron arm which, when the semaphore 
Made is against a train, projects above 
the rail some four or five inches, and 
high enough to trip a valve in the air 
pipe of the leading car, automatically 
setting the air brakes on the entire 
train. This arm is or>erated by a track 
circuit in somewhat the same manner 
as the automatic signals before re­
ferred to, and acts in conjunction w ifi 
the semaphore. When the blade is 
down, showing a clear track, the arm 
lies parallel to the rail, allowing free 
passage to a train.”

POOR œNCRETE 
COMPLAINT CAUSE

Specimens of Careless Work 
Apparent in City

Dandy Dixi« Minstr«lz
With the biggest olio featur® ever 

Introduced in minstrelsy, a $10,000 
spectacular first part and a new mu­
sical comedy afterpiece, the “Dandy 
Dixie” Minstrels will be at Greenwall’s 
opera house Thursday matinee and 
night.

To go no farther back than the Ro­
man times, when the use of concrete 
was common and tangible evidence to­
day proves o f a quality that is as en­
during as the living rock, the value 
of concrete in construction has been 
recognized. There was a time later 
when other materials replaced It and 
yet experience has demonstrated that 
there are but few building materials 
which admit of so diversified uses 
and, if honestly made, which give suen 
promise of endurance as a properly 
made concrete with the proportions of 
cement to the other material so fixed 
that the best results can be obUined.

Concrete aqueducts of Roman con­
struction are doing serv'ice in many 
iwirts of the countries of Europe where 
the conquering Romans had their 
sway, and are as good as ever, after 
2,000 years or more of actual use.

The use of concrete construction was 
common in Spain, and when the Span­
iards came to America and conquered a 
part of the country some o( the con­
crete work they did 500 years ago yet 
remains, and in serviceable condition. 
As witness the great aqueduct at the 
City of Mexico, carrying water from 
Chepultepec to the city. All of the 
old churches and missions have at least 
a protection of concrete, and many of 
them are unimpaired by the ravages of 
the time which has passed ov'er them.

The conclusion is that the use of 
exmerete is desirable; it has a value 
which has been demonstrated and. that 
being granted, the further conclusion 
is that It Is entitled to fair treatment. 
The binding quality of the cement 
should not be nullified, as It Is by the 
careless or the indifferently honest 
workman who contracts to build a 
concrete construction and who uses so 
little cement that the purpose is de­
feated, or who adds that to the mixture 
which neutralizes the adhesive quality 
of the concrete. '

A recently built house In Fort Worth 
was rejected by the one for whom the 
house was erected for the reason that 
the concrete work was so defective, 
by reason of the use of too little ce­
ment, that one of the walls fell and all 
of the plastering, which was to be In 
part at least cement, dropped from the 
walls and ceiling.

At Eighth Ward School
Serious complaint has been made of 

the condition of the walls of the base­
ment of the Eighth ward school, this 
complaint taking official form before 
the school board, that the concrete Is 
so defective In quality that a lead pen­
cil point can be thru.st Into the cement 
or concrete, while by this time It should 
be as hard as stone.

Some recent repairs made to Main 
street sidewalks show the same dis­
regard for the good fame of concrete, 
and one case can be cited, located on 
one of the most used parts of the 
street, in a block which Is in the 
very heart of the business part of the 
city, where the repair work really left 
the sidewalk in worse condition than 
before. Where the repairs were made, 
the place is almost like loose sand now 
and that part useless as a sidewalk.

A system of railway so Important .ns 
the kYisco has after long and exhaus­
tive tests adopted the use of concrete 
In the construction of culverts and 
bridges where they are not too large, 
bridge piers and for ail other uses to 
which It is adapted.

Fort Worth has one of the best ex­
amples of the bridge value of con­
crete, If an object lesson on the subject 
la needed, in the Penn street viaduct 
over the Texas and Pacific and Rio 
Grande railway tracks, in the west­
ern part of the city. The county has 
used concrete in several instances in 
the building of county road bridges. 
The use of concrete for the foundations 
of houses Is so common that it has 
almost supplanted any other material, 
even for the moat Important buildings. 
But it needs no statements to direct 
that attention of the observer to the 
almost general use of this valuable ma­
terial.

MUST PAY WATER 
AT CITY HALL

No More Collei^rs W ill Be 
Sent to Subscribers

A poetal card to water consumers, 
which was sent out Tuesday, gives no­
tice that the much complaineu of prac­
tice of the water works dei>urtment of 
favoring certain of the citizens by 
sending a collector to them to get the 
water rent, while the general public is 
compelled to «ay at the office, is to be 
stopijed ab t:?' ®ly*

There bei 'kt but little If any use for 
a water inspector, he was set to col­
lecting accounts due the water wor.H. 
and did a great amount of work la 
that way. Hlace tlie use of meters has 
become so general in the city, there is 
not that flagrant abuse of the water 
using privilege for yard sprinkling, etc, 
which made the need for the water in­
spector so Imperative and lately his 
position halt been something of a sine­
cure. In fact there is so little need 
for the Inspector that Mayor Harrli 
suggested tliat the olficer be dispensed 
with, but as it is a charter office and 
the inspector is employed by the year 
that cannot be done in any summary 
way.

The reading of the postal card mailed 
out Tuesday afternoon follows:

b\>rt Worth, Texas, Sept, 4, 1908. 
To Consumers of City Water:

You are resi>ectfully notified that the 
ordinance requiring water rents to be 
paid at the office of the city water 
works on or before the 10th day of 
the montli, will, In futine, be rigidly en­
forced, and any consumer falling to 
pay his water bill by the 10th of the 
month will be cut off without notice.

IMease govern yourself accordingly, as 
there will be no exceptions to tnis 
order, which the mayor and water 
works committee have instructed me 
to issue. Very respectfully,

Must Pay at Office 
Mr. Calhoun says that notification la 

to be construed in the most lit.cral 
sense, and that the phrase “that water 
rents must be paid at the office” means 
that the money for the water rent will 
not be accepted at any other place. 
If the water consumer is delinquent 
and the cut-off wagon goes out, the 
consumer cannot save himself by pay­
ing the money at the house, for the 
employes of the water works depart­
ment have orders to obey the ordi­
nance, which provides only for the pay­
ment of the water rent at th* water 
works office in the city hall. The de­
parture from the plain requirements of 
the ordinance were made for conven­
ience of those who. as a rule, could 
not as readily get to the office as 
some others, and it grew to a parallel 
with the old saying of "give an inch 
and take an elL” It grew to an aba««

and a diacrtmlnatton hi favor of some 
of the citizens until the water works 
department was exposed to criticism.

But be that as It may. Now It 1s 
you must pay at tha office.” under all 

circumsUnces, and that applies to all 
or the consumera of the city water, 
without respect to the IndividuaL

WASHINGTON. D. C.. Sept 5.—The 

new rate law is in effect; but the stu­
pendous task of making It effective has 
just beguiu

The first thing is to find what tha 
law nactrus, and that Is what has Inter­
rupted the summer vacations of the 
lawyers and tra ^ - experts of the rail­
roads and caused these meetings at 
Chicago. New York, tlantic City and 
at Washington with the Interstate 
commerce commissioners.

The commission Is dealing with the 
railroads In groups. First came the 
western artd southwestern railways, 
then the southern roads came In, and 
after them came the New England and 
the central trunk line roads.

What Is the commission trying to, 
do? And what do the railways want?

In the first place, It appears tbtit the 
Interstate commehce commission is ex­
tending the olive branch to the rail­
ways after having won in a bitter fight 
In which its very existence was in­
volved.

The commis.«lon was under no obli­
gations to help the railroads to inter­
pret the law, but the chairman sug­
gested a friendly and Informal confer­
ence to talk over the meaning of some 
complicated points. I'urther, the com­
missioners intimated a desire to miti­
gate features of the la\̂  which 
appear needlessly harsh.

'At first the traffic officials were sus­
picious and wary, but finaHy the dis­
cussion took on a very friendly lone.

“1 find the railroads willing and anx­
ious to abide by the provisions of the 
new law.” said Chairman Knapp. 
“They are anxious to co-operate with 
us, so that It wiU produce results for 
the shipping and carrying public, such 
as congress intended.”

To the same effect Commissioner 
Clements said:

'Wltat is there so puxzllng about the 
new rate law? Is it nut simple to stop 
rebates and to quit giving passes?

“Yes,” say the railways, “but hers 
is a thing not so simple. Answer this:

"How can a railroad compile and 
print two million separate rates in six­
ty days. And how can such a compila­
tion be posted in duplicate in every sta­
tion on its road?"

But that is what the law demands. 
And again:

"How can a railway print and post 
as part of its rate the terminal charge 
of a different road a thousand miles 
away, over which It has no control?

"How can a railroad publish a Joint 
through rate over another road which 
does not care to make a Joint rate?

“How shall a railway publish rates on 
private cars which it does not own, and 
for which it dues not even collect the 
charges?

•‘How can export and Import rates be 
adjusted to varying ocean rates, if the 
thirty-day notice is to apply to them?

•‘How can railway tariffs be made 
uniform ?••

The commissioners admit that these 
questions are rather puzxUng, and they 
want to help clear them* up.

Another provision of the law is that 
calling for a uniform system of ac­
counting by railways. It will be Au­
gust, 1907, before that provision goes 
Into effect. Professor Henry Q. Adams 
of Michigan University has been hired 
at 110,000 a year to figure out a uni­
form system of bookkeeping. He has 
taken a house in Washington and ex­
pects to work a year at the task. He 
will work with the National Associa­
tion of Railway Accountants. In tho 
meantime the roads w'ill be allowed to 
go on keeping accounts as they have 
been doing.

The task of hearing complaints from 
shippers who want discriminations 
corrected by the new law has not even 
begun. They will have to wait for a 
while,

Bullish 
confidence a-as based on the situatloH 
abroad, for despite the stringency here, 
the London money market was easier, 
and, to listen to the bulls, prospects are 
favorable for the Importation of all the 
gold needed. It being anticipated that 
Paris and London will furnish the 
same. Up to the hour, however, en­
gagements have been on a small 
scale, the total obtained yesterday 
amounting to about 63,000,00.

NEW YORK. Sept. 6.—The cotton 
market was uot near so active as on 
yesterday, and an easier tone prevail­
ed most of the time, although the un­
dercurrent of sentiment was bulll.iih.

300 FARMERS IN SESSIDN

F. W. Hudson of Hlco was In Fori 
Worth this week. He is In the stoex 
farming business and from his talk he, 
for a young man. has the future of the 
cattle situation pretty well figured out.

"Cattle are in good shape down our 
way. I mean by this that grass is 
good also. I brought In some grass 
fat cattle, cattle that had no feed but 
the native grass. They averaged 907 
pounds and sold for $3.00. being classed 
as feeders. That is pretty good and 
shows that good mesquite grass will 
make good fat rattle. Sage and nies- 
quite are ail the grasses we have,“ 
said Ijo. "but with sage for spring 
grazing and mesquite for this time of 
the year and during the winter the 
best results are produced, in my view. 
There do not seem to be many cattle 
In the country now but the market is 
so poor that not many of the cowmen 
will ¡sell at the present prices. Many 
of them have frxed upon a price and 
will hold for It and if they don’t get it 
will hoW their stock over. The people 
are In better shape this year than 
they usually are. and they, with the 
good crops before them don’t have to 
sell. With good grass and winter con­
ditions all right cattle can be held an­
other year with no loss and the people* 
or some of them are determined to 
have some of the profit that accrues 
from breeding stock. I know of an in­
stance where a friend of mine took an 
option on some steers' at $85 per head 
and refused all offers until a day 
before I left home he sold for $27.50 
per head.

"It will be necessary in time for the 
stockman to so arrange his business 
that he can say to the packer and 
other buyers: “Come out to my place 
and buy my cattle; you can have them 
delivered at the cars for so much.’ 
This is the Mexico plan, and it re­
lieves tĥ f breeder of a lot of trouble 
and vexation which now attaches itself 
to the buslnesa Let some other fellow 
have the fight with the railroad, etc. 
A cowman Is in rather a hole when he 
has to transport his OWn cattle to the 
market, pajdng for all ttolays a|nd 
every thing incident to the business as 
it 'is now conducted, and then be 
placed In a condition where he has to 
take what Is offered for his property 
or lose more. The stockman, like the 
farmer who has gone through the mill, 
is now experiencing the same condi­
tions that forced the farmer to scale 
down his expenses to the lowest notch, 
live as economically as possible, an<1 
gradually get out of debt, and to his 
own man at last.

“No man tolongrs to himself who is 
in debt to another. When the farmer 
was in debt all the time, he was forced 
to pay enormous interests and the 
prices charged him were made with a 
view of getting ail that the traffic 
would bear, and. in addition to this, 
the mortgages and note were made to 
fall due at a particular time, October 
generally, and he was forced to sell 
his stuff whether the market was good 
or not. He is about out of that line 
of business now. and is able Jto say 
‘What will you give me for my cot­
ton,’ or If he can’t get what he wants 
can haul it back home and tumble it 
out in the yard. He does not have to 
sell any particular amount and can get 
rid of enough to pay for his living and 
other necessary articles and let ths 
rest remain until another day. When 
the cowman gets his busineM Into this 
fix he will feel a deal getti 
does now and can say to 
‘Here is m y. stock on the 
are worth so much, take ther 
them, you w’lll not get thl 
cheaper and I will deliver ther 
f. o. b. at my station.’

‘‘I think that the market for steers 
will be totter from this on. for there 
will be a big demand for feeders and 
as there is plenty of feed in sight, all 
the small men will Join In, so that the 
demand will be active. A great many 
fee<lers did not come to time last year 
owing to the high price of feed."

FORT BROWN TO 
BE ABANDONED

U. S. Troops Are Ordered to 
Leave Brownsville

ttpeeial to The Tetegram.
SAN ANTONIO, Texas. Sept. 6.— 

Fort Brown is abandoned temporarily. 
While this step by the war depart­
ment has been expected for some time, 
the order was not Issued until yes­
terday. Acting upon instructions from 
the war department Major Waiter L. 
Finley, military secretary of the de­
partment 'of Texas, this afternoon re­
ceived an order for the abandonment 
of the post.

While the order calls for the tem­
porary abandonment of the post. It is 
the opinion among many that it will 
mean the permanent abandonment of 
that post and many think this implies 
that the post will be abandoned and 
the property sold.

This step on the part of the war de­
partment has been taken as a result of 
the recent -disturbances at Browbsville 
by the battalion of the Twe«ty-flfth 
infantry, which resulted In their re­
moval to FUrt Reno, Okla. Slnte the 
movement ot the troops to Fort Reno 
there has been much conjecture as to 
what would be the final fate of Fort 
Brown.

Both Senators Bailey and Culberson 
have expressed their disapproval of 
such a step, which was threatened 
some time ago, and it Is thought here 
that both Texas senators will not al­
low the matter to rest with the aban­
donment of the post.

LILT PADS STOP RACE
Man and Wife Marooned on Shore of 

Lake

Gaynor, whom he sought to make his 
allies in his campaign for the demo­
cratic {>residential nomination, the at­
tempt to induce Mr. Bryan to enter 
Into a compact with him with the same 
end in view probably will surprise 
many democrats, but the circumstances 
are told with so much detail that It 1s 
impossible to doubt them.

Mr. Br>'an was overtaken by the 
Hearst representative on the contlnenC 
The messenger informed him that hs 
had a proposal to make. Mr. Bryan 
asked what it was and the man deliv­
ered hts message substantially as fol­
lows:

"Mr. Hearst a-ishes you to remem­
ber that he was elected mayor of New 
York City last year and that he was 
cheated out of his victory. He desires 
you to keep quiet and not permit your­
self to be made the party leader. In 
return he will pledge himself to serve 
only one term and to Insure the nom­
ination for you in 1912.”

In order that he might accept an 
appointment as immigration inspector 
in the civil sen-ice. Professor A, E. j 
Burnett resigned his position in the 
city schools late Tue.sday afternoon. 
He was elected principal of the high 
school by the board at the June meet­
ing and entered upon his duties jn 
that position ♦ yesterday, the opening 
day of school. He will leave tonight 
with his family for Brownsville, Texa.s. 
his first station as inspector in the 
immigration service.

The board of education will meet at 
4 o’clock this afternoon to choose a 
successor for Professor Burnett, as 
it is essential-that the position be filled 
as quickly as possible. Professor S. K. 
Frost, head of the department of 
history in the high school, was in 
charge Tuesday In Professor Burnett s 
I»lacc.

Mr. Burnett took an examination in 
the civil service about eighteen months 
ago and so much time had elapsed 
since the examination that he bad 
given up hope of being api>olnted. 
However, a letter arrived 'Tuesday con­
taining notice of his appointment to 
the station at Brownsville and order­
ing him to that place at once.

A. E. ^Srnett wa.s cho.sen by the 
school board to succeed W. D. Williams 
as piFincIpal of the high school when 
Mr. WIlliaiTts was made city superin­
tendent. He came to Fort Worth *n 
1900 from the Bowie schools, of which 
he had been principal for two years. 
During his first year in this city he 
served as assistant principal of the 
Seventh ward school and was promoted 
the next year to the principalship of 
the First ward school This position 
he held for five years, leaving It to 
go to the high school. During the past 
summer he went to Chicago to take 
work in the university in preparation 
for the year’s work here.

Professor Burnett is 32 years old,
